The Little Rock and Fort Smith
Railroad has been put under contract and
work commenced on ic

The Memphis and Little Rock Riil-roa- d

was put under contract on Saturday
to be llnlabed inuOnoyear. There are
thirty-seve- n and one quarter miles to be
built. Messrs. MaivlnandS:earn,of New
Yorkr have the contract, and will com
raencB operation within a very few dayp.
They bring $150,000 in cash to commence
with, and have already purchased
tons of iron.

The MIsilasippi River Rllroad (from
Memphis to Trenton. Tenn.,) will be
pat under contract within the next sixty
days to Covington, Tipton cpunty.

CjI. John T. Trezevant, our able
" Railroad Man," has been eenthrby tbe
Natchez neonle to onma down nnd take
charue-o- f the preliminary survey of tie
ratirosa from tuat city to Jaci:son (via
Washington and Fayette. Ho left on
Si turd ay.

The Nashville and Decatur Railroad
has hail a narrow escapo from passing
into the hands of a Receiver. Of the
January Interest 332,000 has remained
unpaid, and Intimations wore recently
received from Knoxville that tha road
would be taken from tho control of the
Company in a few days. Fully recog
UiZing the jrrave nature of the emer
gency, same of tbo Directors and load
ing stockholders reached Nashville, Fri
day, ana made arrangements by which
the over-du-e interest was paid to tbo
Comptroller Saturday.
