Taxation and Wasteful Expen-
ditures,

Editors MemphU Appeal :

A movement has been recently set on
foot having forita object the reduction
of taxes, the retrenchment of expendi-
tures and the prevention of abuses. Ile-r.- tr

hut a verv small taxpayer in com
parison with many, and yet unable to
live and pay the taxes which are de-

manded of me, I hardly know whether
am at liberty to Join an organization

into which taxpayers alone are admitted.
Bat I have a common interest with the
public, and with all men of small mean",
in what eo nearly concerns the interests
of every citizjn of Shelby county,
whether rich or poor. And Having the
leisure to io so, and knowing that

what Is everybody's business Is
business," I infer that this la my

bBsineee, and that I have a9 much the
right to speak on this subject as any one
else. If there are any two sides to be
seen, it ia undeniable that citizens,
voters, taxpayers and the whole people
Hbould hear both sides. I protest that
the rich should not grind the faces of the
poor, that the poor should not delight in
calamity to the rioh, and tha no man

exclusive right to fatten on
tithes wrung from honest labor, or from
n.niri which is but the reward of in
dustry, to the possession of which the
rich and the poor alike aspire. An hoa-e- at

penny is the oaly one any man
can honestly turn. And my memory
is not so short aa to have forgotten
the day when not one among
us dared to look honest men la
their faces, without at least feeling able
at the same time to stand without flush-
ing, in the full consciousness of ability
to vindicate at will, before nil men, their
individual and personal ictegmy in the
execution of any public truat confided to
them, if this is nt so now, tke times
are sadlv out of joint, and we have the
evidence of a demoralization which ap-

proaches the bounds of a public degrada-

tion, involving the disgrace and periou-a-l
responsibility of every citiz jn. With

your permission I my, in iuture, give
yen some details, which will show that
the cltizsns' organ zttion to resist waste-

ful and oorrgpt expenditures of the pub-

lic monies is not established withoci the
most cogent reasons, and that it Is com-

piled by a stringent necessity.
Ic is a first duty of the citizen to support

bis Rovernment, And it is equally the
first duty of the Government to make
and execute laws so that all honest
men can make an honest HV'Ofi
and so that rioh and poor alike

kn ot!a in Frcener in the re
UiJ
celpt of the rewards of their capital ana
lttteH-- . Without this, capital will ny
from the country. No country can pro-
per in which the taxes equal the oraina
ry earnings of Ittbor and capital, and
lave the citizen no surplus. ou may
tell much and truly of the wonderful re-

sources and fertility of your Leaven-favore- d

and sunny Southern lant! ; you
msy boast as you will how its vast
plaias yield rsturns to the n;

how the sew reaches
out its many arm?, seeking the staples
and the harvest, and how mechubies,
farmers and manufacturers msy be d

is your section, and Invite immi-

gration with all the glowiug language of
eulogy and eloquence, but you will have
few immigrants. Emigration wil! be in
excess of immigration, and these S mta- -

ern Slates, wnicn are ik auu
enough to furnish the staples, and at the
same time bt a garden sufficient for the
whole world, w)ii lie laiiow, anu oe
drained of populatiou and iur0V9riBhed.
Thus It is that over exaetious of tyrants
have, in times pwt, killed the goose
which laid their golden egg, and com-

pelled them to eabst quant economy and
lenity. How soon we are to reach euch
a consummation remains to be ceen.
Certainly, pending the trial of this wsue,
we aw not reasonably to expect capital-
ists to Invest their mean3 in this section.
When Shelby county paya aa amount of
taxes as great as the amount formerly
found suQlcient for the support of the
whole jStaie Government, can ay sane
man expect cspjtal will come in ? Stop
the waste, the stealage and the extrava-
gance altogether, and the tares may be
reduced three-fourth- s. Jtsduaetheoi one-half- ,

and give suitable security to
property lntsreels, and tbia city and
county and State will leap to greatness
at a bound. Half the amount of taxa-
tion will yield more than the whole does
now. Capital will oopae ia, with money
to buy labor, and labor will go, like
commodities, only to tne market which
has the mean3 to buy it. Mechanics and
laborers fly, as from a pestilence, frjrn.
a country which id eo or
impoverished by taxation tuat mouied
men seek other looilities for miaufac-turt- s

