EJltorj Memphis Appeal :

Dear Sirs : I send you herewith an
extract, from tho London Times, Eng-
land, forming part of one of Its leading
articles, dated tho 4th insr., and which
so ably discusses and pointedly puts one
of tho most Important questions affect-
ing tho interests of this Southern coun-
try. Tho argument bo thoroughly con
firms many of the opinions and sug
gestions expressed as to the desirableness
of cotton spinning hero on the spot
where the cotton is grown. If as Is there
stated the spinning of cotton Is becoming
unprofitable to tho English, this demon-
strates the safety, commercially, of such
enterprises being started on this side,
and I see no reason why, in addition to
working up home-spu- n cotton into
cloths, the South should not ship cotton
yarns to Europe to supply the require-
ments of manufactures. Will MemphU
taks the lead t What do her merchants
say f If on ever to small a scale, the
smaller the better for the purposes of
experiment, it is worth any amount of
attention or cost which might be needed
to give euect to ir. Commendimr this
article to both planters, merchants and
citizens,

The root of the matter, of ccurae. Is
in the want of commercial success.
Cotton-spinnin- g no longer pay?, or, at
nest, pays out inuiiierently ; and so
cotton spinners are grumbling, exactly
like distressed agriculturist in times past.
Mr. Bazley admitted the facts, and in
substance correctly explained them. He
observed with regret that capital had
been gradually withdrawn from our
staple manufacture, that mills were at
short work, and that the mill hands were
suffering. He then said that the cause
of these embarrassments was the short
supply combined with the high prico of
iue raw material, ne re-
marked, had mill power enough to work
up far more cotton than could bs got, for
the production of the article in America
was still limited, and the consumption
of it ou the spot and in Continental
countries was increasing; so that alto-
gether the chief element of a remunera
tive trade was wanting. This, in tho
main, is sound reasoning. Time out of
mind during thela9t twenty years, be
fore and after the great cataetropho of
tho Cotton Famine, have we placed the
eimple facts of this important question
before tne eyes or tne public. The cot
ton trade of England arose from our
ability to supply the wholo world with
cotton stulis better and cheaper than
could be otherwise or elsewhere obtained.
No matter how remote the market
or how poor the customers, we could offer
them better bargains than they could
find at home. We were enabled to do
this partly by the advantages of cacltal.
enterprise and organization, but partly
also by the advantage of a cheap and
regular supply of the raw material. We
divided with the United States the trade
of tho world in this commodity. The
Americans grew the cotton ; wo worked

up ; and, what with the pric9 of the
article and the facilities of manufacture,
we cculd afford to send it to any pare of
the globe and sail it at a profit. We
wanted nothing but new markets that
was our only cry. Give us the markets,
no matter where, and we would under
sell everybody and everything. This
power of underselling was the founda-
tion of our trade. So loug as it lasted
the trade lasted; when it ceessd the
trade fell. Nor can anything except the
recovery of this power set the trade up
again, or anything except cheap cotton
permit this powsr to be recovered. If
we cannot offer people cheaper stuffs
than they can make themselves, they
will wear their own stuffs and not buy
ours. A difference of sixpence a pound

the pries of cotton will make the dif-
ference to us between an open market and

closed one. There can be no trade
without customer?, and for such a trade

ours used to be we want the custom
the whole world. This is only to be

regained on the terms of cost formerly
prevailing, though the vicissitudes cf
commercial legislation may also to some
oxtent stand in our way. The Ameri-
cans, for instance, seem resolved x to
grow cotton and spin it too, instead of
confining themselves to the work which
bait suited them, and allowing us to
take what best suited us. We may
hope, however, notwithstanding the de-

plorable backslidlngs of Lancashire,
that sounder doctrines of commerce will
yet prevail; but even Free Trade itself
will not keep Maschester mills at work
without a cheap supply of the raw ma-
terial. That, and not the revival of Pro-
tection, should be the object of Lan-
cashire cotton-spinner- it is only sur-
prising wo should have to remind them
of the truth.

Speaker Sjnter Introduced the follow
ing bill for the relief of

unfinished railroads,
which passed its first reading
. Whereas, The Knoxville and K-j-

tucky Railroad lacks nineteen miles of
completion ; and whereas, the Company
having said road in chargo is unable to
nniBo. it without additional aid; anu
whereas, it is considered eminently de
slrable that the road shall, in the short-
est practicable time, be completed to the
Kentucky State line, for the following
laming other) reasons, to-wt- t:

That the finished road will develop the
immense mineral and agricultural re-

sources of the section through which it
will pass, thereby enhancing the value of
the lands, increasing the prosperity of
tno people and augmenting the revenue
of the Statr. That it will become a promi
nent part of a great thoroughfare from
the Oaio Valley to tho Atlantic coast.
That it will tender available a large body
of mineral limits belonging to tne com
pany, and, for this and the reason imme
diately preceding, will place tno com-
pany in a position to discharge, at an
early day, its indebtedness to tho State.
Teat the road, in its present incomplete
condition, can hardly pay its running
pxpeiis&s, leaving the interest upon the
Cjmpany's debt to the State a burdon
upon the State treasury. That this in-

terest will, In four or five yeaw, amount
to a sum large enough to finish the work.
That the road cannot now be eold at a
price that will bear any comparison with
its cost ; and

