United States. Here are three great
Ecbemes, either of which would immor-
talize the General, if he should have the
pluok to scorn the beaten path of the
mere politician and essay to play the
role of Imperator. The Senate, embol-
dened by an uninterrupted career of
nearly four yeais, in dictating to Mr.
Johnson, dares to hold the lash over
the back of the new President, fresh
from his fields of conquest, and to say to
him that ho cannot remove or appoint
an officer, wilhoiu flrot consulting that
august body.

Will a toldier, accustomed to the ex-
ercise of despotic power, huccumb to the
Impertinent dictation of a handful of ci-

vilians who never " set a iquadron in
the field," and who cannot command a
tingle soldier to execute their com-
mands? Ia every aspect in which the
question may be viewed, It is a mero
question of power, and, if Grant Iiob tho
will and pluck, he may readily triumph.
The Senate have neither the Constitution
nor precedent to sustain them iu their
effort to lop off the right arm of the Ex-
ecutive, which ia his official patronage.

Into the practical one, whether they
have the power.

alluring and sophistical than they have
ever aimed at the righU and liberties of
their country, to beg for mercy. Wo
must'aahjUJthttt Grant Is mastorof tho
situation m reep30t to the first move-
ment of the Herald. But whether ha
can command-th- e resources to carry the
other schemes of the Now York pro-
gramme remalns-t- o be 'seen. It is cer-
tainly a good time for the United Statca
to repeat tha ambitious experiment of"Napoleon III, with regard to Mexico;
and while that State is paralyd and
dividei by lateraal dUsenalonn and
uloodjrjevolutloa. Cuba and the mother

acts relating to pensions shall deprive
any person who was in the ser-
vice of the United States between
the 3J of March, 1860, and tho
of the Oth of June, 1S6G, of his pension
during that period.

Mr. Newhali withdrew his jjint reso-

lution for giving to tbe members from
Louisiana in the present Congress, the
right to nominate persons to tilling ex-
isting vacancies in that State, as Mid-
shipmen in the United S:ates Naval
Academy.

At this speech thero were murmurs of
dissatisfaction, out no serious trouble oc
curred.

The numbers were immediately after
ward placed in tue wneei.

M-- . Ashbrook then rose and withdrew
his house, which appeared to greatly in-
cense the crowd. It was' with a good deal
of difficulty that anything like quiet
csnld te restored.

A gentleman from Wentzvllle next
took the platform, nnd declared tbe
whole scheme a hueo and outrageous
swindle. The police Interfered, and at-

tempted to remove him from the plat
form, whoa a lively struggle ensued in
which a large number of tbe audience
nartlclnated. The speaker liaallv trot
free from the police and a?aln ascended
tbe platform and harangued the crowd,
continually denouncing the whole ar-
rangement as a swindle.

By this time the police fores had be-

come greatly augmented, and to prevent
further disturbance they took charge of
the wlieel ana removea it irom tbe hall,
when, at the bead of the stairs, some
person kicked it and it fell down tbe
rlleht of stairs, shivering it to atom?.
Tne wheel was a veryfiae one, costing
not less man taov

Several times tho gas was tnrned oflin
the ball, buttbeloud clamors and threats
of the crowd forced the Jinitorto relight
it, for tear ei berioui injury to tne band

ing. As it was, the furniture is sadly de-
moralized, being broken and soiled.

After the managers of the drawlnghad
retirtit from thehall, the scene presented
wasnnrs llkj a Eibol than anything
olse. Nearly two thousand angry and
excited perrons vero all ta'Iilcg at once,
threatening sll sorts of revsnge, and It
was linally resolved to visit tha general
ofllee of the agency under the Soutbem
hotel, ami take their spite out of what
furniture waa left. L Dow Henderahot,
general manager, and his ageute, btiog
informed of the resolution of tho augiy
crowd,cturned out tho gas, locked up tie
effls-?- , and Qui for parts unknown.

for several hours, lasting until long
after midnight, tho excitement con-
tinued unabated, and on the street cor-
ners knots of angry people wero discuss-
ing the subject, threatening to have
every person engaged jn selling tickets
arrested and prosecuted. The general
opinion prevails that the scheme has
been a swindle throughout, one of the
worst ever inaugurated and palmed oU
npon a tco guiuoie puoiic.
