the Arkansas Ultlitla.

Full Ffirtieulnrs of tho Horn
Lake Tragctly.

AVildiumorswere In circulation on tho
streets yesterday morning to the etlect
that a Sergeant or ponce anu uoiouui oi
Arkansas militia had been killed In at-

tempting to arrest a notorious individual
known around ilempms anu in uritten- -

den county, Ark., as "Cub" Harlan.
Also that Harlan had been shot In trylog
to make his escape. On making Inqui-
ries at heaquartera of the police wo
learned the following facts, which
though not quite so tragic as the rumor,
are sufficiently bloody to create an ex-

citement even in Memphis :
For some time past Harlan, wuo is an

outlaw o.' the worst description, nas
been warned by tho police on ssverai
charges, one of them being complicity
with the murder or JJr.iiamsay.wiucu uc--
curxedsouie twoyeaHago. i?or some
reason or" other they have never been
able to lay hands on him in the manner
In wliMi thev wished, ho always keep
ing himself out of thslr legal roach. For
the past bp veral months, up to the break-
ing out of tho militia troubles In Marion,
he remained over there, but after the
arrest of ICej. Harney, McAllister and
Ticer, he disappeared from that neigh
borhood, iinu was sometimes eueu
around Memphis, keeping very quiet
and closp. About tho time of the arrest
ofMaJ. Eirle he left here and nothing
further was heard of him until Saturday,
when he was retorted as bjlng down at
Horn Lake, MIes.. stopping at the housa
of a Mr. Jenkins.

In the nieantitno a requisition from
Clayton had come here for him, and was
in the hands of a Cap!. Jiaynee, oi tue
gallant mltitia, who, immediately on
learning his whereabout, solicited tho
aid of the Metropolitan Police to cspture
him. Sergeant Brown and Acting sr- -
geant Finch, of the First i3trict,
were detailed to assise mm in rashiug
the arrest, and the trio sot out on Huu-da- y

morning, mounted and heavily
armed with navy repeaters.

On arriving bt tho nouse, tuero oeing
no signs of life about, the party hitched
their norses ut the fence, ud after rap-
ping and receiving no answer, Sergeant
Krown and Hsynes entered the houee,
Finch going around the back way to a
side door. Tho outer door opsned into a
hall, from which doors opened Into
rooms on each eido. HearlDg voices In
ono of these, without kuooumg, they
opened the door and entered, Sergeant
Brown.going in nrsr, loiioweu uy i.api.
Hayned.

They found a party Of four or five men
esated around the fire, among them the
man they wero looking for. lie, it ap-
pears, was looking for "them alio, and
bforo they could say a word "Cub"
wes un and on them. Accordicg to ber- -
geant Brown's statement ho fired a shot
at him (tho sergean: when within only
five feet of him, but fortunately the ball
missed its aim and lodged in the lintel of
the door. All of the others having
arisen, and the officers fearing that they
would he overpowcreu, mey reireateu 10
the ball and thence outside to the porch.
" Cub," meanwhile, and a companion
named Emlth, also an Arkansas ref-

ugee, made their exit through a
aide door, where they wero confronted
by Sergeant Finch, who firad at
"Cub" as soon as ho made his appear-
ance, and in return was liredatand shot
through the body, the ball entering the
rlcht breast above the nipplo and coming
otltunaer mo snou.uer uiautj. riuui-- s

sbot, although at such close quarters, we
have every leason to believe wae harm-
less.

A struggle then ensued bstween "Cub"
and Smith on the one side, and Haynee,
Brown and Finch on the other, which
was so mixed up that we have been uua-bl- e

to obtain tne straight of the story,
and consequently will only give the re-

sult, wbion was the wouudicg of Capt.
Haynes in tho thigh, in two places, and
the final eeespe of both "Cub" and
Smith, who, after emptying their revol-
vers, broke away, and crossing a little
ravine got tafoly Into a canctrake on the
etber side.

