Bishop Lefevere died st Bt. Mary’s
Hospital last eveniog at 5:05 o'clock, Iuo
the desth of this ufficial the Ryman
Catholie Chureh has lost one of its strosg-
est piliars, aud Detroit suffera in s cor-
responding degres, A!chbishop Parecell,
of Clucinnsati, was notifi+d by telegraph
of the demise, and will ¢coms to Detroit
to look after and arrange the matters of
the Diogese. In the meantime, however
—as, in faot, has been the case since de-
ceased was firet taken ill—the datiee of
Bishop will be performed by the Very
Kev, Peter Henpeart, Viear-General of
the Diocese. Right Rev, Peter Paul la-
favere, D. D, Administrator, Bishop of
Zsls in partibus infideliwm, sud Coadju-
tor of Detrcit, was born in Roulerz,
West Fianders, on the 30th of Apri,
1504, consequséntly at the time of his
death he was nesrly 65 years of age. He
eompleted his stndies in Parig, and left
that city for the United Siates in 15I8,
He was in seniority the second Bishop
in the United Ststes, Bishop Whelay, cf
Wheeling, Va., being first, having besn
consecrated s few months previously.
He succeeded as Bishop of this Diocssa,
Frederick Reése, who is the titular Bish-
op, but who, owing to some church diffi
cuity, was removed, and is yet liviog in
s monsstery somewhere in (srmsoy,
we believe, The remains of the deceased
Rishop were buried in the Cathedrsl on |
l'uesdsy morning, with great pomp sud
cAremony.

erto iodigusotly disclaimed by the
ghamplons and ploneers in the crusade
against the distinctions of race snd color,
begins now to be viewed with favor and
spproval, and will, we doubt not, soon
ba the favorite theme for the eloguence
snd sgitation of the Radical orators.
This is Lhe intermarriage of the
two races, its legalzition, enoourage-
ment, snd the beneficial ivflusnce which
such intermixiure promiscs to produce
gpon the future generations of the coun-
try.
