Banks, to which we have before alluded,
requires not less than five statements
per year of the condition of, each bank-Thes- e

five reports are to take the place
of both the quarterly and monthly state-

ments heretofore required under the 34th
section of the national bank act This
31th Eection Is in fact entirely annulled.
The new fashioned reports are to i xhlbst
In detail resources and liabilities of the
association, verified by the oath of the
Pesident or Cashier, and attested by at
least throe of the Directors. Tho attest-

ation of the Directors is an entirely new
fealure. We suppose they are simply to
give their signatures in certification
without oath. Under the old law the
publication of an abstract of the regular
quarteily return was itqulred; under
the new tho report of each association
in the prcet30 form in which it is fur-

nished tho Comptroller must be pub-

lished in a local papsr. Nothing is said
about the time when this publication
must be made, but of course it is ex-

pected it will ba attended to as early as
prautiaable. Tho Comptroller continues
as heretofore to have tho right to coll for
special reports at his discretion. One
hundred dollars is tho penalty for each
day's delay to respond with reports after
the expiration of the five days allowed
for their transmission. Section Sd, of
the new law, require3 a prompt return
to the Comptroller of the amount of
each dividend, and net earnings in ex-

cess of dividends.
These last items have heretofore been

sent under the requirements of tho reve-
nue law to the Assessors of the United
States. They have also been required to
be sent to the Treasurer of the United
States, on the first of July and January,
in what are known as .the Eemi-annu- al

returns, although section 41, of the Na-

tional Bank Act, providing for the semi-
annual return, makes no mention of
these items of information.
