A XiUSituI, BruiHl and Unnatural

Startling Revelations Concern-lu- g

an Indiana Family.

From the Louisville Courier-Journa- l.

Last fall a well-to-d- o farmer, about
sixtytfivo yeara of age, attempted to
violate tho person of his grand-daughte- r,

a beautiful girl of about eixteen. This
incestuous wretch la tbe father of a fam-
ily of six girls, all of whom are married.
His wife ia still living and is with him.
Tbe time of the alleged rape was last
August. Since then various charges
have been entered againt him. Last
week the Circuit Court convened and a
grand jury was lmpanneled. The eldest
daughter of this man a woman forty
yeara of age and the mother of the grand-
daughterwas summoned to appear be-

fore the grand jury and testify against
her unnatural father. In tbe examination
oneof the jurymen eaid : " Well, now tell
us all about this." The witness under-
stood that she must give a history oi all
the lustful actions of ber fathar that bad
ever come to her knowledge. She pro
ceeded to say that at about the age of
fifteen ber father had. seduced hsr, and
that he had continued from that time up
to the present a period of twenty-fiv- e

years to hold an improper intimacy
with hor. She waa unable in several in-

stances to tell whether her children were
the offiprlog of her husband pr her
father. She further stated that her sis-

ters had every one of them told her that
the father had ssducad them, and Con-

tinued from time to time to have crimi-
nal intercourse with them, and they too
had expressed doubts as to who waa the
father of some of their children.

She was asked how such fearful crimi-
nality oould be carried on without the
knowledge of her mother. To thia she
replied that he alwavs managed to have
hia wife away, or took hi3 daoghter to
somo place and used different pretenses
and subterfuges to tffict bis purpose.
When asked why all this was kept from
her (the daughter's) hmband.sho replied
that her father waa always affectionate
in his nature, and any familiarities he
practised were never looked upon with
a jealous eye, but merely as a fatherly
feeling toward a daughter, and no suspl
cion had ever arisen in the mind of her
busband. The witness expressed no

against her father, but eaid be
was always kind to her, and that lately
she had been dependent upon him. She
stat d also that she knew she was crim-
inating herself, but, nevertheless, eaid
calmly and deliberately, that she spoke
nothing but the truth.

The Btrangest part of thia revolting
story ia that the old man, upon whom
the burden ot these crimes rests, has for
yeara been a member of the ohurch, and
bas always been upright and honorable
in his dealings with his neighbors.
