FRIGHTFUL. TRAGEDY.

A B.urder, Attempted Slurdcr
and bnicidc.

A Well Known Citizen Kills bis
K'oium:i!c, Aittcinpts tbe

Juife of n Fticnd, and
Commits fJuleide. ,

' A Stost Sboekmg Affair.

At an early hour yesterday morning, a
tragedy was enacted in this city, which
excels iu horrors anything of the sort
that ever transpired iu Memphis a deed
of madness and blood, v;Llch made our
whole city stand aghast, and tbe details
of which were the almost sole topic of
conversation among nil classes of our
population during ths day being the
niurJcr of one old and well known citi-
zen, tho severe and probably fatal
wounding of another, and the suicide of
the murderer himself a man of tLo
highest standing in the community, and
at one time one of ths wealthiest mer-
chants of our city.

Tho circumstances of the melancholy
and tragic affair, as near as we hae
been able to glean them, are as follows :

About a quarter to 7 o'clock yesterday
mornlDg the attention of the occupants
of Front Row, in the neighborhood of
the Bradley Block, wsb attracted by
loud talking and unusual noises,

from rooms in the third story of
that building, occupied by A. J. Walt,
Newberry Gibson and Geo. Nelson.

The noisa lasted several minutes, and
even at that early hour Induced a num-
ber of persons, among them patrolmen
Chamberlain and Hood, to approach the
building, which is compar lively isolated,
to learn tbe cause of tho disturbance.
As they neared the building they saw a
man in his nether garments, a red flan-
nel shirt and drawer?, run down tbe
stairs holding with his left his right hand
and arm, from v. hich the blood was flow-
ing most copiously. Terror was marked
on every line of his countenance, and he
exclaimed as he saw the patrolmen that
Jack Walt was trying to kill him.

Almost simultaneously they heard
shouting and loud talking from the Ad-
ams street side of the building, and
rushed around there just in time to see
Mr. Walt standing In ths window, wild-
ly gt sOoulattas with his arms, and ex-

claiming: "Vain w6rld good-bye.- "

' Vain world lam going to leave you."
He was but half dressed, having on bis
shirt, pants and socks, but no boots or
coat

The officers in an Instant appreciated
the situation, and bounded up the steps
to try and save Walt if possible, but he
was doomed.

While they were ascending tbe steps,
instead of plunging headlong to the pave-
ment, as they supposed was his intention,
he bad seized hold of the window sill
and swung himself down the side of the
house, holding first by ono hand and
then by the other. As they opened the
door cf tho room, he loosened his hold
and fell to the pavement, sheer fifty feet
b low, breaking his neck, and dying in
the courss of a few moments. The olll-cs- rs

got to tbe window in time to see him
fall and strike ths pavement.

Dizzy and sick with horror, they turn
to go to hla aid, and a sceno met their
eyes which beggars description. Lying
in a Led in tbo room, was tho body of a
man with a iuigo gash in his temple,
from which the blood and brains were
oczlng, and with another transversely
r.eroes the forehead, splitting the skull
and taking the whole roof of the head,
almost, off the ody. The body WR3 ly-

ing in a naturiA position, and as the offi-

ce! 3 reached the bedside, was still gasp-
ing, but dloi almost immediately after-
ward.

A crowd had gathered around tho
bod? of the suicide below, and
the alarm of the murder soon
spread, and numbers of parsons came up
into the room, amoug tbem several who
recognir.3d tha murdered man as New-
berry Glb'ou, the roommate and bosom
mei'd 01 Wait.

From Mr. Nelson's statement It seems
that Mr. Walt muat have seized the
hatchet (an ordinary nized one, quite
shsrp, and used to spilt kindling wood),
anu hrst dealt tne raurueroua mows to
his room-mat- e, who wan probably asleep

the time. Pj3ses?ed then with the
mania for blood, he went to Nelson's
room and struck at him, Nelson warding
off the blow from his head, but receiving
It in his hand and arm. Alter striking
Nelsoti tfce rjjadman threw the hatchet
on tho bed, went q thp wjndow, and td

himself as detailed,
comment upon mis awiut trageay is

Mr. wail wa3 injane
business troubles having preyed upon
Vis mind until It gave way. tie was a
brother of Itufus sad Martin Walt, and

at one time one of the wealthiest
and foremost merchants cf Memphis,
loved and esteemed by every one who
knew him.

five yH of age. Sims years ago he
was v?Jh Mr. Titus in the cotton busi
ness. Of late ha has been a sort or Tac
foftcmforMr.

CRmiXAL INTELLIGENCE.
Tbe l'ntll.ion Cine.

There was quito a numerous attend-
ance at the courtroom yesterday morn-
ing, and among tho orvd eomo of our
best citizens, to hear the concluding tes-

timony in this caee which has besn of
such absorbing Interest for tho past ten
or twelvo days.

The Court met at half-pa-at nine o'clock,
and the prosecution introduced Dr. Dick-
ens as rebutting testimony. His evi-
dence was as follows :

Q. ' Did you offer aDy compensation
or money to George Washington to tes-
tify in this case?"

A. "I did net, nor did I have any con-
versation with Taylor Stacks about the
case. The first intimation I had about
Washington's evidence was from Gus
Williams. He told me that he know a
negro who went out with a double bar-
reled shot gun to kill the old mati (Dick-
ens.) He said he lived on Poplar street,
and that Taylor Stacks knew where he
was living."

Q " Was anything said about paying
money?"

A. "I did not say anything about
money to Stacks."

Q. " Did you say to Salter While, in
Caba, that there was two thousand dol-
lars at his disposal, if he could find out
who didibe shooting?"

A. "I had heard that two men left
his house, and had gone toward Thomss'
Landing, or rather down to tbo elbow.
I supposed these men to be Innian and
Morgan, who bad dono the killing, and
I told him if he could arrest tbem it
would bo a thousand dollars each to him."

Q. " Did yotf tell him there was two
thousand dollars at his disposal ? "

A. "I told bim that he could get
two thousand doliars as that was tho re-
ward."

Q. "Did you say anything to him
about getting witnesses?"

A. "I told him if he could fled cut
who did tho killing to do so "

Q. "D;d you tell Gus" Williams that
he could get money ?''

A. "l told him he could matte a thou
sand dollars each if ho could arrest tbo
men."
