AN IMPERIAL REPUBLIC.

Proposition for a Grand Ka
tlonal Convention.

The Cincinnati- Commercial of Wed
nesday contains a double-leade- d art!
cle in which it takes a general view ot the
expansion of our territory, and, having
settled tne geograpmcai points after an
uncommonly liberal ana patriotic iasn
ion, it ooncludesas folio wb:

"One thing more would be required to
complete this vast political autonomy.
At least one-thir- of tho people of the
present States belisye the Constitution
to have been so changed, by continual
tinkering, .and to have lost so much of its
power by misconstruction, that it is no
loncera desirable organic law. The
other two-third- s see inadaptatlon to the
exigencies or our time, ana are contin
ually suggesting amendments to It,
"What, then, more proper and necessary
than tne caning or a grand national con
ventlon, composed of representatives
not only from the present States, bat
from the States carved out- - of tbe Do
minion of Canada, British Columbia
the West India Islands, and such terrl
torles ts have not been organized into

the fathers, but with a clearer definition
of powers, general ana local, than that
framed now nearly a century ag-o- a
Constitution wnicn snail recognize, .be-
yond cavil, tbo nationality of the Ea- -

publlc, and 'declare the supremacy of
the national Government in all things
that relate to the great ana general
rights of man, as weltaato those inter
ests which are the common weal ? This,
at least, ia the programme of tbe future
to which events point with unerring fin
fer.
