riod of nine years. He twice presided
over the New York State Convention of
tho Free Soli party, and wo believe In
1853 was thtlr oaudldate for Attorney
Ojnerai. Mr. Jay has twios visited Eu
rope tbo first time in 181S, on which oc-

casion he passed some months in Eag-
land, where he was cordially received by
a large and lniiueniiai circle, ana again
in 1865 and 'G5. when he presided at a
Thanksgiving-dinne- r at the Grand Hotel,
Paris the first reunion ot Americans
subsequent in tho war. Ttio speeches
there delivered wre reported in full by
tho London Times, and widely com-
mented on by tho European prees.

OUK NEAV MINI3TEB TO RUSSIA.

Andrew Gregg Curtin, appointed Min-
ister to Russia by Presideut Grant, was
born at thp villagB of Bellefonte, Pa.,
April 2, 1817. His father was an Iron
manufacturer of largo means in Center
county, and his mother a daughter of
Andrew Gregg, a well known Pennsyl-vapi- a

politician. Mr. Curtin was edu
catod ftp an academy at Milton, a small
village on the Susquehanna river, and
read law in the office of Judge Reed, at
Carlisle. Hp was admitted to the bar in

B39, and at onos entered upon thesrac
lloe of his profession at Bsllefonte. From
this time forward ho took an active in-

terest in politics, supporting all ths can-

didates of the Whig party for the Presi-
dency, from Harrison to Saott. In 1844

ha slumped the State in behalf of Henry
Clay. In 1818 and 1S52 he was placed
on the Presidential eleotoral tloket,. and
Inb thih-s- e years traveree the S ate
in behalf of the candidates of the Whig

In 8JU he was Chairman of thegarty. Central Committee, Mr. James
Pollock being tha candidate forGiv-erno- r

In that year. After his eleotlon,
Govr. Pollock t ffjred Mr. Curtin the
oflloo of Ee retary of tho Commonwealth,
which was accepted by tho latter. Mr.
Cnrtln was himself elected Governor in
1SS0, and le elected in 1866. He wbb in-
augurated January 15, lSjll, and daring
tUa next eix years was one of the leadintr
spirit? among tho loyal Governorsof thy
XSortnern estates, me innma taws or tne
State were ramodeled at bis instance
only a few days before the fall of Fort
Sumter, and from (hat event until (he

close of the war ho was active In raising
volunteers and defending the State
azainst invasion. Among the soldiers
ha wnfi alwavs popular on account of his
constant zsal In their behalf. He was
pressed at tho Chicago convention In
May, 1863, for tho cy on
the ticket with Gm. Grant, but the
current being in favor of Mr. Colfax, be
caused his name to be wlthdrawo. Ho
took an active interest In the ensuing
campaign, speakiDg in New York, New
Hampshire, Connecticut, and other
States.

But in the frightful mael
atrom were wmrled far down the dizzy
road to ruin hundreds of young men
fitted by birth, training, and education
for the mo3t exalted positions in society ;

and it was affirmed that there were re-

spectable women present; and it is cer-
tain that ordinarily staid and sober men,
with gray hair and face? lined with care
and experience, wltnesied and applauded
the horriblo parody upon etjoyrAent
with a zest only too evident. The bestial
spirit of sensuality and licentiousness
ruled the hour. High and lovy alike were
reduced to a tt and ueeompromisicg
level of degradation. Quadrille, lancers,
schottlecb, waltz, and polka, were all
arbitrarily oan-canlzi- d. Women were
tossed from b;x'3 to floor and back again
like so many packages of dry goods, or
borce aloft in the crowd, shameltsj, upon
the shoulders of shameless men. Not une
