Theechooner Aon Eliza, belonging to

James & Co., which arrived here on
Tuesday with a cargo of seal ekins from
KadaiK island ana tne lower coast oi
Alaska, brings intelligence of immense
discoveries of gold in placers, on the

THE GASXOWM.

Horrible Scenes ntan Execution
in Prince Eilvr:tra.s Island.

From tho Charlotte, now (Bflnce Edward)
North star, April is.
One ofthe most frightful scenes which

ever occurred in a civuizeu ianu ioob
place on PownaJ Square, on Tuesday
ast. We refer to the execution of

Dowey. A thrill of horror ran through
tbe community as tne uetans or me
frightful occurrence became known.
Even the large crowd present, of all de-
grees of aoclety, wero so far moved at the
terrible spectacle as to uenouooe, in iouu
tones, the proceedings as murderous.
We have uKeu ourselves, in contempla
tion of the Dowey tragedy, whether we
live in a civilized, humane community,
and in the latter part of the nineteenth
century.

The prisoner did not appear to oe me
least nervous or excited, and waikod
firmly up the stairs, and on to tbe plat-
form, where a chair was placed for him
ffhiie he read his Bpeech. He nau no cap
on ; a oiacc overcoat was looseiy tnrown
over his shouldera; his overcoat and vest
(of black ciotni were open, snowing ins
shirt-fron- t, with a miniature of his wife
and mother attached to hlB shirt bseom ;

he had on gray pants nnd a pair of socks
Having seated himself on tbe chair, he
proceeded to read, in a distinct and loud
voice, his confession of guilt.

When he concluded his he was
conducted" back to the Inclosed portion
of the platform by the clergymen in at
tendance, wnere tney ongsgea in prayer
forflve minutes, the prisoner earnestly
olnlng therein on nis Deuueu Knees.

Dawey continued praying until the
hangraeD withdraw, and cut tbe rope
which held the trap. He Immediately
fell, and in tbe descent the rope broke
about two feet above his neck, and he
fell heavily on bis side on tne grouna,
having faiion a distance of about sixteen
feet. He appeared stunned for a few
second?, when he raised bimrelf to his
knees and attempted to looean the rope
around his neck.

When the prisoner fell, creat exoite- -
ment prevailed In the multitude, and a
general surge was mado to break in the
semi-circ- le formed by the guard. Capt.
Mclntyre promptly faced his men auout,
with fixed bayonets, which had the
effect of repelling tho crowd, while the
policemen who were on the spot un-

loosed the rope from the prisonei's neck,
and carried him Into tho Jail, where he
was immediately attenuea oy ur. aiacK- -

eleon. Although mucu suocecu, it was
Hicnnvornd that he bad sustained no fatal
Inlarv.

pilsoner, who appeared weak, was
farced to lie down, and was offered
wine, which he refused.

When everything was again ready an
hnnr havine eiansed in tbe preparations,
Dowey waa carried out of tho tall and up
on tbe scaffuld by Constables Heartz and
MtQaliton and two policemen. He was
seated in a chair while the same horrible
preliminaries were again gone over Dy

A Rerlfew of llie Year 1S6S.

In England, during the racing season
of 1863, says the London Telegraph,
jpokeysiand trainers knew no rest save
on Sandays, from the 18Sh of February
to the 20:h of November. The stakes,
cup3 aud added money run for during
these 276 days, amounted altogether to
nearly JSlOO.OcO; and tbe race meetings
of which cognisance Is taken in the
"Reing Caiondar" wero 196 In number.
Tbe numbar of races run was 2150, of
which 1535 were of a mile and under,
while those cf two miles and more were
only 203, aud those of three miles and
upwards W6ro only 28. In these contests
no fewer than 2510 horses took part. But
