NSW OKlxilAXS.

New Orleans, May 13. The steam
ship Mexico, wbich bos been lying at the
wharf for beveral week, took firo at
o'clock this morning, and burned until
she sunk. No cargo or any combustible
material Is known to have been on board.
The fire was undoubtedly the work of
an incendiary. Tho Firo Inspectors re
port tbe vessel as having been recently
sold to tbe Cubans, it is said. There was
no insurance on her.

The crevasse reported several lays ago
at Viileru'a plantation below tbe city,
hs3 b&en abandoned as being b"peless, ue
the repairs by the negro soldiers and
plantation blinds, washed away as fant as
constructed. The opening wa3 about
eighty feet wide and eight feet deep at
last accounts, and increasing.

Another crevasse occurred only about
half & mile below tbe oity limits last
evening, but a company of negro soldiers,
sent from tbo barracks, promptly closed
the gap and strengthed tbo levee. Tbe
water is about two - inches below high
wa'er mark, but Js driven by a high
northwestern wind sometimes above the
mark. The whorves at the bead of Poy--
dras and Lafayette streets are submerged
and considerable alarm ia felt. A strict
watch is kept on the loveea on tho clly
front.

The steamers Virginia and Louisiana
report that a serious crevasse occurred on
Sunday night in West Baton lljnge Pa
risb, nearly oppopite p.jrt Hudson. The
Baton JJjugo, Jcitocafe, of Monday,
says this crevasse caused a sudden fall of
two inches in Uhe .river aMhat point,
and also tbat all attempts to olose it will
be ineilectual," owing, to the sandy soil
and.ex'.eat of tho break, which was then
sixty yards wide. ,.
