SEW P(HTAL AHRAXQKaE.VTS.
We learn by a dispatch from Washington

that Postmaster General Cresswell bas
reorganized the wholospscial mail service
of the. country. The States are divided
into six divisions, and these into dis
tricts, the first having two, the sixth
six, and the eecond, third, fourth and
lifth three each. Each division has a
principal officer, staled Assistant Super-

intendent of the Railway Mai! Service,
who is responsible for tbe postefflce af-

fairs of the whole division, and reports
direct to tbe Postmaster General. Each
district has s pestoffice inspector, and
each division a special agent to investi-
gate the mail depredations there,
in addition to three special agents
at large. Tennessee is included in
the fourth division, with Ohio, Indiana,
Kentucky, West Virginia and Michigan.
Col. A. H. Mabkilnd, nominated, but
not confirmed, Second Assistant Post
master General, will ba the Railway and
General Superintendent at a salary of
$3425 per annum. As we onco before re-

marked, when notified of Col. Mark
IiAkd's appointment to tbo office far
which the Senate refused to confirm
hioij he is by experience and the posses
sion of the requisite eifts admirably
adapted to this position, and will,, we
hope, give cs as regular mail service as
we know be can if he willa and works
for it.

We
will answer for the benefit cf our contem
porary, as well as for the information of
our readers, all of whom are interested
in Southern manufactures, that In a con
versation with Mr. Clark E, on Wednes-
day last, he told us that the experiment
of producing paper from cotton stalks
had been tested to bis complete satisfac-
tion, and he regarded the results so un-

profitable as to deter him from embark-
ing In it. He says that in maturing the
boll the fibre of tbe plant is exhausted,
robbing the stalk of all commercial value.

While upon the subject, we would sug-

gest that if our farmers will to aDy extent'
embark in the cultivation of okra, they
may not only supply the magnificently
appsinted mills of Mr. Clarke, and
thus assist him in tho maintenance of
an important industry, bat open for
themselves a new channel of profit with
which cotton can never successfully com-

pete.. From one acre alone $100 to $120

worth of okra can be bsrvssted, inde-
pendent of the seed which has, already a
great valus in tho Northern States and
Europe as a substitute for tbe coffee

great Impetus, is we be-- pbean.

Washington, May 15. About two
hundred Lutheran Ministers paid their
respects to President Grant this morn-
ing. They were- received In the East
room. The President, on entering, was
greeted with applause. Rav. Dr. Palham,
of New York, addiesied him as follows :
"It is not usual for Ecclesiastic bodies,
holdiug their services at the Capital ot
the Nation, to desire to pay their res
pects to the Chief Magistrate, but. the
custom of boring him with long speeches
is, iu my opinion, more honored in the
breach than in tbe abservacce. I shall,
therefore, content myself with merely
introducing these members of the Gen-

eral Synod, and then follow the example
of the illustrious Chief who said "let us
have peace," and so I shall say "let cs
have peace," You before you the
representatives of the Grand Synod of
the Evangelical Lutheran Church in
the United States. They are the
representatives of twenty-tw- o Syn-r.d- -,

and from various parts of the
Union, they ara cot, however,
representatives of whole body 0
Lutherans in tho country, there ere
iarge bodies of Lutherans in the South
yet unreconstructed, and others in the
ar West, not yet Americanized, and

there are some in the Middle States, who
unfortunately aro not with us to-da- but
all are trus and loyal men. I trust the
day will come-whe- the entire Lutheran
Church will bs one in tbe spirit and in
the bond of peace.
