THE PACIFIC RAILROA D.

The Convention vesterday =ignel-
jzeudl its fabors by the unanimous adop-
tion of the report of the Committen
on the Pacifie Railroad, . endorsing
what is generally known as the South-
ern route, by El Paso, with branches
from *‘a convenient central point near
the thirtysecond parallel of latitnde,
east of the Brazos river in the State of
Texas, to Memphis, St Louis, Vicks-
burg, New Orleans and other points.”

Thi= may be a satisfactory result to
St. Louals, Vicksburg and New Or-
leans, but it will hardly please the
people of Arkansas, Tennessce, Ken-
tucky, Virginia, Georgin or the Care-
lints. Hrd the Convention risen to
a comprehension of the needs ef the
people of these States they would
have recommensded the direet route by
the 85th parallel as an insnediafe nee-
esgity, and endorsed tho 321 parallel
route 85 o pussible contingency in the
future. We regard this distribution
of the voiee, vote and influence of the
Convention as unworthy a distin-
guished body, composed of gentlemen
of character, of encegy and of ability.
