The Commissioners of I"lorida and
Alabama have at last agreed upon the
terms by which the tersi of the
former State, known as Wesf Florida,
is to be ceded to the latter, with the
consent of their respeetive Legisla-
tures, subject to the ratification of
Congress. The terms,; a8 they are made
kunown by the press of both States, are
that Alabama is to pay to Florida the
sum of £1,000,000 in bonds, payable in
thirty years, bearing eight per cent.
interest, payable semi-annually in the
¢ity of New York. For this amonnt,
Alsbama will receive an area of some
1,200,000 acres of territory, including
the cities of Pensacola, Milton and
Mariana, with St. Joseph and St. An-
drew’s bays, The advanfages to ac-
crie to Alabama from this purchase
may be judged of by the one fact that
by it she acquires Pensacola, with the
finest harbors in the Guolf, a har-
bor with capacity to shelter the
pavy of the United States, and
having a depth of water never
less than twenty-five feet. Beside
this, which in itself is worth to Ala-
bama her outlay, it Is believed the ter-
ritory will eontribute fully $50,000 per
annum toward paying the $30,000 in-
terest on the purchase money, Th
advantages also of a more extended
sea front, of mere direct railroad com-
muniestion with the Gulf for the
connties of Alabama bordering on
Florida, are to be considered in esti-
mating the great guins made by this
purchase, TIndeed the gain isall to
Alabamsa and the Jos= to Florida, who
surrenders what has always been re-
garded the best portion of her terri-
tory,
