THE SCHOOL FUND.

By telegraph; on Wednesday, we
laid hefore our readers the result of &
sitit brought in the Chancery Court of
Davidson ecounty, Chancellor Or118
presiding, to recover from the Siate,
for the uses and purposes of the de-
positors-and ereditors of the Bank of
Tennessee, the sung of $600,000in gold,
paid over by the Bank to the Treasu-
ror of the State, by order ofthe Legis-
lature, to be applied and used as part
of the school fund, but which was
afterwards stolen through the Tennes-
soe Natlonal Bank of this eity. The
decision of the Chaneellor was ad-
verse (o the plaintiffs—the President,
Direetors and creditors of the bank—
and sustained the pesition taken by
the Trustee of the bank, and the Com-
missioners of the school fund. In
order to a clear understanding of the
ease by our readers, we will remind
them that the school fund—which in
1850 was stated, hy resolution of the
Legislature, to be ¥1,.500,(00—was or-
dered into the costody, care and keep-
ing of the Bank of Tennessee, to he
used by that institution as part of its
capital, paying interest to the State,
whose Treasurer was put in possession
of a certibeate of l:.{'ln-‘-i' for the
amount stated; that when the assets
of the bank were returned, after the

war, they amounted, as stated above,
1O LIRLLL and over in gold, Zn_\:rtin-l‘
with Confederate notes and certain
bills receivable, This gold was, by
agrder of the Legislnture, taken from

the bhank amd - fwrned. over 1o
the Treasurer of the Ttate, as
part of - the =chool nd—an

act, which, at the time, was res
garded and held by many distin-
guished legal minds to be an illegal
stretch of power. The filing of abill
in the Chancery Court of Davidson to
wind up the Bank afforded the ocea-
gion sourht for by the plaintiffc who
filed a cross bill, claiming that the act
of February, 1966, nulin-l:i?.ing the ex-
ecution of a deed of trust by the bank,
prefereing the sthool fund was in vio-
lation of the Constitution of the
Unitedd States, peoviding that no State
shall pass any law impairing the obli-
gation of a contraet, The Governor,
Compiroller, Seerétary of Stato and
Superintendent of Common Schools,
as & board of commissioners of the
sehool fund, filed their answer, claim-
it the Legislature under the act
wry, 1866, had a right to give
] e to the school fund asa
debt due from the bank, and filed
demurrer, preseuting the question of
low in the case, und claimed that the
Legislatore had no power under the
1Gth <oction of act 11 of the Constitu-
ton of the State to  invest the school
fund gs stock in the Bank of Tennes-
nessoe, so s to make the beneficiaries
of the scheol fand a storkholder in
that bank, and relied npon the ease of
Poup vs. Drew, decided by the Suo-
preme Court of the United States in 10
Fowsand, 222, The President and Di-
rectors of the Bank, and the principal
depositor—Mr, Maeg R. COCRRILL,
of Nashville—syho joined them in the
suit, have taken an appeal to the Su-
preme Court, the decision of which
will e looked forward to with
no litfle anxiety by the sorviving
ercditors of the Bank.

OUR CONVENTION—DIFFER-
ENCE OF OPINTON.

The New York Herald of Monday,
in an editorial upon our late Conven-
tion, say=:

The vast change whieh the war has
wrought is manifest in the proceedings of
fhe Memphis Commercial Convention,
whirh adjourned sine die last Saturday.
This Convention had a fine open field and
vigoronsly entered it, Rallways, bridges,
levees, emigration snd a vanety of kin-
dred fopics of a practical characler were
serionsly deliberated and acted upon, and
on the day of its sdjournment It adopted
a resslution requesting Congress to put
the lelp;.:ral;h svatem of thie country undar
the eontrol of the Tostmuster-General,
In passing this most important resolution
tho Memphils Commercial Convention bore
witness to the growing publie sentiment
in favor of the uniform telegrapiic sys-
tem, which hes already been adopted with
the happiest resulix in several European
conntries.

The New York Tribune of the same
date has this paragraph npon the same
subject:

Commergial Conventions have a facility
for doing fooalish things, without vonsid:
eration, onithe sppeals of intercsted par-
ties, Of oourse the ono at Memphls
might, beforehand, have been (airly
eounted on for its share, but we confess
wo were hardly prepared for sach an ex-
teeme of foliv as the recommendation of
the expdoded and h-kp&h‘ﬂﬂ}'-ﬂf‘uu)fihhl,',-t.'l
selieme for a government postal tele-
araph. We thonght betier of the Mem-
phis people than that,

There i= here aslight difference of
opinion; to be accounted for in this,
however, that the Herald is opposed
to the telegraph companies, who re-
fused to lend themselves to its war
upon the Associated Press, and the
T ribume, for the contrary reason, is in
favor of them.

Pror. W.SrAsLEY JEvoNEN Man-
chester, England, gives in the London
Econonomist, a paper upon the effect
of the large production of gold for the
past twenty yedars upon its value, from
which the New York Ecening Post
deduces that 8 very considerable an-
nual production of gold is needed in
order to Keep prices from declining;
or in other wonds, tokeep the in-
creasing demand of trade fairly sup-
plied with coin; (hat sithough the
discoveries of gold have for many
years been greater than the needs of
trade, vet the effect of the large pro-
duetion has already been felt in the
depreciation of the value of the metal;
and that no sudden or rapid panic is
likely to oecur in the commereial
waorld, sueh ns M., CITEVALIER at one
time led his disciples to apprehend,
from the exeess of gold. Finaly,
that whenever the rate of growth of
population and trade in Christendom
overiakes ile present rate of produ-
cing gold, a balance of prices will be
restored : and, umless other mines are
discovered the depreciation of the
precions metal will stop, or cven &
very slow movement in the opposite
direction begin. There are indica-
tions in Prof. Jevoxn's figures, that
the turning point has already been
passed, and it seems quite possible that
the smount of gold in use will neyer
besir o lavger proportion to the trade
which is carrisd on with it than it has
borne for the last ten years,

AR, A. T. StEWART, who expressed
himself in the most profound way a
friend of President GraxT, and an
unalterable supporter of his adminis-
tration, has at last changed front.
He has ranged himself with the bond-
holders of New York, who have been
advancing gold and securities and
fighting the Secretary of the Treasury.
The Intter has, however, so far shown
no hack down: but intends to stick to
his order to sell - two million of gold
per week. From this position of an-
tagonisni to Mr. BorrwElL's poliey
of ‘reduction of the national debt, the
people can readily divine what the re-
sult wonld have been had STEWART'S
disabilities been vemoved and he re-
tained s Secretary of the Treasury.
