Sales
lot the day were 175 teles. The reduced
stock here leaves the market nearly bare
of respectable lists and indicates tle sea-w)- n

drawing rapidly to a close. 'Recyipts
after this date last year were 400 bales,
but the liberal arrivals yesterday indi-

cate that two or threo thousand may yet
come in before the growing crop matures.
!fhe stock at all American ports is reduced
to W,000 bales, and the increased demand
of Northern spinners Indicates that the
supply will not satisfy the demand unless
orders are filled In Liverpool. Instead of
sending 40,000 bales to Europe after the
first of June, as was done last season, the
indications are that we will be unable to
supply our home demand, and holders
therefore are firm in their tone, while a
strong speculative feeling pervades tire
market.

The falling off of receipts shows that
be cror is nearly . exhausted, v. hi' the

total visible suppply, Including stocks In
America, Liverpool, London, Havre and
Bremen with all that Is afloat for those
points only give a total of 1,375,000 bales,
being 126,000 less than was lu sight at the
same time last year, and shotvlng a defi'
ciency of prospective' supply of at least
300,000 bales, with no point from whieh to
expect receipts to make up the deficiency.
The India shipments Indicate a decrease
of at least 150,000 from last season, while
American shipments Jiae been less than
1,400,W0 bales, and nearly 250,000 below
last year's export. The total receipts at
all points for the last season have leen
2,034,000 bales.
