Gentlemen: An execution for four thou-

sand eight hundred dollars has been levied
on the stocks of the Memphis and Little
Rock Railroad belonging to the city of
Memphis. I have made every otlort that

eeuid to raise the money to pay off the
execution and release the utoek, and have
failed to do anvthing as yet to accomplish
the object. Since the decision of the Su-

preme Court in the case of Farrington
and others has been given against the
city of Memphis, there seems to be no
one who is willing V advance the
oity the necessary funds on any terms.
If the Finance Committee will suggest
any plan by which the money can be
raised for that purpose theywlllpleasedo
fce immediately, as the sale of the stock
will take place

THE REGISTRARSHIP.

Argumentsrin the tnjunction Case.of
Williams "vs. Eouglirier'.

Our readers havo already been mado
acquainted with the position in,which tho
!ofnco of Commissioner of Registration
nnw stnf?a Avminms on account of
malpractices imd failure to comply wittf
tho laws" governing registrationbecame
obnoxious to the Governor, and he saw
fit to remove him, and the office thns va-

cated was given to Mr. Boughner, an old
and well-know- n citizen. When he camo
to take charge of tho offiee, he was met
by Williams with evasion at flrst, and
finding that that would not do, tho latter
enjoined him from the exercise of the
functions of his office tho injunction
having been granted by Chancellor Smith.
Xesteraay was set ior tno neanng oi ujb
argument in tho case, and at one a.m. it
was opened by "Van A. W. Anderson, Esq.,
tor jar. isougnner.

Mr. Anderson stated that ho mado two
principal objections to the bill of Wil-
liams: the first was that neither the Dis-
trict "Attorney or tho Attorney General,
had joined in the proceedings with Wil-
liams, which tho defendant contends is
necessaryandproper. Tho second ground
taken was that the Governor has the

In support ot tho first propositiSn, Mr.
Anderson cited various authorities to
show that the State must be made a party,
to such suits in order that thoy may bo le--

brought. The second propositiontally more at length, Tho Regis-
trar's office, ho contended, was unknown
and unheard of in a free government, and
was created in accordance with' and under
the article in the Constitution which dele
gates to the Governor the appointing of
certain omcers. ine irancnise act was an
act to enable tho Government to distin
guish between political sheep and goats,
ana the omco ot commissioner oi regis-
tration was one of those whom the Gov
ernor was allowed to appoint. Mr. An-
derson then proceeded to argue that tho
ri!?ht to appoint eave tho riaht to remove.
and cited the position of the President of
the United States, lteiernng to tne nuo
decision of the Supreme Court, in tho
case of State vs. Staten, tho franchise case
as it was called, he said there seemed to
be considerable misapprehension amonj
thfo ovM who niiHit to know better, tho
general impression being that the decision
had amrmed that tne uovernor iiau no
rin-h-t to remove a Registrar. This is a
mistake: the Court decided that he had
no riorht to annul the registration of
county the legal act of a Registrar, but
tho Recistrar was his creation, and Ids
tenure of office depended on his good
will. When the Governor finds that a

has beon euiltv of fraud, viola
tion of his outh. tho barter and sale of
certificates or other flagrant derelictions
it is his riirhtand dutv to remove him,

Col. Gnntt informed him that tho Su
preme Court had made a ruling that all
attornovs bavins cases boforo it should
attend at Brownsville on Monday. The
nnniment therefore proceeded, and Col,

Gantt next addressed the Court, taking
the same grounds as Mr. Andoron.

Ho was followed by Judge Pierce for
the complainant, tho Judge answering
each irround taken by Anderson and
Gantt seriatim. The plea that the Stato
is not mado a nartv was declared to apply
only to cases wherein a party is out of of-
