ANOTHER INJUNCTION.

The Board of County Commissioners
are Enjoined.

County Bonds and Warrants put in

the same fix as the City's.

The Enjoiners want the Board de-

clared Unconstitutional, but
Judge Reeves don't see it.

The recent decision of the Supreme
Court in the matter of the injunctions
of the Mayor and Aldermen, seems to
have galvanized into pretty vigorous
life and strength the C itizens' Lnion,
which from its long quiescence, every
body thought was (iptunet and in
terred.

Fot some davs past there had leen
rumors whispered around the streets,
that the Union thus resurrected was
about makiner a forward movement
on the County Commissioners, and
though there was nothing tangi-
ble about the report it received a
certain credence in all quar-
ters, and consequently nobody
senied much surnrised yesterday
when it wa announced that the Board
of Commissioners had been enjoined
not. however, bv the Citizens' Union
as the sequel shows, but by certain

citizens in their private
capacities.

Of course the most- - exaggerated
stories were soon afloat, as to the
nature and character of the injunc
tions: hut wc must confess that the
prevailing -- cntiment as satisfaction,
and gratification after it was known
detinately that there was no attempt
made to interfere with the Mississippi
River Railroad londs, (and we are
happy to say that none is contem-
plated.

The bill of complaint in the names
of Win. 11. Hunt, S. Mosby, R. C.
Brinkley, AVm. B. Greenlaw, J no.
Overton and Win. II. Farrington,and
is an able aud carefully prepared docu-
ment. We regret that its extreme
length precludes our giving it in full.

It sets forth In limine that Barbour
Lewi- -. W. H. White, James E. Merri-nia- n,

F. W. Louis and Ed. Slew
have organized a pretended court
or tribunal which court calls
itself a Board of County Commis-
sioners, and of which Barbour
Lewis claims to be President.
Thb- - pretended tribunal levies and
collects taxes, and appropriates
the monies and revenues thus collect-
ed to such purposes as they in their
self-asum- powers may deem proer.

The orators claim that the act under
which these individuals pretend to
exercise these extraordinary powers
(pa-se- d March !, 1S07,) is not the
" law of the laud " of the Stale of Ten-
nessee, but only the Jaw of a county
created for the express purpose of de-
priving the orators (in common with
other citizens of Shelby county) of
their property, and iniixising upon
them grievous pecuniar' burthens,
legal fcttas, etc., that are hot imposed
on the people (if the balance of the
State and therefore the Court and its
acts, legislative' and executive, are
nnoii-titution- al, null and void. The
petition go on and recites the habit
and customs which- govern this

tribunal in the matter-whic- h

are sjecificd in the jiaf and in-

junction given below.
The Bill of Complaint wasaddreed

to Judge Reeves, of the l"th Judicial
Circuit, who granted the injunction.
In this document, it will le seen, he
confines himself entirely to the mone-
tary affairs, and ignores the more im-
portant portion of the document that
quoted above.

THE VEAUDEMONT MURDER.

Johnson Surrenders Himself to the
Authorities and is Committed

to Jail without the Privi-ileg- e

of Bail.

Partial Preliminary Examination be
fore Judge Hudson.

The sudden dLsapiieainnce of the
man Johnson, who some weeks since
shot and killed Veaudemonf, and se-
riously wounded policemen Sweat and
Rice, after his murderous work, has
kept s of the law on a sharp
look-ou- t for his whercaltouts. The
best effort- - of the force were, however,
of no avail, and the thousand-and-on- e

surmises as to " what had become of
the party of the name of Johnson,"
bade fiiir to remain unanswered, when
the man himself set the matter at rest
by quietly surrendering himself to
Sheriff Curry at an early hour yester-
day morning, lie had "met his wife
at Stanton cfepot, on the Memphis and
Ohio Railroad, whither she had gone
for the puriose, the twain arriving in
the city by the early train. The ar-
rival was, o: course, soon known in
police circles, and it is said that John-
son adopted, as a last- - resort, the
policy of a voluntary surrender to the
Sheriff, rather than fall into the hands
of the Metropolitans, though what his
fears were is not stated.

The Sheriff retained Johnson In ins-tod- y

until alwwt three o'clock, when
he was taken before Judge Hudson.
As the prisoner asked a hearing at
once, the case was gone into, and after
the examination of some four or live
of the principal witnesses, the Judge
ordered his 'committal to jail, without
the privilege of bail, to await the ac-
tion of the grand jury, now in session.
Judge H. took occasion to remark that
it was more the utter disregard of hu-
man life on the part of the prisoner in
his onslaught, than any display of
malice, that warranted the seemingly
harsh conclusion arrived at.
