The Court also decided, Chief
Justice Pearson alone dissenting, that the
homestead and personal property exemp-
tion, provided for by the Constitution and
the laws of North Carolina, is constitu-
tional and retrospective; that it operates
to proteet the property against debts con-
tra, led prior t the adoption ol the Con-

stitution.

Governments
though not the liest, are infinitely
improved as they are modernized. Kurope
is freer than ever before, end though our
burdens are great there is perfect individ-
ual freedom. He who dares restrict it
may enjoy supreme authority for a time,
but a people once addicted to every vice
and curse and blessing of freedom' will
never patiently submit to despotism.

ing free government, and hopeless as we
must deem the contest between the op-

We confess
we should prefer the despotic form of
government to none, or that which is

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TIIETELEORAPH MONOPOLY.

It is even more important to the
public that the press should be filled
with valuable matter, than that it
should be free, as solemnly provided
in the Constitution. Whatever re-

strains the acquisition is a restraint on
the freedom of communication of in-

formation. If intelligence coming in
from all parts of the world is made
the property of a few individuals, and
dealt out at the hands of a powerful
monopoly, greedy of gain, the restric-
tion works necessary injury to a large
portion of the press of the country,
and is a consequent evil to the whole
public. The increase of expense in the
acquisition of information will inevita-
bly reduce the amount communicated.
And the evil of an overgrown monop-
oly does not stop here, but goes fiir-Ih- ur

and grows worse. The chief
agents of the associated press monop-
oly not only dictate the quantity and
price of the matter they furnish, but
more, they determine what shall and
shall not le published. Thus, when
the agents happen to belong to some
political iarty, or are bought up by
oneormoreof the great speculating
rings, they speak in the interest of
such party or ring, withholding impor-
tant truths, or circulating pernicious
falsehoods ad mlttm. This state
ot things ought not to be al-

lowed. We have seen and
had occasion to deplore the
great and growing evil more than
once. And most earnestly do we call
on Congress and the people to apply
the proper remedy. Every reason
exists for taking, this matter under
government control which ever ex-

isted for taking control of the ordinary
mails. And a sound public policy re-

quires that the telegraph lines should
be under the direction of the govern-
ment for .the common benefit of the
press and the people of the Cnited
States, and especially for the pre-

vention of abuses, which have grown
frequent and of great magnitude.

In the interest of the great monopo-
ly m effort lias recently been made to
stop the landing of the French cable,
which we are glad to see has thus far
been foiled. The press is beginning
to awake to the importance of this
matter, and we trust it will continue
to speak, and efficiently, to a result.
We subjoin the following well consid-

ered articles:
From the New York Spirit of the Times-indepen- dent.

The success of the French cable is one
of the most gratifying events of the cen-
tury. It is another link between the old
world and the new. It binds New York
direjitly to Paris, as well as to London. It
gives lis a cable on American soil. It is
one of those material successes in WWbtfa

the French Kmperor has shown profound
iaracity.

And, yet we are surprised to find bow
coldiv the new cable is received. The
daily press, always prompt and eager to
welcome any new enterprise, has, as a
general thing, frowned upon this Fn m '

venture. The Legislature was invoked
last winter to erect a barrier to its pro-
gress, but Congress did not act. And now
Mr. floarand Mr. Fish are called upon to
deny it hospitality. Some odd nonsense
aliout national domain and the rights of
Congress has leen ventured by the Attor-
ney General. The Secretary of Stte,
tiuding no law to control the case
writes to the French Minister that
a law was almost passed last winter,
and recommends the Minister to govern
himself by it. A Secretary of State who
executes the law is a treasure; but a Sec-
retary who enforces all the laws that have
not Ireen passed is priceless beyond com-
parison. If there were any national poii-c- y

in regard to telegraphing we should in-

sist that all should respect it alien and
citizen. No such policy exists, and our
shores so far as law uWU custom go, are.
tri e to any cable thaF chooses to coin...
and the more that come, the better. One
leading newspaper has especially opposed
its advent. It is not sure about the law,
and its owners are mid we
ought not to have a new cable until the
present owners of toe Atlantic cable make
money out of the old one. We are im-

