A of the income list of
r.i." pa Ql aahiugttiR has been ordered

by the Revenue Bureau, oocasioned by
nuiiuioiiH complaints ol false returns
and numbers of charges that wealthy
people have made no returns at all. It is
not improliable that similar orders will
be issued to the assessors of all the prin
cipal cities of the country.

Of the crops of Illinois an exchange
says: The reports from the middle por-
tions of the State say that last year's ubrn
in cribs is roltilitf and Knoilinor In re.
gard to the present condition of the crops
llie ionowing summary may tie regariteu
as a fair one: There is an enormous
breadth of small grain planted, and had
there been no drawback would have Dro
ll need an unparalleled crop, so much so.
that should it be damaged to the extent of
over one halt we shall still secure an av
erage crop. The wheat crop in Iowa, a,

Wisconsin and Minnesota is in
excellent condition, and in extent he-vo-

nrecedent. The winter wheat in
Southern Illinois has been cut, and is of
an excellent quality, anil although the
rain has retarded the stacking there is no
cause for alarm. Central llnnois espe-
cially along the line of the Illinois Cen-tra- l.

and Chicago, Burlington aud Quincy
railwavs, has suffered the most, the rain
haying fallen in those sect ions in torrents
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and deluged the country to such an ex-
tent that the use of reaping machines was
entirely out of theqnestion. The farmers
in that section have had a tough time of
it, wading to their knees in mud trying
to save what they conld with the grain
cradle. The cry' that comes from "that
section should not lead any one to infer
that such a state of things is general. In
Northern Illinois the grain looks very
well and promises a good yield. In re-

gard to corn, under the most favorable
circumstances, itcan scarcely be expected
lo vield more than two-thir- the average
crop. But there will be an immense yield
of oats.

Onr cotton crop lasl year was lietween
2,200,000 and 11,400,000 bales, worth about
f250,0iiu,ii00. This crop was grown on alsmt
7,300,00b acres. The whole cotton growing
area of the Union is 426,365,44(1 acres, so
that the last crop represents only about
one-sixtie- of our land which can pro-
duce isitton. The estimated number of
hands employed in making the last crop
is 210,298, of whom one-four- th were white
men. Our rivals in cotton growing are
falling behind. Smyrna has virtually
abandoned the business; Egypt in 1868

produced only 193,035 bales against 404,411
in 1865; India in 18W produced 1,420,-77-

bales against 1,840,648 in 1855.
