THE CUBAN WAR.

General Jordan's Operations.

Havana Correspondent N. Y. Herald.
Gen. Thomas Jordan ha leen given

the chief command in the Eastern
lX partment, and has had a couple of
lights with the Spaniards, in which
his Cuban troops acted very well and
to his entire satisfaction. He has
formed a large camp of instriietion in
the district of Holguiu, and is thor
oughly organi.ing, drilling disciplin
ing, eqmping and arming some mmhi

picked men, divided into battalions
f liuautry and cavalry and com

panies of artillery, for he has fourteen
field-piec- with him. While he is
training this force, his Generals and
Colonels in other parts of the depart
ment have orders to harass the Spani-

When his picked force is in that con
dition of efficiency he wants It to be
in, Gen. Jordan will then sweep down

Gen,
Jordan in taking command of the
