Free delivery of Letters by Carriers at the
residence of owners maybe secured by ob-
serving the following Rales:

1. Direct letters plainly to the street and
number, as well as the Postoffice and State.

2. Head letters with the name of the wri-
ter's Postoffice and State, Street and Number.
Sign them with full name, and request that
answers be directed accordingly.

3. Letters sent to strangers or transient vis-
itors In town or city, whose special address
may be unknown, should be marked on the
lower left hand corner with the word ' Tran-
sient."

4. Place the postage stamp on the upper
right hand corner, and leave space between
the stamp and direction for post marking,
without Interfering with the writing.

N.B.--- request for the return of a letter to
the writer. If unclaimed within thirty days
or less, written Off printed, with the writer's
name, Postoffice and State across the left
hand side of the envelope, on the face side,
will be compiled with. Letters bearing such
endorsements will be returned to the writer,
free of postage.

Parties now renting Boxes, or receiving
their mail matter through Uie General Deliv-
ery, can receive their malls at their resi-
dences or places of business, regnlarly and
without risk, by the Carrier system of Free
Delivery. Au order to this effect left at the
Chief Clerk's desk will secure immediate at-

tention.
The advantage of the Free Delivery system

cannot be too highly estimated. It Is mure
regular, more secure, and more convenient
than the box system. Many letters pass
through the malls, reach this city, and are
deposited in the boxes safely, bnt because of
a divided responsibility, fail to reach the firm
or family addressed.

Tlie Carriers ure all sworn to a faithful per-
formance of service, and are under heavy
liomls for an honest discharge of duly.

If the business community could ! In-

duced to cease sending lioys to the Post.rll
for their mall matter, and accept the means
provided bv the iK.partuieut for a safe deliv-
ery of letters through resi nible carriers, a
great evil would be coriccted, and many
losses now orct:rrlng prevented.

Valuable Letters should lie carried to the
Postoffice nnd registered. If money is to be
remitted, n Postal y Order should be ob-

tained. If upon Miliits where there Is no
money order offiee, then the letter should lie
registered. Money should never be encloe,l
in an ordinary letter.
