THE HABEAS CORPUS CASE.

Further Developments Another
Writ before Judge Harry Lee.

Case Again Continued.

On Wednesday evening, after ren-
dering hisdecLsion against Sheriff Cur-
ry in I he habeas corpus case oi Thou.
Dickens, Judge Foute ordered Coro-
ner to take charge of Col. C.
and hold him a prisoner for contempt
of Court. The Coroner tormally

the Sheriff into the custody of
Mai. Foster, the jailor. The counsel
of the Sheriff, Messrs. Bullock, Beech-e- r,

Sale and Alien, immediately pre-
pared a petition for a writ of habeas
corpus, alleging the restraint of Col.
Curry to be illegal, and that the man-
ner and form of the restraint was not
in compliance with the law.

The petition wad presented to His
Honor Judge Harry S. Lee, of the
Law Court, who granted the flat,
making the writ returnable before him
yesterday at 1 o'clock at the Law
Court Room.

At the hour designated the writ, i n-

dorsed with the return, and the body
of the Sneriff were produced before
the Judge, and an argument as to the
legality of the imprisonment com-
menced, continuing, prb and con, un-
til about S o'clock, when the Court
adjourned to meet again at 10 o'clock
this morning.

This case will settle the question as
to whether or not the .Municipal Court
has the power to issue a writ of habeas
corpus iu the case of apersou Indicted
for a crime over which that tribunal
has no jurisdiction. It may find its
way into the Supreme Court of the
State, but it is conceded that, in any
event, this case will definitely decide
the vexed question.

Faycttrvillb, A I a., Aub. t, Is. .

FAitons Appeal: This is truly, in
many respi.vts, a wonderful country.
We are in the midst of the r : of
minerals, ami yet we are very psr for
want of the means of transportation.
On the west and on the east, within a
few miles of this place, there is the
greatest abundance of iron ore, enough
to supply this country for centuries.
As it now is, it Ls ot no value, and we
import our iron from Pennsylvania.
Coal in untold quantities lies on the
north and east of as, and yet our Mis-
sissippi neighbors, who are only a few
miles from us, bring their coal from
Pittsburg, several thaisaud miles by
water and over two hundred by rail-
road. We cm raise fruit, poultry and
stock in this country most abundant-
ly, but we have no market for it. All
that we need to make this a mist de-
lightful as well as rich country Ls the
means of reaching the markets of the
world. All yf our people would be
glad to trade with Memphis, if they
had the opportunity of getting there
easily. That Ls the" nearest point on
the "great river," and is our natural
trading point. Politically, we are
mostly Democrats, and in a few years
we will all be of that party. This Ls

emphatically a white man's country,
in population and in politics. Let
me say to you that we have not only
coal and iron iu this country, but some
of the most beautiful budding -- tone
in America almost equal to the cele-
brated " brown stone '" used in New
York. We can raise enough chick-
ens, duck.- -, turkeys, etc., iu this coun-
try to supply your city, unless it con-sum- .-

more than I think it do -- and
yet for want of good markets our peo-
ple raise but few, exi-ep- t for their own
use. Weraiseourowu supplies, make
our cotton witn our own labor, ami
have consequently but little to pay
out. Kemoteduess from th? oufsidi
world is our only disadvantage.

Crops through this region aro quite
goxl, although we have suffered for
want of rain considerably. We hail
delightful shower to-da- v, which will
much improve cotton and late com
We are getting here a kind of oats
which will not take the rust, and that
ts saving us a great deal of corn
Among other things, we have here
some fine mill-ston- e grit, as well as
grindstone. I will close a I com
menced, by saying this is a remarka
ble country.
