lies north of the Arkansas river, aud
may be made so for that south of it by
the perfection of those artificial high-

ways that have done so much for the
great Northwest. It is therefore, we
are convinced, the tkity not alone
of Memphiaus, but of the
people of Arkansas to preserve an
entente ronluilt that will contribute
to a trade reciprocity that must be

prod" table to both. It will not do for
our brethren of Arkansas to lo led
away.by dreams of vast population
and metropolitan honors as a conse-
quence of railroad connections with
til. Louis by the Cairo aud Fulton or
any other railroad than that which
already binds them to Memphis and
affords them a short and quick means
of transit to every part of the Union.
We hope that not lightly, nor in any
spirit of etulanoc, will our Little
ltock friends lie led to forget us or as-

sist to forge chains by which they may
be Uund hand and foot in the inter-
ests of cities distant from them, ami
w hose anthgonism to us and to them
is well understood and has leen more
than once felt. The interests of Little
Ruck and Memphis are identical, and
we hope will not he disturbed by any
mere rumors, gossip or talk. We are

York. The resolution is authenticated
only bv the signatures of the Seuate an
Assembly clerks last winter, an anthem i

cation that was onlv meant tor the N
York Secretary of State, to warrant bin
in inserting the resolution in the printed
volume ot the session laws. As ilr. In
vis acknowledges that its insertion in
that volume is not. an otlieial notice, the
signatures of the clerks, which merel
give it lul mitt anee Into the volume, ri
Ht tintiorie Hie tire return Stat1 to titunt
it im n rntiiicntion. So the matter stand
precisely as it did before this correspond
ence took place.

Thk public will he glad to learn
that a petition bearing the signatures
of most of the influential and staunch
business houses in the city, has bis'n
forwarded to the Secretary of th
Treasury at Washington, praying the
establishment of a I a aided warehouse
in Memphis. We understand fron
very rollahh sourM3s that there is er
ery likelihood of the prayer of the pe
titioners being granted, and the con
sequent spesly opening of a bondea
warehouse, so long and pertinaciously
urged upon the attention of merchant
by the AlM'EAi.. We may now rea
sonably'xpect that our wholesale am
importing business will increase.

A HEETINO of the ('handier of Com
merce takes place to-da-y to take int

some matters of interest
to busirrrBs men. t )ne important thing
which will claim their attention is
to arrive at a proper conclusion as to
the proposition to be placed before the
Legislature in regard to taxes on mer
chants. There Is nothing surer than
that taxes should be leve.sd ad valorem
on property and capital equally, nt
matter how invested. It is an absur
any to tnniK or taxing tanners, as
such, or manufacturers, as such, or
merchants, as such, and in contr.idi
tinction to other men. All engaged
in any honest business should be tuxisl
fairly and equally, according to what
they are worth, and no other way. In
other words, we ought to have taxa
tion on no other principle than that
we acted on before the war. If com
merce Is valuable to us and augment- -

our wealth to lie taxed, we have n
goisl reason for discriminating against
merchants, whose business it is t

carry it on for our advantage.
