dent to ascertain whether there
was any foundation for the insinuations
ordireet charges made against the Admin-
istration. The President conversed with
the utmost frankness ttpop tbe subject,
and ho said he had not thought proper to
publicly contradict statements concern-
ing the business, as he had done nothing
whatever to influence the money market,
or to afford any advantages to private
parties.

While in New York he had many vol-
untary advisers, but he had repeatedly
said to then that the administration al-
ways held itself in a position to act as it
seemed best, and free, to make any change
of policy for public interest. In the course
of the conversation that, while on the eve
of going to Newport, James Fisk.tr., came
on board the steamer at New ork and
said to the President that Gould had sent
him down to ask that he would privately
give them a little intimation as lo what
the administration was going to do on the
financial question.
& i 'tic President replied that the giving of
such Information would not bu fair, and
asked Fisk whether he did not think so
himself. Fisk admitted it would not be
fair. The President theu informed him
that whenever the administration was
going to change its action or policy, tbe
Secretary of the Treasury would give no-
tice through the newspaper, as usual, so
that everybody might at the same time
know what it was, thus excluding any
possible charge of favoritism.

Gu the morning of the panic, Friday,
Secretary Boutwell communicated the
Htate of affairs in New York, wheti the
President said sell 5,u00,000 of gold. The
Secretary said that he had come for the
purpose "of suggesting the sale of iW.UUi),-UU- O

gold. The idea of selling gold thus
appearing lo be In the minds of ea-h-

, a
few minutes thereafter an order was tele-
graphed to New York to sell M, :.,'.-- j of
gold.

It may lie repeated that the President
had informed no one of the purposes of
the administration on financial subjects.

the secretary ot llio treasury.
