SHIPWRECK.

Loss of the Steamer D. C. Hoskins-Thre- e

One of
the greatest whisky raids made in the
neignborhood of this city since the

S"aru, Brooklyn, in the section ad-
joining the Navy Yard, known as
lrishtowu. Extensive arrangements
were made for the attack, as it was
apprehended resistance would be of--
fered. Maj. Gen. McDowell ordered
out oiX) regular troops to
with the revenue officers, under Col--
lector Pleasauton. The distilleries
were tweuty in number, and were sit-
uated on Marshall, Little, United
States, Plymouth and Water streets,
and on Hudson avenue. The troops
tormed in a line, and the revenue ofli-ce- rs

attacked the distilleries. Thou-
sands of gallons of whisky were allow-
ed to run Irom the vats. A number
of stills were running at the time.
Thirty-liv- e barrels of whisky were
geisra. Thirteen distilleries were
either destroyed or captured. They
were stored in the Navy Yard.
The still, pumps etc., captured are
valued at several thousand dollars,
The stills brokeu up were capable of
running out live hundred barrels of
whisky.every twenty-fou- r hours. A
few of the stills were removed last
night. On the former raid nine stills
were seized by the officers. The
working party were attacked in Little
street, where there was a crowd as-- j
sembled which numbered nearly 8,900
people.
