On January If, 18G8, a law was passed

bj the Legislature, authorising all

"loyal" citizens who had sustained losses

through the operations of the Confederate

or Federal armies in Tenpessee. to file

their claims be tore three Commissioners,

to be appointed in each county, who were

to take proof as to the "loyalty" of claim-

ants, and to forward claims and evidence

to the lieneral Claim Coinmiaalpner of the
State, at Nashville, there to be iuspeotod

by him. and either approved or disap-

proved, and finally to be acted upon bv

the Government. By a recent act of tbe
Legislature that law waa repealed, and

the claims, 42,uoo in number, valued at

over iO.uOu.OOO, ordered to be filed in the
Secretary of State's office, and all claim-

ants authorised to withdraw-- such claims

therefrom at pleasure, as no action toward

their collection will be taken by theState.
Of course none of these claims have ever

been paid. Tbe Secretary of State
will, in a few days, issue a circular, ad-

dressed to those having ou file, set-

ting forth fads necessary for their infor-

mation.
