Florida Radicals Want Troops-T- he

Washington, December Is. A del-
egation from Jrlorida, consisting of
Representative C. Hamilton, Bishop
Fierce, a colored member of the State
Senate, Col. Cass, Adjutant-Genera- l
of the State, and J. C. Gibbs, Secre-
tary of the State, accompanied by
Senator Wilson, visited the Fresident
this morning for the purpose of hav-
ing troops stmt to Florida to aid tho
authorities in executing the laws, and
protecting the lives and property of
the citizens. The party claim that a
large numls-- r of assassinations have
recently occurred. Grant, in re-

ECUMENICAL COUNCIL.

PMi Bull
. Rreca I. R.Bulat,. d

Business of Council.

London, December 10. An impor
tant Papal bull has been issued, under
the seal of strict secresy, establishing
regulations for tiie Ivjuuienical Couu
cil. In the exordium His Holiness
exhorts the bishops to live in the
practice of charity, humility, sobriety
aud pious contemplation during the
session of the Council, lie declares
that although the right of making
propositions for the Council belongs
only to himself and theCourtof Rome,
ad nos et ad sanctum sedam, he desires
and expects every Father to think it
his duty to make propositions, but on
these conditions: First, that proposi-
tions be made in writing, and submit-
ted privately to a council of bishops
named by the Pope; second, that the
proposition have for its object the gen-
eral interests of the Church, not of a
particular diocese; third, that it be
accompanied by a statement of mo-
tives which led to its presentation ;

fourth, that it be conformable to the
spirit aud traditions of the Catholic
Church. His Holiness imposes secresy
on every person concerned in the
Council's labors. The order of prece-
dence is fixed as follows: Cardinal
bishops, cardinal priests, cardinal dea- -

navstic orders. The tathers are au-
Ihorized to designate ten of their
number to be charged with the judicial
settlement of contestations arising
among themselves. The bull appoints
officers of the Council, naming as
Ltgati or Provides over the General
Congregations, Cardinals De Reisaeh,
Do Lucca, Bizarre Bilo and Capalti.
Fathers who desire to harangue the
assembly must obtain authority from
the Legati the evening preceding the
day on which they intend to speak,
Those who intend to propose canons
must first submit them to one of the
four Commissioners on Faith, Discip-
line, Religious Orders and Oriental
Affairs. These Commissioners are to
be chosen by the Fathers, but each
will be presided over by a Cardinal
named by the Pope. fne bull pro- -

hibits Fathers from absenting them-
selves before the conclusiou of the
Council, and authorizes them to re-
side outside their dioceses during the
entire session of Council. A motor"
