The latest tobacco returns Indicate a
dnction ot one-thir- d in Virginia and
Maryland, one-sixt- h in Kentucky, sixteen
per cent, in Michigan, with a slight de-

crease in Indiana and Illinois. Massachu-
setts, West Virginia, Michigan, Wiscon-
sin and the States West of the Mississippi
have somewhat enlarged their production.
A fair summary of these returns would
seem to indicate an aggregate reduction of
about twenty par cent.

The apple crop is more than an average
in the West, with the exception of Ohio,
wMre a reduction of twenty per cent, is
indicated. Maine, Massachusetts and
Rhode Island made but halt a crop. New
