First Never fill kerosene lamps after
dark, but fill them in tho daytime.

Second Never allow a lamp to be
placed on the mantelpiece, whether the
same ha a grate or a stove lire, as the heat
of the same will cause the oil to be more
inflammable, and more liable toexpiosion
when lighted.

Third It is a common practice of cigar
arid other factories to have their lamps
humr on wire from Ihe ceilings: they
should be removed when not iu use, ut
tbe heat of the stove ascends toward the
ceiling; the effect being the same as in the
second suggestion.

Fourth Do not allow the wick to got
baked or crusted; trim it frequently.

the negroes of that vicinity, which has re-

sulted in the death of a young white man
of Dardanelle named Port Jones, from a
pistol shot iu tbe hands of a white man
named Holland Musteen, on Tuesday, at
the Dickens farm, three miles below Dar-
danelle. On Saturday, being Christ-
mas, many of the negroes from the
surrounding plantationa, as well
aa tho white citizens of Dardanelle and vi-

cinity, were celebrating the holiday in
the usual custom. A young man named
William Jones, but no relative of the de-
ceased, was firing powder from his pistol,
near the store of Andrew Chandler (col-
ored), and remarked to Chandlor, who was
passing by him, that the negroes were get-
ting drunk and disorderly, and that he
Chandler, had better take them home.

Chandler, tho colored man, not only
owns the store, but also owns a part
of the old Dickens ftrm, upon wmch
he was employing most of the ne-
groes alluded to. Candler, seeing the
young man with a pistol In his nand, and
"not knowing that he was only firing pow-
der from it, and being himself in liquor,
immediately fired two Derringor pistol
at the young man without hitting him,
and Asa. After lieing lired upon, young
William Jones drew a revolver loaded
with ball, and pursued Chandler, and be-

ing joined by a number of other young
men, drove all armed negroes out of
tow n, offering no threats or violence to
those who were unarmed.

Chandler immediately sent for Holland
Musteen, who killed Major Burt last
spring and several other citizens since
the war, and against whom there are sev-

eral indictmenta tor murder pending in
Yell and Franklin Circuit Courta.
This fellow arrive at Chandler's on Men-da- y

night. On Tuesday he was standing
at Chandler's door, as Port Joues aod
George Stlrnian, son of Dp. Jno. I. Stir-ma-

neither of whom were participant
in any part of the Christmas sorape, rode
along' the road. They were stopped by
Musteen, who asked Jones if his name
was not Port Joues. Jones answered In
the afilrmatlvo. Musteen then aaid: "You
said the other night if you got me I would
be your meat; and now you are rny
meat," and shot Jones through the body,
killing him instantly. Stlrman rode off
rapidly and escaped, the negroes in the
yard with Musteen firing upon him
Jones' body was then shot through
several times and thrown down the bk If.

Willi Musteen and the negroes are also
Walker and White, two noted despera-
does. At tbe time our informant len the
scene, a perfectly reliable and Chrtatian
