T first installment of Chinese
laborers, to uDmpete with the negro, and
to force that unreliable being to more
ixmstant and steady effort, has reached
Memphis, and ere this issue reaches the
readers of the Appkal, fchey are far on
their wav to their final destination Gal
veston, Texas. Asia, Europe, Ainc ami
America were yesterday to be seen iu
close contact. Irishmen and Germans,
negroes, Yankees and Chinese yesterday
intermingled at our landing, each dis-

playing the characteristics of their nativo
land, and each excited by an unwonted
curiosity as to the differing points of tho
other.

The Mississippi had not fairly ma do
fast before she was boarded by a crowd of
curiosity hunters, all eager to get a
glimpse of tho strangers from the Far
East. Clambering over mules, hogs, piles
of freight, etc., a small party made their
way aft to the deckroom of tbe boat, and
here found the objects of their trip to tbe
levee. Collected iu little Knots- of from
four to a dozen, the Chinois were scat-
tered wherever there was utsoe for them
lo assemble some gambling, some smok-
ing, some eating, and others chatting and
laughing. The gamblers seemed to be,

most numerous, and the queer game that
decided whether Fe Fum or Hi Jin raked
in the stack of perforated bronze coins
appeared to "outside barbarians" a priml- -
live sort of uominoee. a wen known
epicure wno maue one ot tue party
of visitors looked on in admi-
ration at the dexterity with which
those eating conveyed little balls f
sal ttlsh-and-ri- hash into their oapacions
mouths; ud tbe evident relish with
which the curious compooud was " hisled.
