Mrs. Gen. Gaines has received notice

THE rrSDINO BILL.
Not withstanding the facts as to the feas-

ibility of a lf per cent, loan,
Secretary Bontwell Intends to push his
Funding Bill through Congress, at as
early a day as possible, with a view of Its
being put upon the foreign markets, and
the matter fully tested. In this he ap-

pears to be backed up by a good majority
of both Houses of Congress.

Tax ON FARMERS' 8ALKS.
Sometime 6ince, the Commissioner of

Internal 1: venue issued an order to as-

sistant assos-sor- s throughout the country,
iu regard to the lax on farmers when thev
sell their own products, taxing them as
produce dealers. Gen. Schcuck has tiled
his objection to the continuance of this
system ot taxation, and enters his protest
to that effect.

ST. THOMAS TREATY.

Statements published in Washington
render it certain that the present admin-
istration is for the ratification of the St.
Thomas treaty. Its members hold that
the national honor reijuires this course,
and to reject it would be unjust to Den-

mark. It is also held that .we bad better
have all three of the islands instead of
two, and the President so expressed him-ae- lf

in conversation on the subject.
GRANT HAS NO USE FOR THE SOCTH.
A western Senator, who called upon the

President last week, to urge the appoint-
ment of some Southern lawyer to one of
the vacant supreme judgeships, says that
Gen, Grant intimated his intention of fill-

ing both of the vacancies with men from
the northern or western states. He also
expressed great dissatisfaction with the
manner in which the Southern Senators
tried to influence him in the way of ap-

pointments, and thought less persistency
would accomplish far belter results.

OPPOSITION TO J PEARRE.
George A. Pearre, the nominee for Cir-

cuit Judge of the Maryland Circuit, is
still bitterly opposed by manv- - Itepubll-can- s

from his own State, and they aro
using means to defeat his confirmation
which he cannot afford to "pooh pooh."
They impugn, in the first place, his ortho-
doxy as a Uadical, and, to provo their
words, quote from an alleged address
made by him in 1806, iu which he opposed
negro suffrage aud equality, th) Civil
Rights bill and other cardinal prinoiples
of simou pure Republicanism.

IMPROVEMENT OF WASHINGTON.
It is proposed to ask Congress to furnish

the funds for improving Washington in
every respeet, but principally by the
establishment of parks, paving the
streets, completion of the water works,
obliteration or covering ofthe unsightly
canal, and the erection of statues in every
suitable location iu tho city. The gentle-
men w ho are intsreetod in this movement
have been talking over luo matter with
President Grant, and state that he la uot
only favorably disposed, but he intends as

recommend to Congress improvements of
this kind and the apportionment ofa suf-

HI). WELLS' REVENUE KEPort.

It is the intoution of some of the ex-

treme protectionists to insht on smoth-
ering the report of Special Com-

missioner Wells. Their hostility is
very bitter, but I think tho Honso
will scarcely permit it to take that shap.

Card from the Western Union Telegraph
Company.

To tlte Jhtblic: Since the publication,
this morning, of the card signed by the
officers of this company, explaining the
circumslanoes out of which the strike of
tne operators arose, a full and detailed
statement of what occurred in California
has been received from the compauy's
agent, Mr. Mumford, as follows: About the
middle of Deoember.Superintcndent Gam-
ble determining to readjust the compen-
sation of tho employees at San Francisco,
according the the viilue of their services,
gave notice to two operators that after
January 1st their salaries would bo re-

duced from $120 to $llo per month; and a
third that his would be increased trom
jlDO to $120 a month, making an increase
in the aggregate compensation of tho
three of till a month. Acting on these
notices, as is supposed, the operators at
San Francisco united in presenting a
schedule of salaries which they asked to
have adopted. Iu this schedule the two
salaries which Mr. Gamblo had proposed
to reduce remains as before, und un In-

crease of four others was asked for. Mr.
Mumford so far assented to its schedule
as to make no reduction of salaries, and
allowed a jiortion of tho proposed increase.
He at tho same time iuformcd Ihe

raters that the force in the offlc was
htnjw than was justiiiijd by tho uiniiu-ishe- d

business.
The number of messages being less

than usual, aud the receipts lighter, the
operators themselves admitted that more
men were employed than was strictly
necessary. 4"o bring the force thus into
harmony with the wants of the business,
two men were dismissed, but they were
not the men whose salaries Mr. Gamble
had in tho first instance proposed to re-
duce. The salaries of these men re-

mained unchanged, although one of these
was dismissed after the reduction of tho
price above mentioned, and a fourth man
refused to work at the schedule price, al-
though it was ten dollars a mouth higher
than lie had ever liefore received. Out of
this state of things the strike arose. The
facts thus explained fully support
Mr. Mu n ford's original statement that
ho had reduced no salaries, and had no in-
tention of doing so. He had, in fact, in-
creased them upon tho petition of the op-
erators themselves, and the only man
who appears to have left because he was
dissatisfied with his compensation, re-
fused to work at an advance in his salary
of ten dollars a month. The strike there
is not as tho operators here have alleged
and supposed a strike iu resistance to a
reduction of wages, ueneral or special
but in support of tho chum of an individ-
ual whose siil-ir- has been raised, but not
to so lii,;a a figure as ho desired. It can-
not bn denied iu view of all these circum-
stances ibLit the Whole body of strikers
throughout the Union have left their
work wi:h a view and purpose
of aubjeoting the business of tie
entire country to delay and derangement
because some John Smith in California is
demanding an increase of twenty dol-
lars in his salary, and can only got
ten dollars. This is the real issue,
unless it is further claimed that this com-
pany shall not lo permitted to determine
how large n force is necessary to do its
business, and to increase or diminish front
time to time, accordingly.

Scenes snd pcidents of the Opening Din-

ners and ConcertsThieves at Wjrk.

The home correspondent of the Now
York Herald says: All sorts of anecdotes
are in circulation respecting the Coiipcjl
and events connected with It. The cress
carried before the Fathers of the Council
in the inauguration procession was pre-
sented to tho Pope by the recent Scotch
convert to Catholicism, Marquis of Bute.
It is in the stylo of Iho thirteenth century,
and represents Christ in glory, wearing a
royal crown, enriched with jewels. The
rich clasp worn on the Pope's breast ou
the same occasion was made by order of
Poiie Renedict XIII. (of the Orsii.i fam-
ily . in i. It is mounted with jewels of
great value, and represents the Holy-Spir-

with null ju til wings in rays of
glory. That Pontiff wore it for the first
time on opeuiug a Roman council at St.
John Lateran. The bronze Statue of St.
Peter formerly, it is said, a pagan statuo
of Jupiter on the right of the principal
entrance lo tiio Couuoil Hall, was crowned
on the opening day with a jewelled tiara,
and clutheU in Foiitiucial dress and orna-
ments complete. A rich ruby rinir was
on his finger, aud his left hand Core a
golden key spaikling with diamonds. A
golden lamp, aud fourcolossal wax tapers,
adorned with miniature paintings, were
lighted before the statue. Two of the
massive candlesticks were gilt, presents
totheapostlo from Pius IX.; the other
iwo, of DrotU'i, were offered by Cardinal
Mallei, Archbishop of St. Peter's.

Some of the Bishops lost their gold
chains and crosses iri the procession.
These massive decorations are of some
value, aud must have excited the ' pug-
ging tooth" of more than ono pickpocket.
Unc cross was found iu tho church and de-
posited at the office of the Observatolre
Romano, where it was claused by its
owner, the Jtishop ol NitiijJ. Hut tne
Bishop of Curtaveccha anrf Corneto is
till in soarcli of his lost chain and cross.
