A New Invention in Letter Boxes.
A cucious invention is described by

a llcrlin paper as follows: One of the
citijKOO, the proprietor of a large
bathing estab.Lshiuent, has Invented
a letter box that not only receives all
letters deposited in it by the carrier,
but also pays the requisite postage on
all unpaid letters, gives a receipt for
all registered letters, as well as tele-o-ranh- ic

disnatches. at the sun. e time
giving tlit owner of the box immetli-at- e

DOtkB whenever anything is de--

posited in it. This would seem hardly
credible, yet It Is, like niwst inventions,
quite simple, as will be seen by the
(allowing description:

This automatic lettcrlsx consists of
two parts, oue in the other, the out-sid- e

case containing the mechanism,
and the inner one being a common
receptacle tor the letters, etc. The
outer one, which is mafe qf brass, is
square, and measures about eight
inches each way, having a horizontal
Iki at its lower edge (on which the
owner's name is placed), working on
hinges, which is, however, kept closed
by springs.
