on ciliions of this city. How many others
were perpetrated wa have no means of
knowiug aa yet. Tbe flrst of these waa
committed fourteen miles back of Uope-ael-

Two men. named Peter McCelley
and M. O'Farrell. were waylaid in the
road by a gang of at out thirty persons,
two of whom, with pistols cocked, com-
manded them to surrender their valua-
bles. Finding reaistauce vain, they gave
up all their money, amounting to
over eight hundred dollar.', mostly
in gold, and tboir other valuablea. The
rattans having possessed themselves of
tbe piuuder, Messrs. McCelley and O'Far-
rell fell upon them, and beat them nearly
to death, and lelt them in the rood. They
made their way to this city, reaching it
veaterday evening. They heard beiore
reaching town, that the two men who rob-
bed them, were then in Mound Ci'y.
When we saw them last evening, they
were having their wounds and bruises
dressed, and they presented a sorry spec-
tacle.

NOT HEB.

Two gontlamon well known in river cir-

cles, named John Sherman and Kuu-kl- e,

went over to Hepetield, on Sunday
afternoon, fishing, taking with them a
supply of lunch, provisions, etc. Having
beeu successful iu their sport, tbey liijliteu
a fire and cooked their fish. Just as ihey
were proceeding to aat them.however.tliey
were suddenly surrounded by a bund of
armed negroes, who pointed their guns

duced to release the prisoners, who lost
no time getting over to this side,

and cannot imagine, uuloss it bo 10 give
Clayton some excuse to put the county
under martial law and call ou: tho mili-
tia, thus giving them employmeut, and
unlimited opportunities for piuuder.
