JAIL DELIVERY.

Two Noted Burglars Make thelr Escape
from the Stationhouse.

They are Assisted by Seme One Cannected
with the Farce,

Some wonths sgo, our readers will re-
momber, ihe house of Mr. H. Dow, Socre-
tarv and Trrasarer of the Dry-Dock. Com-
pany, wius colerad aod robbed of $80 in
money, and valysbles 10 the smOunt of
two or three hundred dollars more. It
will also be remembered thet we pub-
lished a statement made by one of the
burglars, afterward arrested, of bhow he
was robbed by one of bis * pals,” and left
penviless, The cuse was put in the hands
of deteotives MeCupe snd Connell, who
bhavasinee pursued It most Iudemlﬁlbly.

Day-béfore-yesterday they learusd that
the robbers were In the city, having been
drawn biiber, lilke the balancs of the
cerowd of thieves and swell-mob now in
town, by the chance of plunder during
tho interregnum pending the installstion
of the new polics. They lmumadialely set
their Hlues for them, nud suocesded lo ar-
resting them in Brition’s saloon, & oellar
on Froot Row, nearJefferson strest, during
Mondsy evening, They proved to be the
notoriogs Towmn Wilson, afios Swith, alics
English Town, and Ben SBipling.

They were taken to the Adams street
station sod lovked up. We are Informed
by detestive MeCune that orders were
given to have them placed in separate
cells; but instead of this, thay were put
10 & notorfonsly inseoure rovw st the head
of the stairs together,

Yesterdsy morning when they were
wanied they were not to be fooud.

An examination of the premises showed
that they bhad made their escape by pry-
ing off the bosrds, securely nailed and
botted over the traasoin, and forcing tho
bars of the lroa deor leading luto the back
yard of the stationhvase, (which is cov-
ored, and s simply 4 room withous a
foor), They then leaped from the bend
of the stairs (loadiog Trom this door to the
groand ) on to the top of the water-glosets,
over which they wulked to the rear wall,
which Is of Lrick and eightoun Inches
tstek. This theydugtbrough, and erawl-
Iz out of the hols dropped o the ground
in the rear of the bullding,

Aflgr u careful examinatiom of the
grounds we assert, most emphaticaliy,
that the escape could notl possibly have
oocarred without the connivance and asid
of some one or more of the police fores on
guard at the tima. The thing s un ubso-
lute impossibility, andshould beinstantly
investigated.

The boards fastened over the transom,
