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THE PAVING QUESTION.

Another Prtctical Letter on Sewerage and
Drainage.

Editors Appeal-- ' Tbe spirited manner
in which you have taken hold and given
publication to oommunicationa pertaining
10 tbe welfare of oor city, baa put us in
mind of tbe good 'old times when the Ap
pbax waa tbe paper iar excellance of the
whole southwest, and from tbe ardent de-

sire ron have manifested of late, the at-

tainment of the olden status of your pa-
per. If not already, will be soon accom-
plished.

But to the point: we will submit to the
Dubl ie another plan of under-drainag- e for
foundations for tbe streets of Memphis.
Tne ghost ot deputed tens of thousand
of dollars stand looming before us as we
liKk on at the untimely destruction of the
Nicwlson pavement. We are told that it
wilt be all but the destruction of our

city, but we will hope for the bet-

ter, and "as it decays let us be ready
with well digested' plans of a practi-
cal character to replace it with
auinelhing aa good, if not better. The city
authorities are turning their attention to
gravel again, and we would impress upon
.hem to be very careful how they go to
aork to do so.

My plans are to sink the center of the
street below tbe sides, clear of the curb
ing which tbe street or roadway being, say
eO feat ia the clear, will give a watershed
.f one foot At twenty to Ihe center of the

street.
In ihe center of this bason and in line

with the street, dig a trench four feet and--

ball in the clear, five feet two inches in
depth, with an inverted curve in the bot
tom of say four inches. Put in tbe bottom
with lour intrhes well wet, bard bricks and
grouted, build up the sidea with a nine
inch wall two feet in hight with a center
of a curve of nine inches; a nine-inc- h arch j

lor a crown of the sewer, the drainage
btolaa in tbe crown to be one fcol in diam- -

eter, at tbe distance of ten feet apart,
readv to receive a last grating, the
bars of which are to be not over one
inch apart, so mat coarse gravel win ne
prevented trom dropping into the culvert,
the brickwork to be laid in good cement
mortar, set close and true. It is now-read-

for the altering gravel, brickbats,
or other durable substances, preparatory
to the atreet gravel. The Engineer will
see to the dip of the sewer at the proper
drainage necessary.

Tbe objects of this sewer are two-fold- .

One is to receive the surface drainage,
and, ii neceesary, by laying two or three
courses of dry brick towards the bottom
of the culvert, to drain the ground and
every cellar not too deep in the neighbor-
hood. The other is, to receive the
mains of gas and water pipes (for
we must put a stop to having
our streets torn up to have these pipes
put down, and then torn up ince-nt- ly to
have them repaired). These pipes being
in tbe culvert can be got at at all time
when necessary, and the form of the cul-
vert can be constructed egg shape or any
other form to receive the pipes and to fa-

cilitate a workman to work at them. The
sanitary effect of this system of dranae
is seen at a glance.
