tiflM quite a nuiuU r of books and ar-tid-

manufacture. i in England have
been seized by tic Custoiu-houseofl- i-

e. m. It is impossible to estimate the
value of the articles thus smuggled,
but it must be considerable, as within
the past ten days over one thousand
dollars worth ofsmuggled goods have
Ix-e- seized. They consist of books,
laces, furs, etc-- . They arrived done
an iu ordinary newspajK-- r wrappers,
with necessary postage stamps. Had
they not been so Irequcutly direct-
ed to one address suspicion
would probably not have been excit-
ed. Several packages were addressed
ti H. Brotherton, Freepjrt, Illinois.
They were seized and found to con-

tain ermine, 'furs, luce collars aud
other lace. H. Brotherton was dis-

covered to be Mrs. Brotherton, a mil-

liner. She acknowledged having
smuggled five hundred dollars' wortn
of goods.

A member of the Chicago Board of
Education was also detected in smug-
gling books. Twelve dozen hymn
books addressed to Brigham Youtij,',
Salt Lake, have also been seized. Ti-

tle of Uie hymn books: "Sacred
Hymns and Spiritual Sngs,';for the
Ciiurch of Jesus Christ of the Latter
Uav Saints," ami hvmns entitled
"Lord bear the Red Man's Wail," in
which the Great Spirit is.called upon
to save him irom the pale-lace- d foe,
and such like.

have felt the sharp pinch Mieh pre-

vented farmers from paying J
purchases and buying new bills ol
goods. But the tanners have not
made the most of the sitm
ation, though shrewd enough in
driving their ordinary bargaius. En-

couraged bv the prospect of a short
crop, many of them bought pork at
high prices, to the full extent o their
means, and have recently had the
satisfaction of settling with the sellers
at a loss of two or more dollars per
hijeaithus )o-iu- g every cent made
by tn'esale of their hogs. Speculations
in pork has been much mom rampant
this winter than in any former year
since the close of the war, and much
trading has been done for parties iu the
Country. While this has benefitted
commission men, and put money in
the pockets o!" sharp men here, it his
not tn-e- so conducive to the interests
of the farmers and drovers that they
can afford to repeat the experiment.

They
were invoicing their goods when
I Introduced myself, but I did
not learn whether any ot them had
kept back any portion of their goods,
as we learn a certain man and his wile
did in other days. i told these
brothers that it was my opinion they
would not be able to carry out this
project successfully, as there was as
much nature in man" now
as in other days; but they purpose
giving it a fair trial. They have a very
good selection of theological books,
and sjand much of t heir time in read,
ing, aud have services every Lord's
dav. 1 asked Mr. Owens why they
left their own church and added
another to the long list of denomina-
tions. The answer was that there was
so much pride in the several churehes
that they wanted to set an example to
the Christian world of heavenly
living and humility ol conduct, etc.
1 would not throw any obstruction In
their onward progress, and 1 only hope
that 1 may DC disappointed In my
predictions" concerning t his sect.

Remarkabla Caves Discovered in

Iowa.

The Dubuque Times says: "A natu-
ral wander was lately unearthed on
the Maquolete, about nine miles
northwest of this city. This natural
wonder eonsita Of a succession or con-

tinuation of caves. These caves were
discovered some months ago one hun-
dred feet below the surface of the earth,
by men who are now busily engaged
with a large working lone iu pros-

pecting them for minerals. The large
cave isover one thousand two hun-
dred feet in length; and the smallest
one six handled Jcet, the two being
separated by an east and west bar,
about sixty leet iu thickness. No
lead ore has yet been discovered in
the large cave, it being tilled with
large bodies of (rennet rock, which
have falien down from the roof and

d-s iu great masses. In the smtiler
cave, however, the mineral shows
itself quite freely, and large quantities
have bean taken out, while the pros-
pect lor richer leads than any yet
found grows daily more flattering.

Mineral also abounds in considera-
ble quantities through the bar men-
tioned, and the Indications are that it
will soon be developed here in paying
quantities. That these caves but .cad
to a continuation of others is demon
strated by the tact that S current of aifn
puts in from the west so strong mat
work cannot be prosecuted without
stopping up the opening.

ume of air is perfectly pure and comes
with a rushing, roaring noise, resem-
bling the roar of distant thunder. As
soon as the proper arrangements can
be made we understand that the work
of draining will lie eommenciil and
continued until a thorough survey is
made of the whole range. It is quite
probable that some new and striding
natural wonder will lie developed.
Perhaps another Mammoth Cave is
waiting for the torch of the explorers.
Who knows?
