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It will give us great pleasure to ap-

But,
in order to that we must first see, or
tl ink we see, the wisdom of their
acts. Integrity of purpose, which c

id to them, and good intentions,
will not fill the miasure of public
duty. A distinguished doctor of di-

vinity once declared (what he knew,
i! course, or he would not have said

it), that 'hell - paved 'with good in-

tentions.'' What we want is practi
c.d and sen-ib- le legislation; and w
boj' our Boards are not about to run
ofl on tan:!- - and privileges after the
fashion of the State Convention.

V.'c want immigration to fill up,
and capital to build up the State,
county and city. How are we to have
these, if we discourage investmeT-t-an-

tax enterprise to death? We owe
: heavy debt, it is true, and we must
provide for it. It would take ten

Bach a jiolicy is indistiensuble to the
growth of our city, and the contrary

il! make us jioorcr, ami make us sta
poor. If capital comes in, it will
make business, and immigrants will
BatM in to do it. If immigrants come
they will bring capital with them,
i'.eal te will then advance in

alue, and thousands will come to
buy it, and tens of thousands to build
it up. We shall then want houses,
aud mechanics to build them, and we
shall have bath. But these good
results will not come singly. Man-
ufacturer- will also come in, and
invest their money in building fac-

tories and buying materials and
employing artisans andfeeding fami
lies, in a city which will then be a
hive of industry and vigorous enter-

prise and life. It will be the center
of the greatest network of railroads
on the continent, as it is of a body
of soil uncjua!ed for. its combined
extent and fertility on the map of the
globe. Railroads will spread their
arms from our doors northward to the
itk' s, southward to the Gulf, cast-war- d

to the Atlantic, and west-
ward to the Pacific Ocean. And
i.ranehe- - will -- pring from every
trunk, like so many limbs from the
tfSBB, until every county is crossed
and chequered over, and every man's
door is within convenient and sjieedy
reach of a market. On the whole
trunks and limits and branches, on all
the surface of the broad land, and
even on tlie long line stretching to-

ward the setting as the rising sun,
there will not ba a half mile without
a house in sight, nor a county which
does not -- u arm with inhabitants, and
i ing with the hum of industry and
the cheerful songs of the contented
plowman.

These things arc coming and will
come in spite ot us, ami do what we
may to retard them. But every
measure of repression will take so
much from our hare of the advan-

tage, and we can so manage as to ba
wdd out Is'fore the arrival of the good
time which - coining, and so that,
like many who have gone before u,
the houses and city we have built al-

ready shall prove to liave liecn built
for the enjoyment and profit of others,
wiser than ourselves, who are to take
our places. This result, so far as the
present ow ners of our city property
are concerned, we can tasily bring
als.ut. I'lle yur taxes--, so Unit

none w ill bear them jatiently, as has
lieen done, and you will drive more to
follow on the track of those who have
gone already, having their curses on

a city whose taxation is unendurable,
aud which has compelled them
to sacrifice their proierty at prices far
under its cost, in order that they
might escape to some city or country
where it is jiossible to realize a small
percentage after ayingtheir share of

r the merchant, manufacturer or
i.ankcr utterly disable himself from
the prosecution of his business, and
so from paying his whole debt in or-

der to pay promptly only a part of it?
Too heavy taxation "kills the goose
vhi li lays the golden eggs" for the

The utmost possible limit for

taxation, as all experienced despots
have found, Is that which, while
it gives revenue, still encourages
industry and production, and
leaves to the capitalist and
laborer sufficient inducement and
profit to secure the prosecution of his
business. To pass this limit is to re-

press energy, diminish production,
drive capital to seek investment else--

where, and destroy the country. The
issue is not problematical. Ihe result
of such policy is no matter of conjec-

ture and guesswork, but is indubita-- I

bly certain and inevitable. No na-

tional debt was ever paid, and no city
debt ever will be paid by a process of
oppressive taxation. The only tea; to
pay, is to reduce tajce so low a to en-

courage the faphtf of population and
eapiUtl. Resources will then become
utiundaiit, because light taxes make
large populations and abundance of
property to tax. The whisky tax of
the Government has sufficiently illus-

trated thus proposition, and the post-offi-

revenues have increased by
reducing the tax on letters from
twenty-fiv- e cents down to three. If
our object is to pay the city debt, and
avoid the necessity of repudiating it

iroin actual inability to pay, this is

the way and the only way to do so.

