system whose merits have not been
fully tested.

The above opinion of Chancellor
Mjiu;an applies to several bills filed,
as the attornies of Shelby county, by
Messrs. Wilson & Beard, praying
the court to restrain the collection ot
certain judgments against the county.
The court affirming the jurisdiction of
the Municipal Court, it appears that
the motions to dissolve the injunctions
wore sustained, because, in the opin-
ion of the court, there was proper ser- -

vice on the county of Shelby, and
therefore the Chancery Court ha1 no
jurisdiction of the cases on motion to
dissolve the injunctions. If we have
interpreted the opinion rightly, we
are led to jn.juire what status now
have these cases in the Chancery
Court? Does or does not this opinion
dismiss the bilbj? If so, while we
would not presume to tall in question
the judgment of the Court, we sup-

pose an appeal lies, and the matter
may be further tested by an appellate
tribunal. If this is an end of the
cases it would seem quite unfortunate
for the county. If we are rightly in-

formed, some twenty or more thou--und- s

of dollars of the sums for which
these judgments were rendered grew
out of malpractices of the old Board
of County Commissioners, in making
improper allowances. Cnder the old
regime no resistance would be made
to such collections from the county,
and laches and all evil results
of negligence must follow of
course. This proceeding is at the
instance of the new authorities, and
we believe, is the result of discoveries
made since they came into office.
There is reasjp to regret the fact, if it
be so that the county is now estopped
from reaching the true merits of the
cases, and thereby saving a small por
tion of the hundreds of thousands-- !

plundered from it.
The plunderers were the officers who

should have protected the county be-

fore the Municipal Court. But, as
such, that was not to be expected of
them. It was our misfortune to have
such officers, and, it may be, that the
law authorities have shut us up to the
misfortune, as seems to be the decis-
ion of Judge Morgan. But the
case is a novel, and, perhaps,
unadjudicated one, and on the ground
of lt novelty we should be glad if it
were legally possible that it might be
further from the begin-
ning. That the whole process takes

rongfully the money of the county is
evident, however incumbent on the
Chancellor it may be to make the ad-

verse decision.

The revenues are now considerably
in excess of the real necessities of the
Government. And iu conformity to
this fact it would seem evident that
the taxation and tariffs should be
reduced, instead of increased, as
proposed by the bill now before Con-
gress. The indications of the defeat
of that iniquitous measure, we are
pleased to see, are growing stronger.
The Baltimore Sun has a special
which states that a consultation has
been had among prominent members
of the administration, and that they
have come to an agreement to reduce
fifty millions of dollars, taking thirty
millions of that sum from the internal
revenue, and twenty from that from
foreign importations. The conclusion
was arrived at on two grounds : first,
that the business interests of the coun-
try demanded it; and second, on the
ground that the interest on the public
debt could not be reduced for a year
at least on the plan of the funding
bill now pending. The chairman ot
the Committee of Ways and Means,
after an interview with the President,
in which reduced taxation was urged
on his attention, expressed the opin-
ion that the country demanded it.
The dispatch to the Sun states that on
this intimation from the President
the memliers of the committee have
agreed to recommend reduction to the
extent indicated. The committee is ex- -'

pected to recommend the reduction of
the income tax from five to three per
cut., and to increase the exemptions

from one to two thousand dollars.

than to promote the interests of the
producers of sugar. The New Orleans
Price ( 'urren contained a call, signed
by twenty large planters, and an or-

ganization lias doubtless already been
effected. The good they wB do will
lie the work of time. They cannot
hope to exert the least present influ-
ence on Congress. L'ntil we get back
to old constitutional landmarks and
to general and sweeping reforms in
every direction, little is to be expect-
ed from any quarter.
