Enforcing the XVth Amendment

The bill to en:oree the right of citi-

zens of the I nited Btalm to vote in the
several States, by virtue of the XV th
Amendment, which the Judiciary
Ooaamtttte hai under consideration,
declare- - that an colored citizen- - shall
be entitled to vote at all elections in
the State of their reaidemv. subject
only to the same conditions whieh
now are or may hereafter be required
to qualify white citizens to vol". In
case the constitution or law of any
State requires an assessment or pay-
ment of tax as the qualification of an
elector, and the assessor or other
person shall refu-- e or willfully
neglect to maaaj me person or property
of any qoalmed coloirad citUea of me
Unittd States, and residing iu the
hundred, ward, or district lor which
said assessor or other officer shall have
been elected or appointed, he shall

-- u. h Mtf.-n-- forfeit the sum
Of nve hundred dollars to any person
who will sue for the same, and shall
for every such offense be guilty of a
misdemeanor, and shall be fined not
leas than live hundred dollars, and be
imprisoned not less than one mouth.
Vue third and fourth sections punish
any official who shall neglect to assess
the property of colored citneensso thai
they cannot vote, or who shall iaii to
transcribe their names in the list
of persons who pay taxes, the
payment of which tax is by the
constitution or laws of any tatate
a qualification ol an etoetior 01 sucn
State; and Ihe fifth section punishes
by fine and impri-onme- nt any collec-
tor of taxes who sliall neglect wilfully
to receive or receipt for the taxes of
colored people. The sixth section de-

clare- that if at any State, county,
township, hundred, or municipal elec-

tion, held by the authority of the law
of any Statu, or at any election for
electors of President of the United
States, or for members of the House
of Representatives of the United
States, any presiding officeror judge
of the election shall refu-s- to receive,
or shall advise or concur in refu
sing to receive, uie vino 01 any
person on account of his race,
color, or previous condition of servi-
tude, everv -- ueii pre-bib- cr offi or
Judge shall, for every such offense, for-- I
feit and pay the sum of five hundred
dollars to any person who will sue for
the same; and such presiding officer

'r jud-j- e shall, for every such offense,
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor,
and shall be fined not less than two
hundred dollars, nor more than five
hundred, and be imprisoned not less
than one month. The Circuit Courts
ol the United States are to have juris- -

diction of the suits for forfeitures lm-- I
posed and causes of action created by
this act, and the Circuit and Di-tri- ct

Courts of the United States have ja--I
ridiction of the misdemeanors crea
ted by tills act.

Why the Southern Colonists Return-

ed from Brazil.

From th? New York WocU, Feb. 28.

The British steamer Rakaia, Cap-

tain Wilton, which arrived at quaran-
tine on Saturday from lliode Janeiro,
came up to the city and anchored ofl
the Batferv yesterday afternoon. She
is a fine iron vessel, of brig rig, with
screw profiler, and is 72 feet in
length. The Rakaia belongs to the
Brazilian branch of the British Royal
mail service, but engaged for tbe pres-
ent occasion by the Brazilian Govern-
ment to carry 120 of the emigrants
from the fsout hern States of this Union
whosoughtto better their condition
in the Brazilian Empire. It will be
remembered that when the war
closed many projects of coloniza-
tion were put forth among cer-

tain classes of the South,
such as the Cordova BChenM of the
late (jenral Price, in Mexico, e?e.
The colonization in Brar.il, however,
was preferred by the discontented of
the (iuli States. Certain parties s

city fed the excitement by pictur-
ing to the would-b- e colonists the lib-

erality of the imperial government
and the facilities for raising cottoni
coffee, etc., in Brazil, with slave la-

bor. In this way numbers ofSowtbern
families were persua-- l d to abandon
their country, and escape t he oppres-
sion which they concluded wu to fol-

low upon their surrender. The ma-

jority of the families were entirely
deceived as to the real prospect foe
colonists in Brazil; of this they
now complain bitterly, and they adci,
that mixed up with them were
numbers of young mon from this city
and other seaboard cities, who not
only robbed and maltreated their
fellow emigrants, but brought sus-

picion on the whole body alter land-
ing. In the trunks of some of

on search at the Brazil-
ian custom houses, were found bur-
glars' tools and deadly weapons.
Many of the rascals were at length en-

listed in the allied army, but the
shrewder ones commenced at once
their nefarious operations in the towns
of tho empire. The proceedings of

They
suffered from the cold snap yesterday,
a iln-- wi re totally unprovided with
winter clothing, although the officers
of the vessel did all in their power to
make them comfortable. They stale
that the iersoii3 having means who
went to Brazil have all done well,

thu-- e who -- ettled in the de
partment of San Palo. Nearly all
these last steered clear of agents in
this city aud New Orleans.
