Exchange continues
scarce, and cotton bills on the East are
still placed at : discount.

Gold, which ruled at 112; in New
York yesterday, was higher to-da-y,

and closed at 113J. In our market
there was somewhat of a speculative
feeling, and as high as 1 1 1 was paid by
dealers in several instances, with 113
prevailing at the close. The demand
was in part to reduce arrearages.

City Scrip was in moderate request
in a speculative way, without any
movement of interest. A little was
purchased by dealers at 7, who, how-
ever, declined to sell at less than 77,
or thereabouts it l)eing rejKirtod that
there was no possibility of Alderman
Presooti's resolution becoming an or-
dinance.

County Scrip was quiet and steady,
dealers holding at 78.

The notes
wej-- e the same ua those of the old
Issue, and dated back to 1B59, though
not signed until 1h;i, which fact was
only discoverable from the number
eacn note bore. After the war had
fairly commenced the bank was de-

nied aceess to its plate in New York,
by being cut oil by the contending
armies;. The officers, therefore, in or-
der to swell the bulk of the currency
of the bank, numbered and signed
these-- old bills, though they dated
back to the officers ol the parent
bank at Nashville having remained
the same.
