
The Reformed Church.

Henry Ward Beecher, in a recent
sermon upon episcopacy, thus briefly
sketches the Reformed Church :

Ol all Protestant churches, the Epis-
copal best deserves the name Re-
formed. She preserves so many of
the usages and excellencies ot the
Roman church, and so few of her
errors, that it is quite easy to per-
ceive that she is a Reformed church.
All other Protestant churches seem
revolutionary rather than reformed.

The retormutiou in iMigianu
more than two hundred years Ion;,'.
Then- - were no volcanic convulsions;
no one brilliant Fourth of July day
in which the great reform was pro-

claimed. Nor was the reformation
purelv and disinterestedly religious.

When the Pope (Urban , 1365.)
demanded large sums of money, in
pavment of tribute long in srrear, Par-
liament gave willing ear to the re-

former wlcklifie, who denied the au-

thority of Rouie, and so excused the
nation from paying its debt. After-war.- 1

(1380) the same great man fin-

ished a translation of the Latin Bible
into English. He wrote tracts lor the
people. He revived preaching to the
people. His disciples went diligently
up and down the land, iwhing and
preaching the truth and the authority
of holv scripture.

Thus one hundred and fifty years
before Luther was heard of as a revo-
lutionary reformer l&lfy, tne leaven
of Bible" reading and private thinking
vas at work among the English peo-

ple.
But the Church in England vaafstill

Roman Catholic, notwithstanding the
work that was going on among the
people. The followers of WickliUe,
known in history as Lollard, have
furnished thousands of names to the
Bishops' lwt of heretics, elsewhere
known as tiw noble army of mar- -

During the reign of Henry VI II
(IMi) the Church in Eugland was de-

clared independent of Rome. This
was, perhaps, the crisis of the English
reformation. King Henry was a man
not unlike fiunous King Javid in his
love of women, his tempestuous piety
nod intermittent conscientiousness.
He was a many-side- d, large patterned
man ; a riddle to all small-eye- d wri-

ters of history.
This curious King having married

his brother's widow by special per-

mission of the Church, by and by ap- -

to that same Church to declare
Csd unlawful ; and when the
Bishop of Rome would not grant this
required divorce, Henry, the hend-tron- g

and hearty, declared it himself,
married again, Jaughed at his own ex-

communication, caused hinwelf to be
proclaimed supreme head ol the
Church of England, and to prove that
in ail these steps he was quite right,
he cut off any man's head who should
dispute or deny the same r. g., Hit
Thomas Moore

The King multiplied Bibles, but
cut off Bible readers.

After Henry am! his stormy ways
eauie pious and gentle Edward VI to
the throne, and at once the flower of
reform began to blossom, and the
Church to show the features which she
wears to-da- y.

The English Bible was read by les-

sons at morning and evening service
mt jiow. The Liturgy was translated
and said in English. The creed of the

i.ureh cas packed in Forty-tw- o Arti-
cles, afterward reduced to the famous
Thirty-nin- e, Accordingly Ixith the
t tread and the wine were given to the
common people at the sacrament.
And other reforms and purifyings
were set aloot.

Edward's reign was a short one,
(1547-.M- ,) long enough to introduce
these changes, yet short enough to
keep the Proteslants rem getting too
much headway.

After this came the pious but
gloomy and unhappy yutx-- Mary,
who strove to bring the realm of Eng-
land back to Rome.

After Mary came Elizabeth, who
caused Roman Catholics at one ex-
treme, and Puritans at the other, to
feel her scorn and suffer fines, im-
prisonment and death.

Then James I, of England, by
whose order our present Bible was
prepared and printed and authorized.

And then from reign to reign the
Church of England came down, ac-

quiring little by little her present
gttape, and laying off the corruption
and unresson of the H iman Church

th'-- ting and administered i.i
rude ae.

The prayer book may be called sub-
stantially complete as we now have
it. in the seventeenth century (IG01.)
Thu-th- is reiorui' d Church ot England
Ailed up nearly three hundred years
in her work ot purifying and simplify-
ing. And of ail ProLestaut churches,
tberwformc.the best deserves the name
of Reformed.

XLIst CONGRESS 2d SESSION.

Washington--, March I.Hovm.
The Committee on Foreign Affairs,
this morning, resumed the consider-
ation of Mr. Banks' joint resolution
in relation to the contest between the
people of Cuba and the Government
of Spain, but came to noconclusion on
the subject. Much important infor-
mation from the Department of State
has lieen furnished the Committee
hut it cannot now be made public. The
Committee will hereafter have two
meetings a week.