and agriculture. When the rich
men are driven oh", the poor will go with
them, and then your city and country
will go to the devil with swift and rail
road speed. We have ben traveliug that
way some time, two meonanics, two
laborers, and two capitalists have left
us during the last year, for every one of
either that has come In. Every poor
man now see3 that he is tumsgeu Dy an
oppression of the rich ; and every rich
man sees that he to damsged by the
causes which have rendered it unprofit-
able, or perhaps impossible, to give em-

ployment to labor. Property la now
only worth half the price ot two years
ago. And yet, because of enormous
taxation, men will not Invest at
the reduced rate! They are not
quite sure that we have reached
the bottom of the bill. Surely, if in the
common interest, anything can be done
by the cltizsns' organizition, every man
should bid it good speed. There is no
great deal to be gained by getting lower
down. And sUee the work of ruin may
be staved bv the measures proposed by
the " Citizens' Union," the shoulder of
every man should be at the wheel, who
cares a opper for himself or family, or
the interests of hla fellow citlzsnp. We
doubt whether a beggar would not Had
it worth fifty dollars a year to blm If we
had good government and economy,
so that all miRht prosper together. If
the laboring men will manage to put
down the waste which la going on, and
stop the oflleial thieving, it will put a
hundred dollars In every one of their
pockets, and make many of them pros-

per again. Building, mauufaoiures and
agriculture will thrive. The rich may
be able to take care of themselves. But
the poor will do well to stop the abuses
of thin tax-curs- country, or they will
ennn flnrt thpmoplvfH even more Strait
ened for means than they are. More
anon.

VALUABLE PISCOYERY.

Another Development of Vast
mineral Wealth.

Eomo weeks r.sto Col. M. J. Wicks,
President of the Momphla and Charles-
ton Railroad Company, keenly alive to
all the interests of his road, sent to Dr.
Theodore Hoerner of thiacity for analy-
sis several specimens of a reddish sub-
stance, found In lumps and mass, In vast
qu inlltles along tho line of the road.
I'hia substanco gives off freely to the
touch a boautiful deep red pigment, and
It occurred to Col. Wick3 that it could be
utilized as a mineral paint.

Dr. Hoerner Immediately instituted a
series of experiments with this end in
vieweWtfly, and tho result waa the de-

velopment of the fact that the sub-

stance was an argillaceous iron ore,
most valuable not only for that purpose,
tut for several others.

An analysis of ono hundred parts of
this ore, dried at a temperature of 100

Celtius, show that it consists of
Oxide of Iron .. 02 GO

Hlllco JSo
Alumina .
Traces of Magnesia, Lime, etc., aud lo&s

Total..... -- 100.CO

Dr. Hoerner, in hia able report to Col.
Wick's says:

There are several ways In which this a
oro may be utilized. Tho percentage
cf oxide cf iron (62.5) la equivalent In
the present combination, to 43.75 of iron.
The ore could, therefore, be worked to
advantage for its percentage of metal, as
are many in Europe not to rich. Ten-
nessee, however, contains so many rich
depesita that this would hardly pay.

If a polishing powder, in large quanti-
ties, were merchantable, this ore, simply
reduced to a powder, could be. used in
that way, for It la equal in this respect
to the artificial oxide of iron, called
capwf mortuum, or jeweler's rouge. It
could, however, be used only in very
limited quantities in this form.

But the great use to which the mine-
ral could be turned is aa a pigment. By
simply roasting the crude ore, the minute
shining spiculae of ore r re all reduced to
the same color, and the lumpB and masses
become extremely friable, requiring very
tittle fores to crash them to an impalp-
able powder of a dull red color. The
oxide of iron and silica give it a splendid
body for covering, and by the admixture
of whiting or clay, it can be reduced to
any shade of brown or red.

There is no teiiiutr me vaiue oi ima
disoovery, and we hope that Col. Wicks',
who has so far shown himself a man of
euterprise and advanced views, will lose
no time In putting It toservice. Dr. Hoer-
ner, who made the examination and is.

Is a finished chemist, and we un
derstand has several other speclrnens of
ceiis, mlneraw, etc,, nnuer examination,
tnd is thus actively engaged In devolop-in- c

the mineral resources of Tennessee.