Wherea?, It is not,deemed advisable
to increase the indebteuiieea of tho State
by an additional loan of her bonds to
any of the companies hereinafter named :

Section l. lie if tnerejore enaccea by
the General Assembly of the Stale of
1'ennessec, That the Kuoxville and Ken-
tucky Riilro&d Company, the Knoxville
and Charleston Kulroad Company and
the Cincinnati, Cumberland Gip and
Charleston Railroad Company shall each
have tho power to borrow such on
amount of money as my be necessary
for the completion of their respective
roads, at any rate of interest not exceed-
ing eight per cent, pes annum, both in- -
t jrest and principal to oo paid out of the
first net earnings of said roadc

Sec. 2. Be it further enacted, That the
said companies shall be and they are
hereby fully author'zsd and empowered,
respectively, to pledge their road bed,
rolling stock, real estate, personal prop-
erty, franchise, and their assets of every
description, as the security for the re-

payment of any loan which may be nc
gotiated under ths first section of this

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, That all
contracts for work to be dono by the
companies hereinafter named shall ba
subject to the satisfaction or rejection of
the Governor, Comptroller and Secretary
of State of Tennessee, or a majority of
them.

Sec. 1. Be it further enacted, That
this act shall take ell'act from and after
its passage.

INAUGURATION OF THE GOVERNOR.

The hour having arrived when the
acting Governor was to bo inaugurated,
the Senate proceeded iu a body to the
HOUS3.

Speaker Richards called the House to
order, and explained, the object for
which the convention was about to
meet, immediately after which tho new
incumbent entered the ball, under the
escort of Messrs. Bouson, Smith and
Thornburg, of Jefferson, who had boen
selected by the House to perform that
duty, followed by tho members of the
Senate. Mr. Senter took his seat on the
right of Speaker Richards. Col. Nelson,
Clerk of the Senat?, the i read tho joint
resolution providing for the poculiar
busings of the occasion, and Judge
ShaPkelf rd administered the oath of
ofllce to G v. Senter, who proceeded to
read tho following

INAUGURAL ADDRESS.

Gent'cmen of the Senate and Hiuse o' Repre-
sentatives :

The resignation by Gov. Brown low of
the potvers and duties cf the office of
Governor of Tennessee im;,oee upon me,
as Speaker of the Senate, iu pursuance
of the twelfth section of the third article
of the Constitution, the duties and re-

sponsibilities of that ofIl38.
Tne labor incident to the restoration of

law and order in our State, forced from
its ancient moorings by the sweeping
current of rebellion, has devolved on the
administration of my predecessor, whose
services as Governor have been distin-
guished not less by devotion to the prin-
ciples on which is based our National
Union than a firm and unwaveriug pur-
pose to establish, amidst conflicting ele-
ments, the civil and peaceful relations of
the people of the State.

I um deeply Impressed by tho magni-
tude of the responsibilities I am about to
assume. Most ardently could I wish
that some one more able should have
been chosen to administer tho Executive
Department of our Statu for the remain-
der of the term to which my predecessor
wa3 elected. Not, however, that I am
wanting In appreciation of the high
honor of preeiding over so gallant
atd noble a State as Tennessee. She
is the land of my birth, the home
of my childhood. In her soil aie depos-
ited the ashes of my ancestors and kin-
dred. Her Interests are my Interests,
and, while I would mako no Invidious
distinction or sectional comparison, I
will say that I love Tennessee not more
for her fertile Valleys, her majestic
rivers, her lofty mountains, her inex-
haustible treasures cf mineral wealth,
than fcr the excellence of her bravo and
industrious peoplp. To ba Governor of
sucH a State, sad todd anything to the
prosperity of such a poople, cu?ht to
gratify the ambition of anyone. Feeling
the full influence of this emotion, I trust,
then, gentlemen, that you will pardou
me lor expressing distrust of my ability
to discharge the responsible duties of the
high office to which I am called.

In with the other State
oflicials, it will be my earnest desire and
ilort to faithfully serve the real Interests

of Tennessee and her citizens by re-

ducing, in all practical ways, the liabili-
ties oi tho State, and by economizing in
expenditures, by maintaining unim-
paired our financial Bcusdnes? and
credit, by preserving in the moat eflicieut
operation the present Common School
system, by giving full play to our exten-
sive internal improvement svotem, by
promoting aLd preserving peace, order,
enforcement of tne laws, security of Ufa
and property In all parts of the State
alike in a word, to labor to the utmost
practical degres lo bring Tennessee to
that measure of prosperity and glory to
which her geographical position and her
inexhaustible res:urce3 eminently en-

title her. la my efljrt3 to do all, it is
not too much to ask or to expect the
hser.'ul of all good citiz3ns

of all classes, sects and parties.
Ia a few days your legislative labors

will have been brought to a close, and
vou will return to your respective home?.
Your labors have been arduous and pro-
tracted. This was necessary to adapt
the laws to the wants and Interests of
Tennsjsea as a free State.

Ia returning to your home3 and fami-
lies you take with yod my best wishes
for your health and prosperity, Indi-
vidually, and the happiness and pros-
perity of all whom you represent.