Finch nor Haynoa knew they were
sbot until the firing ceased, when the
former fell fainMng from tho loss of
blood into the arms of his companions,
and wa3 carried in the house and put to
bed, the landlord, Mr. Jeukins, and
family doing everything in their power
to alleviate his Batterings.

The nearest pbysiolan, Dr. Bynum, bs-I-

6ent for, attended immediately, and
pronouncod Iho wpund of Finch of the
most dangerous and seriou? character,
but those of Capt. Haynes as compara-
tively slight. As soon as Serganl
Brown aud tho Captain learned these
facta thoy started for town, where they
arrived about half-pa- st bIk or seven
o'clock and reported to Col. Jjarditt tho
Reverend Superintendent being out at
Cuba Station holding a prayer-mestin- g.

Col. Burdltt Immediately wont to Dr,
Lynch and made arrangements for blm
to go out to eeo the wounded man. The
doctor and eomo mounted polico went
out early yesterday morning, and on ar-

riving found Fincn very fur gone. He
had never been turned in hjs bed since

aid In it. and the mattress was
saturated with blood. Oa eximinlng
the wounded man the doctor discovered
what was not known bafore, that ho had
hftpn shot tbrouch anil through in two
r.lmaa. eithur one beiuir a mortal wcund.
Oa finding this stale of fellahs, D:
Lynch felt it his duty todnform Finch
that his hours and minutes were num
bered, and if he had aught to say or do
he had best do it.

Finch, on hearing this, made his ar-
rangements for tho great chause with a
compoEuro and coolness truly admirable
to behold, anil worthy of a bravo and
noble spirit. He Informed Dr. Lynch
where hi money and valuables were,
and eava him fconiB little trinkets and
Ills watch to eud to his relatives. H;s

The Commercial Convention to
Illect in May.

Appointment of Committees to
Arrange Preliminaries.

Ex-Prsld- ent Johnson' to be
Present.

The Cnsloniliouse Question.

Congress to be Memorialized.

Tho Chamber of Commerce held an
adjourned meeting yesterday afternoon.
Mr. V. H. Cherry, the President, occu-
pied tho Chair and stated the object of
tho meeting to bs to hear the report of a
committee appointed at the last meeting
to obtain tho Bonso of our citizens on the
subject of the proposed Commercial Co-
nvent, which Is to meet in this city at
such time as may be decided on.

Mr. Mray, as Chairman from the
Committee, submitted the following re-

port:
The undersigned, a committee appoint-

ed st a meetinir of tho Chamber of Com- -
meres., on the "2d ultimo. t6 confer with
our clt!r.3ii3 touchinc the most suitable
time for the assemblitic of the Com
mercial Convention, beg leave to report
that they have discharged the duty
assigned them, and suggest Wednesday,
the 19th of May as an appropriate uay.

Adopted.
Alderman Vincent presented a resold

tlon at the last meeting of the Common
Council as follows :

Jtesolved, etc., That a special commit-
tee of three, with the Honorable Mayor,
be appointed to confer with the Cham-
ber of Commerce with regard to the re
ception of delegates to the convention
soon .to assemble here, pursuant to ad-
journment, from Norfolk, Va., last fall.

He stated that he. in conjunction with
Messrs. Durtl" and Jlenner, were ready
to take action In acoordanco-wlt- the
resolution.

Judge Sw&yno said that much Interest
was felt in the proposea uonvonuon.
He learned through a friend from Wash-
ington that ex President Johnson and
other retired officials of prominent inllu-enc- o

had expressed a desire and determl-tio- n

to be present. Many persons of
reputation, prominence and Influence
would cams to Memphis on the occa-
sion, and he hoped our people will make
suitable airaugements lor thorn, as their
Impression of our city will be reported
throughout tho country after the conven-
tion adj urns, and we should therefore
act in a becoming manner toward
them. Tho Common Council Is ready to
do their share, in conjunction with the
Chamber of Commerce and the citizens,
in regard to the Convention.