plored to remember how much mone
was lost before the old cable succeeded.
Aud because tlio daring men who were
j.ioneers in that work lost money we
should have no more cables until thoy
earn money. Wo might interrupt this
argument by asking, "How much money
have these men made by the success oftheir
cable, and especially by the wonderful
advance in its stocks which many of them
purchased for a small sum?" But if the
aimiinent of this critic has any value it
should Ijavo a wider application. Be-

cause the builders of the Hudson River
Railroad lost money there should lie no
road to Albany by the way of Harlem.
Because the owners of stage coaches lost
money there should be no locomotives.
Hiicaiise tbe nutters of hand
presses lost money there should ha no
steam presses. It "is really an argument
against all growth, all progress, all scien-
tific enterprise and discovery. The sug-
gestion thai the men who own this line
are rebels, and, therefore do not deserve
siic ess is not the real opinion of an editor
who has gained renown by showing mercy
and chanty U rebellion, and who uses
every effort to coax Northern capital into
the rebel States,

We give respectful hearing to tins argu-
ment, font it really is no argument at all,
and thinly masks the true reason of the
antipathy of the press to the new cable.
The success of the French cable is the first
step towards destroying the Associated
Press monopoly. The blessing ot such a
cable will do everything for a free press,
and liberal thought and cheap newspa-
pers; for the Associated Press to-d- is
one of the worst monopolies on this Conti-
nent.

It has grow n, by some mysterious alli-
ance, with the Western t'nton Telegraph
Company. We cannot understand it, ijr.
i rtoii. the President of that company, is
a shrew d and able man a gentleman for
whom we have great respect. He is not
a OtM to make any alliance that does not
benefit his company. In a business way
nothing could be better; and he certainly
has succeeded in obtaining an influence,
which is a good thing to have in the way
of business, but the existence of which is
a humiliation to American journalism.
Thus, w hen tbe Democratic Convention of
California passed a resolution criticising
the Western I'nion Telegeaph Company,
the Associated Press suppressed it, aud
the only paper which printed it was the
AVic York Heral'l. Not another journal,
so far as we could see, mentioned it, ami
vet it was the most inqortant act of a
great State Convention. e are quite
sure that all our journals would have
printed this or anything of like tenor as a
matter of news, but it was not sent them
to print. The Associated Press agent had
decreed otherwise, and his decree was a
law to the great press ot Mew fort..

Nor!do we think it wise in Mr. Orton
to encourage this alliance. He may regard
it as a good business expedient to own
Mr. JSimomou, aiinougn n is uum uii lo
imagine now nr. nimomon can oe an
ornamental or useful investment. The
telegraph can only be successfully man
aged when It is aa rr air. vny mon-
opoly is unstable and dangerous. The
instinct of mankind revolts against being
compelled to do anything, and nothing is
easier to Mr. Orton than to arouse a senti-
ment, whether just or unjust, that will
brine evil to his company. His course to
a dally newspaper in California cannot be
understood. lie agreed to furnish the
editor of the San Francisco th ru!. I n--

for 0.92 cents a word, although he was
charging the other dailies but 2.40 cents a
word. The Herald succeeded in surpass-
ing its rivals by better news service.
Suddenly Mr. Orton made a new contract,
by which he charged the Herald 15.38
cents a word, and its rival only 1.28 centsa
word ! Of course the effect of such a dis-
crimination was to inflict a deadly blow
upon the Herald, to destroy it in order to
aid its rivals. Such a contract would
never have been made if Mr. Simouton
were not the Agent of the Associated
Press, and at the same time an owner of
a newspaper in San Francisco. As Mr.
SUbonton does not conceal the fact that
he holds this agency merely to serve his
newspaper in Oailffirpfa, t U only due to
him to say that he has seryod it With great
zeal and success. California is excited
over this monopoly. The Western press
is not friendly. But for Mr, Orton, tfoe

Weatorn press wonld have withdrawn
from the New York association. The in-

fluence of the great company was thrown
in favor of the great monopoly. It wonld
lie far wUer, we think, for M. Orton to
serve three or four newspaper associations
than one; bnt he does not seem to
think so. a