Prohibitory taxation destroys income
from taxes ; and that is prohibitory to

business and growth, whicli is so in

consistent with individual interests
and pursuits as to leave no reasonable
margin for profit. This is plain com-

mon sense, which our city fathers,
whether versed in the principles of

political economy or not, will do well
to heed. Its laws are founded in the
motives, self-lov-e aud powers which
oiitro! all men, anil which are so the

laws of (Jod that they cannot Lie de-

parted from with impunity.
We have taken it for granted as

true that the officers of the corpora-

tion desire and design to promote the
hatwl of the city so far as they may
be able. We therefore invite their at-

tention to the principles at which we
have hinted, as eontravenint; the pos-

sibility of any good results from the
laritl projiosed by the "Ordinance to
lix the rates of taxation on taxable
privileges," which paaMd its first
reading in the Council, and was re--
K'rrcd to the Ordinance Committee.
The tax is both too high and wrong in
principle, as it afkrts insurance com-

panies, hotels, boarding houses, res-

taurants, cotton and real estate bro-

kers, rental agents and collectors, bro-

kers, steamboat and passenger agents,
hotel porters, railroad agonts,theaters,
iivery staWes, billiard tables, omni- -

undertakers' vehicKs, free de-

livery wagons, skids and tarpaulins,
woodyards, second hand furniture
stores, cotton sheds, express compa-
nies, labor brokers, patent sellers,
street cars, game and fish stores, bar-

bers' shops, insurance agents, hand
carts, auctioneers and fruit stands.
These are all more or ltsis usclul, aud
many of them indis'icnsible to the
welfare and business of the city. It
will tost more by injury to the city
to inflict these taxes than it will to do
w ithout them. In a city whose in-

habitants are comprised of two classes
those who board and those wko

take boarders we think boarding-house- s

should hardly be taxed as a
"privileged" occupation, which ought
to be repressed, and we are at a
loss to see the reason for dis-

couraging hotels and restaurants,
unless it is to give a monopoly of
business to one or two houses. In a
city which boasts itself as a great cot-

ton mart, and which we desire should
continue to grow in that as well as
other directions, it would seem im-

politic to treat cotton brokerage a--

not to Ik.-- encouraged by premiums,
but rather restrained by heavy license
duties. And when we are complain-
ing of the evil of real estate being in
too few hands, and when withal, by
heavy taxation, we have driven many
to sell, while we have made it almost
unsaleable, we think the real estate
owner should not ba further taxed
through the agent, unless land own-
ers ought to lx? driven off altogether.
tStcamboats and railroads must have
their agents and hotels their jiorters,
ail of whom are harmless in-

dividuals. It is a part of the ma-

chinery of such institutions. Like a
factory, machine shop or foundry,
they pay a tax on their capital,
and it would seem the machinery and
agencies by which they ojicrate should
le exempt. A jiortion of our popula-
tion, who might easily be worse em-

ployed, desire the recreation if not in-

struction of the theater, and the
exercise of the billiard room. Is it
wise to repress what may lie promo-liv- e

of health, sociability and cheer-
fulness, and restrain men, by innocent
amusements, from the haunts of vice,
and undertake by a severe tax to make
everything so vinegar-face- d and sour
that the very pigs will squeal at the
thought of it? When our country
cousins have mad.- - their cotton, and
send it to us, tln-- lika to have it
safely housed, and when Ihey conic
along with it they n-s- t more comfort-
ably when thy know the faithful
-- teods which brought them in are
Mlsjrjy put away to good food in warm
stables. - it policy and calculated to
bring busiuts-- s to the city to tax
them through the keepers of the
sheds and stables, for the privilege of
bringing their cotton and money in to
lie sjK-n- t with our merchants? Trav-
elers who visit us need omnibuses;
merchants benefit their customers
free of cost with parcel wagons; the
goods of trade are protected on de-