General Schotield was examined by
the Committee on Military Affairs re-

lative to the illegal sales of cadeuihips
by Congressman Butler, of Tennessee.

Bills were introduced and referred,
including the following: To provide
for reclaiming the swamp lands of the
Mississippi valley; to facilitate trans-
portation on the Mississippi river; for
tho speeds- - removal of the political
disabilities of all citizens of Missis-
sippi.

Mr. Clark introduced a resolution
for the orsanization of a territorial
government for the Indian Territory,
and a full recognition of the Chero-

kee, Choctaw and Chickasaws as
citiiuns of the Halted States. Refer-
red to the Committee on Territories.

Mr. Washburn, of Wisconsin, of-

fered a resolution authorizing the
Postal Telegraph Committee to in-

quire into the w hole subject of tele-
graphing in the United States, and
send for papers and persons, but the
House retused to second the previous
question by 41 to 7", and the resolu-
tion went over under the rules.

Mr. Sawyer offered a resolution in-

structing the Committee on Military
Affairs to inquire why, and by whom,
C. A. Steadman, of Jfoston, was lately
appointed a cadet to the Military
Acadeniv, and James P Canbardt to
the Naval Academy, and both credit-
ed to the Sixteenth Congressional
District of Pennsylvania, and to al-

low any persons involved in improper
or corrupt practices in connection
therewith a lull hearing.

Mr. Logan said the resolution con-

flicted with the action of the House
la- -t week, as it affected

The House refused to order the main
question yeas 75 ; nays M ; and the
resolution went over.

Mr. Judd introduced a bill for the
relief of ship building, etc.

Mr. Bingham offered a resolution
for t iie payment of counsel foes and
expense 'itu-urn- by Mr. Butler, of
Massachusetts, in defending the suit
brought against him by Chas. H.
Wooley, for his action as a member of
the House in sustaining his rights and
privileges.

Mr. Voorhies offered a resolution
inquiring as to the alleged violat ions
of the existing treaty with the Chero-
kee Nation. Referred to the Commit-
tee on Judiciary.

Mr. Churchill offered a resolution
asking the President for information
as to the detenu ination of the Cana-
dian authorities In regard to the fish-

eries, and whether any steps had been
taken for the protection of American
iutei-wts- ,

Mr. Boyd offered a resolution allow-
ing the coast survey authorities to co-

operate in obtaining the accurate geo-
logical survey and topographical map
of the States bordering on the Ohio
and Mississippi rivers. Referred to
Committee on Appropriations.

Mr, twhenck introduced a bill regu-
lating the form of enacting resolving
clauses of acts and resolutions by Con-
gress. Referred.

Mr. Schenck al-- o introduced a reso-

lution Instructing the Committee on
the District of Colombia to report a
bill repealing the charters of Wash-
ington and Georgetown, and to pro-
vide a svstei;! of government bring-
ing all that relates to the capital of the
country under the more direct control
of Congress and the Executive.
Adopted.

Mr. Kerr, from the Judiciary Com-
mittee, mad:. a report relative to Mt.
Vernou flics. Recommitted.

Mr. Knott asked leave to offer a
resolution for the appointment of a
select committee ou whisky meters.
Objected to.

Mr. Kellogg, of Connecticut, a-k-ed

leave to off i a resolution as to repeal
or reduction of th; income tax; ob-

jection made.
Mr. Stokes, rising to a question of

privilege, presented a resolution to
allow Oolladayto wiihdraw his resig-
nation, the Governor of Kentucky
haviugdeelirud to receive it,hedesired
the res ii in i 'ti to lie referred to Judi-
ciary Committee, 'ihe speaker had
read letters from Gallauay stating
that he had withdrawn his resigna-
tion and inviting the fullest inve sti-

gation into any charges agaiust him
in reference to the sale of cadetships ;

also telegrams from Governor Ste ven-so- u

to Mr. stating he
owed it to himsetf and constituents
and to his State, to demand such in-

vestigation.
Mr. Bingham called attention to the

extraordinary fact that the Governor
of a State assumed to force on the
House of Representatives a member
whose seat had been vacated by his
own act.

Mr. Trimble remarked that the
telegram from Gov. Stevenson did not
admit of such interpretation; there
was no spirit of dictation in it.

Mr. Breck explained that Gov.
Stevenson acted on the assumption
that Mr. Galladay had not tendered
his resignation to the House, but sim-
ply sent him a communication ask
ing him, which Mr. Stevenson, for
very proper reasons, declined to do.