Mr. H. Dow offered the following :
Hesolved, That the President of the

Chambar of Commerce, with the acting
Mayor, and Capt. Joseph Lsnow, ap-
point tho necessary committees of ar-
rangement Irorn the Chamber nf Com-
merce, the members of the Common
Council, and the citizens, to arrange all
preliminaries for the convention.

Carried unanimously.
Tue Chamber then reso.ved itself into

a body for the transaction of regular
business, and Mr. Eveiitt said that it is
important thai wo have a Customhouse
established here. Influences sure at work
which will make it necessary for every
power to be brought forward to accom-
plish the object. Tho amount of foreign
goods Imported Into this city at
present is not large, but Mem-
phis is growing, aud must have
increased facilities for the transaction
of increasing business. The customhouse
question is of very great importance, as
muoh so as anything, not excepting the
proposed Commercial Convention, uow-ev- er

important that is. Other Western
cities aro pressing every posniblo icllu-enc- o

and using every method to secure
tho same object, and Memphis should
not be behind any of them. Mr. MoCul-loug- h,

the lateS?cretary of the Treasury,
had said the subject is not one for legis-
lation. But ho thought different, and
that goods should be imported from for-

eign countries and landed here bafore
the duties aro required to beoald. The
city of Memphis should arouse
herself, and put forward every
m-a- ns to secure a customhouse, and
every man. woman nnd child of her citi-- z

ins uhuuld sign a memorial to Congress
to grsnt the privilege. Ii will do more
for the future welfare and interest of the
city than any ono thing that can be es-

tablished. Ho thought we should do
something practioil towarls memorial-
izing Congress on tho subject.

Mr. Farrington offered the following!;
Jtesolved, That a committee be ap-

pointed to prepare a memorial to Con-
gress to urge the claims of Msmphis for
a ctwtoinhouse, aud that they solicit the
names of our citizens to the petition be-

fore presenting it to that body. Carried.
The President Ctdd he would appoint

the corhmltteo and report thoir names at
the next regular meeting, 'me unain
ber theu adjourned.

ANOTHER MYsTEKY.

A Man Found In Artlculo Blof tlr.

Startling Affair In Paris, Tenn.

The. Paris Intelligencer of Saturday,
6th Inst., has the following :

Yesterdoy morning, a colored man by
the name of John Bailey, the engineer
of White's factory, found a man in tho
road, a mile ea9t of this place, appa-
rently In great agony and entirely ineen
sible. Help was called, and the unfortu-
nate man carried toahouse near by, where
every attention required by his condition
was given blm, but all to no purpose he
died a short time afterward?.

Notice of these factB was duly given to
the Coroner, who summoned a jury and
proceeded to give this mysterious affair a
thorough investigation. But tho inves-
tigation failed to discover any evidence
Indicating that the deceased had come to
his death by violent usage. There were
no bruises or marks cu his body, other
than two, both email Eeratches, one on
his foot the other on his ankle. It is the
opinion of tho jury that these were
can-e- either by a tight 6hoe or by the
abrasion of the ground during his strag-
glings. In the hbsoppe of any apparent
cause, other than the coldness of the
weather, the verdict of the jury declared
that death had been ctused by exposure
occasioned by sudden illness and conse
quent Inability on tne pan oi mo uecea- -

ed to take care of himself. it may
bs proper Mere to 8tatet mat
the deceased, beforo leaving town,
told several gentlemen whose acquaint
ance he made, that he had been having
chills was In feeble health but not-
withstanding this fact, he is known to
have oaten a half ponnd of cheese, -- sal
crackers In proportion, before jetting out
on his journey. The physioiaus arc
therefore of the opinion thatine ueceaseu
was scizsd by a sudden attack of cholic,
which rendered him unable to get to a

use. As the aecssgeu was met oy
some one a snort uuiauuo iiuw mnti