The Associated Press is composed of
seven newspapers the llerald. Times,
Trilmne, World, Sun, Krprex and Jour-
nal of (Yrmmerct. Such a partnership can
only benefit three papers the .Sun. Kr-pt- e.

and Journal of Commerce.
The Sun, forinstance, has the aid
of the four great dailies to collect the
news, and then is allowed to sell that
news at one-ha- lf the price. fn other
words, the great dailies say "We will col-

lect this news at large cost, and while sell-
ing it ourselves for four cents will allow
you to sell it at two cents and protect you
against all competition." The Journal of
(ommeree makes a feature of markets and
for ship news. It is aclass paper of large
resources, and circulates among the mer-
chants. Yet the four great dailies virtu-
ally surrender to this one newspaper
nearly all of the down-tow- n financial
and commercial trade, and de-

bar themselves from that circu-
lation and business by protecting it
against every competition. A merchant
in Broad street has but to pay two cents
for the Am and five cents for "the Journal
of Commerce, and h" need only read the
great dailes for editorials and correspond-
ence. These tw papers answer his neces-
sities; the other newspapers are mere lux-
uries. And should any of the great dailies
desire to extend their influence and util-
ise their business material they are pre-
vented, because they have agreed to pro-
tect the Rxprca even against themselves.
Thus the editor of the Herald, who prints
a light, lively evening paper, the Tele-f- t

!! js not allowed to give it to the Asso-
ciated Press news because the fipMi
pays a comparatively small sum every
week as its bonus. I t does not even share
the expenses. The generous dailies allow
it to have the monopoly without really
paying for It as much as they do them-
selves.

So we have the Tribune, Hm-glii- , Times
and World joined in a partnership which
injures themselves, protects competing
journals, and prevents their own growth.
If the Associated Press ceased ,

these journals would not be injured. They
aro sdfe from competition lecaiie they
themselves answer all the purposes of
competition. It would not be so w ith a
cheaper press. There is room for two or
three distinctive cheap newspapers. That
demand is so great that we see the Star
struggling into success in spite of the
A ss, a iated Press. And only recently Mr.
Ponieroy abandoned his attempt to found
his morning paper. In the afternoon press
we have the' Sluii, TWeoraat, 2fewaraad
Deme.erat, al! enterprising, prosperous
and growing, in defiance of this restric
tion. Remove it, and the and
Post would be compelled to sell more
cheaply, and Mr. Dana would have an op-
portunity of showing his journalistic re-

sources by having some newspaper in
competition. The Associated Press vir-
tually brings Journalism to a stand-stil- l.

The animating motive of newspaper
owners is to make money, not to make
great journals. We miss the old days of
swift and earnest competition. The As-

sociated Press virtually prohibits competi-
tion by insisting that all news shall be
shared in common. Thus, Mr. Bennett
may send a hian to Russia at great ex-
pense and Mr. (ireelev may liavp his
emissary in Cuba, and any news they send
must be given to the Sun, World and
Times for a little more than the share of
tolls! All expense of outfit, time, salary
are borne bv themselves. The advantage
is shared all around.

I'nder any circumstances there are
grave defects in the Associated Press
economy. But when it becomes virtually
a department of the Western I'nion Tele-
graph. Company and the great dailies are
merely an expression of the wishes and
the fears of Mr. Orton and Mr. Simonton,
it assumes the shape of a national calam
ity. , (; ttnpk the irrcat dailies make a
mistake and do not truly see where their
interest lies. The Associated Press eer-tainl- j-

leads to sluggishness, inertia, mo-

notony, want of enterprise, stagnation.
The dominion of the American press rests
with Mr. Orton and Mr. Simonton, and
under their domination it cannot le called
free.

The article entitled " The (ireat Monop

oly," which we reprint from the Siirif of
the Times, ought to be read. It treats of
a subject which showId interest every
thoughtful mind the monopoly of th
Associated Press aud the telegraph and
discusses it w ith moderation. We do not
expect from a New York paper more than
a halt reluctant admission that the Asso
ciatcd Press is a curse to American jour
nalism, and that the W estern I mon lele
graph oinpanv is u tyranny in league
with it. Tins article is perhaps more val
uable because of the evident fact that the
flptril condemns these monopolies unwil-
lingly and without any private cause for
complaint, in its peculiar sphere in jour
nalism it is altogether unconnected wixn
telegraphs or news agencies.