livery by skids and tarpaulins; we
burn wood, and need wood-yard- s;

some are too poor to buy furniture at
tir-- l hand; and we find at last the un-

dertaker a sorrowful necessity. Hut
nothing by this bill, from the cradle
to the grave, seems fit to escape the
lcnalty put on " privileges." Labor
brokers swk to bring in immigrants,
ex press companies hasten the arrival
and departure of good-- ; patent sellers
introduce valuable improvements; tin)
street cars accommodate our ladies
and diildreii; the game and fish store
feed us; the fruit stands promote
health and give pleasure to tlie
palate; the hand carts save oh
fatiirue at low rates; and the
barliers improve our ugly visages.
But by this ordinance they are allin-c- !

tided in the list of privileges, a pen-

alty is put on the pursuit of such avo-

cations, they are classed with gam- -

bling hells aud drinking saloons, as if '
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all alike pernicious, and therefore the
p roper subjects of prohibition ! What
then should not be taxed as a "privi-
lege," from the lady's lap-do-g, rlbbona

aid chignons, to the dray-hors- e, the
laborer and the street beggar? This
bill sweeps the board. Its principle is
one whicli, if carried out, will destroy

trade, capital, immigration and pros-

perity completely. We learn by a
gentleman from Nashville that the
Convention begins to relent as
to the merchants' tax, and may
munsider it. Is our City Gov-

ernment now to impose taxes
equally as onerous and destructive?
We tell them that is not the way to

run the city in the highway to the
great future, which we trust is in store
f r it. Let the city debt be funded.
Let the exjieudituros be economical,
rather than ticniiy wise. Let a fair
valuation be made and an ad valorem
tax assessed and collected on all prop-

erty, and nothing lie tlepended on for

n venue as a privilege, except what it
is sound public jiolicy to discourage,
and, our word for it, we shall be able
to get along population, capital and
business will increase, taxes will be

sufficient and promptly paid, our city
debt will be paid off soonest, and we
shall go on to a prosperous future. We
do not hesitate to say .the passage of
this ordinance will be a very damag
ing blow to Memphis.

The decision of the Supreme Court
in the legal tender case appears to con
vev. -- w the conclusion that issues of
" greenbacks," in a state of peace, are
net legal tenders, whioh discourages
any speculative hopes of a further in
tlation of the uational circulation. It is

also open to question whether the de

cision may not afifect the constitution
ality of the projioscd further issues cf
national bank circulation. Jsational
bank notes are now a legal tender be
tween the banks, to the banks, and,
with some limitations, to and from
the Federal Government. It would
seem that no new issues of national
ba:ak currency can possess these par
tial legal tender functions, the infer
ence being based upon the same
grounds as prohibit the issue of any
additions) absolute legal tender notes
by the Government. In thio view of

the ca.--e, the proposed additional issue
of $15,wt)u,00u to the national bank
circulation for the benefit of the South
and Wesf, so far as such issues baOMB-in- g

legal tenders is concerned, will be
null and of no effect. As in the case
of the issues of the Bank of Tennes-

see, classed " before" and " during "
the war, brokers and bankers will
hereafter discriminate and classify
greenbacks "during" aud "after"
the war.

TiiEitE is now an unusually large
quantity of cotton lying on the levee,
waiting shipment to Xew Orleans,
wh ch has been brought out of the
Arkansas and White rivers,and which
we understand the Wharfiiiostcr, un-

der an order of the Board, has
no discretion but to remove. We
also understand that three or more
boais are now on the way up from
New Orleans to receive ami take it
dow n the river. The consignees here
have baas at extra expense to watch
it, and have offered and in some in-

stances paid as high as three dollars
a bale to get it oil, but, for want of
transjMirtation, have so far failed.
Any additional tax imposed on this
cotton will discourage shipments to
this port, which ought to be avoided.
And to send it to the warehouses will
cost the owners another half dollar a
bale. We are willing our drays and
warehouses should prosjHT. But they
will not be profited in the long run
any more than the city, by imposing
tarifls on the Arkansas cotton Oai- -

situ. Will not the city government
extend the time lor removing this
cotton nn it tho boats get up?