Mr. Butler, of Massachusetts, re-
garded the question as simply one
whether the executive of a State had
any control, mediate or immediate,
over membess of the House, and as
he could not entertain any such the-
ory, he should vote agaiust the refer-
ence of the resolution.

After further discussion between
Messrs. Banks, Schenck and others
against, and Messrs. Dawes, Jones, ol
Kentucky, and others in lavor of the
resolution, the House decided in

the views expressed by
the Speaker, that the resolution in-

volves no question of privilege.
Mr. Oolladay being a stranger to

the House and no longer a member,
the House therefore refused to enter-
tain the resolution.

The following was offered by Mr.
David, of New York, and adopted:

Whkkkam, It is of grave import
ance to this house that it should be
determined whether a member pros
ent, during the session, may resign
his seat without the consent of the
house, and thereby evade his duties
and resjsmsibilities; therefore, be it

JtetoUcd, That the Judiciary Com-
mittee be instructed to inquire and
report what action or rule should be
taken or established for the determi-
nation of that question.

Home. The House, at 3 p.m., re-
sumed the consideration of the Geor-
gia bill.

Mr. Paine offered an amendment
that nothing in the bill should be con-
strued to prolong or renew the term
of office of Representatives from Geor-
gia.

Mr. Breck withdrew his substitute
altogether, lielieving no legislation
necessary.

Mr. Bingham addressed the House
in opposition to the bill, and offered
an amendment that nothing in the
bill should be construed to vacate any
offices now filled in Georgia either by
election or appointment, nor to ex-
tend the official term ot any officer,
nor to deprive the people of Georgia
of the right to elect Senators and
Representatives in 1870. He re-
marked that the amendment sug-
gested no objections which he had
to the bill, except the further ob-
jection that there was no occasion for
any legislation whatever. Touching
the rights of Georgia to be represented
in Congress, he would count himself a
dishonored man and a breaker of his
oath If he ever recorded his vote in
favor the bill without the limitation
that he proposed.

Mr. Butler, of Massachusetts, asked
him whether he would vote for the
bill with the amendment in it?

Mr. Bingham I would reserve the
privilege of determining that ques-

tion for myself. Would the gentle-ma- n

from Massachusetts vote against
the umendnieut?

Mr. Butler Certainly I would.
Mr. Bingham Then Its on the

ground that judicial offices there are

Senaim The memorial of Nicholas

P. Trist for compensation in nego-
tiating the treaty with Mexico, was
referred to the Committee on Foreigu
Relations.

The Military Committee ordered the
report of the facts of the Indian mas-
sacre of Buck's surveying party last
summer in Nebraska.

Mr. Morton introduced a bill to ad-

mit the State of Texas to Representa-
tion in Congres-- , as it imposes the
same conditions as in Virginia. Re-

ferred to the Committee on Judiciary;
also the joint resolution giving officers
of the aimy detailed at military insti-
tutions the same pay and allowances
as though on active duty. Referred
to the Committee on Military Affairs.

Mr. Harlan, from the Committee on
Indian Affairs, reported a biit to pro-

vide for carrying into effect the pro
visions of the treaty concluded be-

tween the United States and the Cher-
okee natiou of Indians July 19, 1806.

It provides for the purchase from the
Cherokee Nation of all their lands
lying within the Shite of Kansas and
known as the Cherokee strip, and also
their lands in the Indian Territory
west of the 96th meridian, for the sum
of to be placed to their
credit on the books of the Treasury
Department, interest to be paid there-
on at tiie rate of five per cent, per an-

num. Lands in Kansas so purchased
are to be surveyed and opened for sale
to actual settlers at $1 SB jer acre.
Lands purchased in the Indian Terri-
tory are to be appropriated exclusively
for homes of the Indians.

The Funding Bill was taken up.
Mr. Bayard spoke in opposition to the
establishment of foreigu agencies of
distribution of the Government debt.
He attributed the difficulties affecting
the country to the financial legislation
of the Republican party in putting
upon the country a paper currency of
no intrinsic value, and deprecated the
continuous abuse of Democratic policy
and the Impeachment of the motives
ot that party in the Senate, and believ-
ing the only effect was to diminish the
credit of our common country when
the Republican party should lose the
power they now hold by an accidental
majority. He ol jpcted to the exemp-
tion of the new bonds from taxation,
and to the expenditure of $1.5,000,000
in connection with their issue as gross-
ly excessive, th of which
amount would be a liberal outlay.