Newspapers may be what Dr. Rush
called them, "teachcrsof disjointed think-
ing," and may do great harm as well as
good, the newspaper ts tor the dav only
It sptingsup like Jonah's gourd, and fades
as uulckv. i esierdav s paper is
dead leaf. Thus perpetually dying
and arising Irom its own ashes
n( newspaper is necessarily im
mature, imperfect, crude. Its news is
often gossip, its deductions unsound and
based on false statements. Nevertheless
it is t ae intellectual power of the country
and the great political, social and religious
instructor ot the people, tne public
schools teach certain established facts; the
news; ipin-r- iliscover new facts and give
ideas. The pulpit is conservative ; the re
ligious press gives progress to the
churches. And politically the newspa
pers determine w MM Congress shall do,
what laws shall be passed and who shall
be president or tioyernor. This trenien
doua power is not their own; they derive
it from our man v minde d people, whose
contentious strivings, virtues and faults
are embodied in the American press more
than in anv other pow er. hatever such
scholars and dreamers as Dr. Hush mav
think, the papers of this city have done a
thousand limes more tor its"education, in
tellectual development and prosperity in
asiuieyear than the Philadelphia" Li
brary tjas uope m us w ijoie existence.If'newspapcrs, then, have this immeas
urable value to tfie jaiblie, any system
which checks the growth of journalism
must lie a general evil, The Associated
Press, leagued with the W estern I nion
t ouipuii v, strives to prevent the establish
ment of new journals, and to keep for the
lament ot a certain number the monopoly
of the news of the world. It is a society
for the suppression of newspapers, and
us uisgracciui system has grown tike a
poisonous vine all over the land, till there
is not a single large city from California
to Maine in which newspaper enterprise
is noi crippieu oy K.UMH, Horace t. roe-le- y,

Manton Marble, Krastus Brooks, C.
A. liana and their half dozen companions.
We except Mr. Simonton, because he is
only a paid agent, and James Uordon
Bennett, because though the founder of
the Associated Press he has the public
spirit to desire the overthrow of its tyran-
nical monopoly.

Fortunately 'all tyranny results in revo-
lution. For years the Associated Press
has grown weaker, while tbe newspapers
outsine oi it nave grown stronger. Inde-
pendent news agencies and special tele-
grams have superseded its routine reports.
Take tbe Bulletin and Telegraph of this
city for instance; they buy the Associated
Press news, yet although that company
has agents iu Washington, New York,
etc., these papers almost entirely depend
upon their ow n special correspondents for
important news. The Post last winter,
by the employment of a special reporter
apa an arrangement witti the Bankers and
Brokers' Telegraph' line, obtained a better
report of Congress daily than that fur-
nished by the Associated Press. Our re-
port was not ae long, but it was more
readable and more accurate. Recently
Mr. Stout's news agency in New York has
supplied us and many other papers with
news from every city in the I' nited States,
and this news is so good that even the As-

sociated Press papers purchase it. The
tendency everywhere is to rebel against
the attempt of tbe New York Associated
Press to control telegraphs, decide what
news shall be published, and to limit the
number of papers which shall receive it.
Everj' independent enterprise is wel-
comed, and hence the universal satisfac-
tion of journalists outside of New York
with the successful laying of the French
cable an enterprise which the New York
monopoly dreads, and calls uponOongress
and the President to defeat it if possible.
But all businessmen, all intelligent classes
have reason to rejoice in a new telegraph
line to Europe, which must make commu-
nication cheaper and put an end to the
system of " stuffing " European dis-
patches, of which the Associated Press is
suspected. The Spirit of the Times is In
error when it says, "The success of the
French cable is the first step towards des-
troying the Associated Press monopoly."
The first step was takeu long ago, but the
new cable is another stride towards cheap
papers and independence.