A hill has bh intromu-e- into the
Senate purporting to have for its ob-

ject the promotion ot commerce
among the Stater , aud cheapening the
trans jiortation of mails and military
stores. It authorizes the construction
of a lirst-clas- s railway from Washing-
ton to New York, by a company with
a capital of $10,X)0,00n, provides for a
railway and telegraph line from Wash-
ington to I'ittsburg, to be called the
Washington and Northwestern Rail-
road and Telegraph Company, and
also for a railroad and telegraph line
from Washington to Cincinnati. The
strict construction doctrines of the
Constitution are no more. The right
ie no longer in debate. Congress asks
no questions of this sort. Since it is
supreme, why not? But while Con-
gress seeks to promote commerce, our
State Convention puts it under the
ban. How is that? Dots not the
negro suffrage Convention have the
fear of Congress before its eyes?

Tin: aforesaid Bitlek, who has
frequently been referred to as belong-
ing to the lower order of animals, has,
like Scmnek in the Senate, recently
received a thorough easiigatioii in the
House. It has been thought his hide
was so like the rhinoceros as to lie im-

penetrable. But Messrs. Fakns-woitTi- i,

Cox and Fitch have opened
on him their rilled guns, and produced
such effect that the lomb-proo- f Gen-
eral has retreated under cover, la
mod r'ort Fisher. Even the Speaker
did not interfere to save him, as shot
after abdt penetrated; and his jioliti-ca- l

associates themselves enjoyed the
fun hugely. Both Bi TUB and Slm-- m

lire about to Ik? dropped from
leadership. Their power is on the
wane, the members are be-

ginning to that their constituents
relent, and will not countenance fur-

ther usurpations.

A dispatch received from New-Yor-

yesterday, informs us that a
special term of the Supreme Court, held
in Brooklyn on Monday by Judge
Pratt, the recent decision of Chief
Justice Ci.ase, holding that the prin-
cipals and interests of all contracts en-
tered into prior to the passage of the
legal tender act of July 11, 18G2, are
payable in gold, was practically ap-
plied in the case of Johnson Leakk
VS. AtaVaWD Dot IlLKIiAY and Others.
The plaintiff sued, for the close of a
mortgage of fUHio, dated July 1, 1857.
Judge I'KATT gave judgment in favor
of the plaintiff for principal and in-

terest, to be paid in gold, or the equiv-
alent of gold in greenbacks, acting
under the Supreme Court decision
alKivo referred to.

The great bridge across the Ohio,
eat Ixiuisville, will lie formally

ojienxl to-da- and, it is expected,
with demonstrations by the people of
the " Falls City," such as will signify
their gratification upon its comple-
tion, and their appreciation of the
benefits likely to accrue to them and
to the South from it. We send hearty
congratulations upon the occasion.

It is a rr.isfortune to Tennessee, and
especially to Memphis, that the prin-
ciples of iiolitical ecouomy are so lit-

tle understood by our law makers, as
is apparent trom the action of the
State Convention on the one hand,
and that of the city Legislature on the
other. In the lace of continued pro-
tests from the commercial communi-
ties of Nashv'illo and Memphis,
the State Convention has author-
ized a rex'ersal of the "recent
lieneflcial enactment of tho Leg-

islature, affording merchants relief
from a vary unjust tax, and the Board
of Aldermen and the Common Coun-

cil projiost! instead of reducing, to in-

crease the burden imposed upon our
capital and industry, in order to meet
the interest ol a usuriously-mad- e debt,
ami contin ue to us good government,
peace, law and order. In another
article we treat this measure of
the ity Fathers more fully.
Here we will invite scrutiny and
inquiry into so much of it as
affects insurance, a business that
from our city extends in every direc-

tion to the surrounding country, af-

fording relief to the orphan and the
widow , and to the merchant, who, by
fire or other casualty, may meet with
loss beyond the limit of his capital to
repair.

The tax at present imposed by the
city upon the insurance interest,
amounts to one per cent, upon the
premiums received. That proposed
(averaging it between the home and
foreign ccmpanie-,- ) h i per cent;
whicli in addition to ft".") pat an-

num iaid for license to the county, to
750 per annum, and 1J per cent, paid

to the State, makes in all 1L2j per
annum, and L'i per cent, upon all
premuims received. The uix with
which our commerce was burthened,
of which we have been in part re-

lieved, bit whicli the Convention
proposes te rein Hict upon us, was nut
more than three fourths of this
amount. The w ide extent and ramifi
cation of commercial pursuits, con-

sidered as in contrast with a limited
insurance business, it was not one-four- th

as heavy. There is no one
interest in the State that is so afflicted,
and tin re is no one iuterest that could
stand up unuer it. instead ol in
creasing, the burden should be
lightened. We will suppose that
a foreign life company is about to
commence business in Memphis.
First, tfcere is to be made a
deposit of 120,000 with the State
Comptroller; then the pavmeut for
a State license of $7"0; then of
$375 for a. county license, and to the
city 100 for every solicitor employed
to solicit in the city, making a total
outlay of 21 ,S before an application
can be tdc.en; and this with the
knowledge that the harder it worki,
the more premium it takes, the more
such company is to be taxed at the
end of the year, at the rate of 2 per
cent. We know of several companies
that have, by the ojieration of these
licenses and taxes, been driven from
our city .nd State, companies that
would have been the njhann not alone
of security against loss of life and
property, but would (as those in the
.State now do) have extended
aid to industries, speculations
and undertakings, for which our
present limited hanking capital is
wholly inadequate. What we would
have done, how progressed so-

cially and commercially without
the aid of our home and foreign
insurance companies it would be diffi-

cult to tell. We doubt whether our
progress would have been much more
than half what it is, were it not
that insurance capita has been Judi-
ciously used, not alone to insure our
lives and property, but to sustain by
loans a commercial .growth fltetde
mands a banking capital seven-eighth- s

greater than we now enjoy. We ask,
in behalf of this really great interest,
in ljhalf of all the interests that are
so intimately interwoven with it, that
the Board of Aldermen and the Com-
mon Coundl, instead of increasing,
shall, this evening, reduce the tax
upon the insurance and business of
like useful character; aud we beg (in
the language of petitions) that the
Legislature, now in session, shall re-

duce the State tax and license on life
and fire insurance, and that the for-
eign shall be put uiton a plane with
the home companies, so that all shall
dopieai nlifce upon eapibil, solvency
and energy for success.

The press of the State, as shewn by
its past utterances, w ill condemn the
policy of the Convention. Few intel-
ligent people assort the wisdom or
propriety o! the distinction drawn be-
tween merchants and other citizens,
and as a question of right, no one class
of citizens can thus burden unequally
and rob another class, li the public
were subjected to detriment by mer-
chants, and the avocation existed by
sufferance, rather than by common
right, there might be some justifica-
tion for urequal exactious sought to
bo imposed. On the contrary mer-
chants are as essential to public well-bein- g

as farmers, and are more gen-
erous in nil public benefactions.
Railways, churches, schools, and every
scheme of benevolence derives ten-
fold more support from merchants, in
proportion to wealth and numliers,
than from all other descriptions of
people. Why this prejudice of igno-
rance and stupidity against com-mep'- e,

cheap goods, and thus lightly
burdened fkrmers, we cannot under-
stand.

The Tipton Ifreord would have the
botch work or the Constitutional Con-

vention adopted, whether approved
or not. It says that tho Supreme
Court of the State may retrace its
steps, uphold the franchise acts and
again restrict suffrage. There are said
to be about forty aspirants for judicial
honors in the Convention, and none
of these are Radicals. Their action
in reference to Judgeship to be va-
cated is the only measure of the Con-
vention distinguished by any sort of
boldness. All else is timidity, or, as
in the ease of merchants' rights, gross
wrong. ILi.he Constitution thus far
created be submitted to the people,
and the whole power of mercantile
classes be concentrated against it, the
work of the Convention will have
been in vain. The Ilecord condemns
tlie conduct of the Convention, but
prefers the new Constitution simply
because it feirs franchise acts. Wetlo
not concur in the conclusion.
