THRILLING.

Particulars of the Terrible Affray
at Catahoula, La., as Related

by Cuthbert Jones.

How he Escaped A Story of Al

most Unparalleled Endurance.

From the New Orleans Picayune. j

No tragedy has ever occurred within
the limits of Louisiana that has cre-
ated more intense, or we may say,
more horrible interest than that which
resulted in the death of Gen. St. John
Liddell, Col. C. E. Jones and his eld-
est son. The story ol the deadly feud
between the Jones and Liddell larui-lie- s

has frequently been told, and it U
not our purpose to reieat it here..
Our object is to publish a full and con-
cise statement of the last scemt in the
terrible drama, as hoard from the lips
of young Cuthbert Jones, whose mi-
raculous escape from what seemed in-

evitable death, has been partially, and
in some resject.s inaccurately related.
H, hi cognizant of the whereabouts
of Mr. Jones, and learning that he
would have no objection to giving a
statement of the affair, we called upon
him yesterday. We found a young
gentleman of apparently nineteen
years of age, of medium stature and
delicate, almost effeminate appear
ance. He gave evidence oi renue-me- nt

and culture, aud was, we
learned, educated at Heidelberg, Ger-
many.

In looking upon his slight figure
we could scarcely realize that he was
the youth who had passed through
such dangers and hardships as might
well have unnerved a powerful man.

Mr. Jones Ls at present at the house
of a friend, who has taken steps to see
that he is protected from the assaults
of bis enemies, and who will only re-

sign him to the officers of the law,
when he is sure that the officers of the
law can protect him beyond a perad- -

venture.
The following is the verbatim re--

of the conversation between Mr.yor! and the reporter:
lieporter Wa 0U give me, Mr.

Jones, a succinct account ot the affair
at Harrisonburg?

Mr. Jones Certainlv, and 1 am
glad to do so, as 1 wish the whole
facts known. The party came to the
house about o'clock oa Sunday
night. There was a large crowd,!
supjiose from twenty-liv- e to thirty of
them. The first I knew of it, there
was a banghing at the front door, and
I think some guns went off. We were
all in bed at the time. 1 jumped U
and dressed myself, and we all went
into the next room, my father, my
urother and myself.

The Sheriff, Mr. Hallanl, son-in-la-

of Mrs. Sargeant, in whose house we
were, came in, aud was much alarm-
ed, almost crying. He advised my
father to give himself up, as it would
be no use to resist. We were rui ned
men, he said.

The attacking party called, and s:iid
tliat the ladies must come out, and if
they did not the house would be set
on tire.

After every one else had left the
house except Elijah B. Cotton, who
was concealed lieneath the stairway, 1

said to my father I thought we could
do better up stairs by shooting from
the upper windows, but he replied,
no, they will set the hou-- e on fire, and
we will La safer down here.

Tbe party outside, soon after, com-
menced to split up wood if prepar-
ing to et the house on lire, au"l men
my lather heard them doing this be i

rushed out of the front door, and I
I think he had reached the 'rout gat"
when he was shot down.

Vv I in it her inmnisl out of the back
window into the back yard, and was
there shot down. A little while after-
wards I heard him shrkKin ond call-
ing for water several times.

About this tinae, Elijah B. Cotton,
who had been under the ct;-;.- s all this
time, thiukiu it was the satest pltoe,
was discovered, or disclosed himself;
he went out aud told them that he
was a (.Cotton, and not a Jones. One
of tbe prty Knew him, and said,
"Cotton, coujw out; I will protect
you." He went out to , and as
they crowded around him 1 saw them.
I was look!"? at them through the1
window up stairs, where 1 Had previ
ously gone. They said, Vpne
around here ami tell us who this is
that is shot." My brother was lying
there. He told them who it was.'and
then they shot ray brother again.
Then they seat Mr. Cotton into the
house. They didu't want to burn the
house if they could help it ; they
thought they could get me without
burning the house. Mr. Cotton re-

ported to them that be could find no
one in the bouse. They told him to
be sure about it, berause, " if any of
us are hurt, you will have to pay for
it." Cotton replied, " Thru is uo one
there." Then the crowd rushed in,
except those who were left outside as
a guard.

After searching thoroughly down-
stairs with torches, and not finding
me, they started up the steps, but told
Mr. Cotton to go up ahead, so that if
1 siiot he would receive the load. I
had all thl- - time stood there waiting,
having already resulved what to do if
they eaiue up ..:--. 1 did not stir
until Mr. t 'otton's head appeared
above the floor. I was under the baa- -
nre-vsio- for the moment, that he had
discovered me, for he threw his head
around and iookod into my face, but 1

suppose he must .havo been blinded
by" the flare of the torchon, .t this
juncture 1 moved to the open window
and swung myself out, catching hold
of a hoard on the window ledge,
which projected u: t ! -- Mc hi th:it 1

Keporter-- How long did you hold
there?

They came to the window with a
toreh and looked out. 1 as clone
to the wall as I could.

1 was swinging was very high,
much higher than the front, and over-
looking a sloping bank. As, soon as
they went down stairs they all went
together I into the win-

dow and stood and listened tD hear if

anvone remained in the house. 1 stood
thre about three-quarte- rs of an hour.

The party all finally left in the ferry
flat ami went across the river. 1

heard them hailing the pickets they
had stationed along the river,
aniiarently to keep us from escaping,
telling them to look out for me, as I
had gotten away.

In answer to some inquiries from
the pickets, those in the flat replied:
"It is all right." The citizens then
all poured into the house. The (Sher-

iff came to me and was much fright-
ened, and me not to let any
nne see me.

Reporter Did the Sheriff know
that you were up stairs?

Mr. Jones No; I sent for hi in.
The mail rider from Franklin Par-- j

ieh, who waa ia the house at th- - be-

ginning, came up stairs. I said to
him, placing my finger at my lips;
" Hush! and blow the light out," and
M did so; and I then told him to
briug the sheriff to me. Shortly after- -

ward, I put on my hat and cloak, and
left the by the back way.passing
round ana going out ny me ironi
gat?.

There were ersons then io the

house among the crowd that I had
never seen before at least I did not
remember ever having seen them.
They did not notice me as I passed
out, as there were so persons
passing to and fro, though some of
them, I think, were looking for me
then.

I went around to a and
staid in a loft for two days, without
anything to eat, and the greater por-
tion of the time without water. Then,
heartug the whistle of the steamer
May Ho wer above, I got into a "dug-
out," which I found in the bayou, and
paddled down about two miles.

When the steamer came along 1

hailed her from the bank, and she
landed and I went on board. There
were a couple of the party, with their
gdns, who seemed to have been on
guard, lying upon some bales of cotton
asleep, as I assed on board.

I passed them, and walked up the
stairway leading to the main cabin,
with my hat down over my face, and
my jaws tied up with a handkerchief,
and my hair, v. h.eh was then very
long, arranged so as to conceal my
far-- much as possible. The first
glimpse which I got of the lighted
cabin disclosed a group of those who
had attacked and killed my father
and brother. The whole jiarty were
standing drinking at the lair, with
their revolvers and shot guns.

1'or a moment I did not know what
to do. 1 tried to get te the pilot-
house. Just about this time a friend
who rceuguized oi' loiichedtneon the
shoulder, and told me to follow bin.

Reporter Was it a landing at
which the boat to take you
on board?

Mr. Jones No; this was what
saved me, as uo one came out. The
friend who recognized me hid me
away in one portion of the boat at
first, and finally put me down in the
hold, where 1 remained until I reached
New Orleans. I was more alarmed
when on board of the Ixiat than w hen
I was in the house. In the house I
was perfectly cool and never lost my
presence of mind. The attack ujon
the house was made between 12 aud
2 o'clock, I judge, from the time
which elapsed belore daylight. We
did not expect an attack to be made
upon us until the examination came
off in court.

lteporter You did not, then, expect
attack at the house?

Mr. StXEf W had been waned a
few davs before, but we thought at the
moment ttJM thepeoftle were unneces
sarily alarmed. We noticed some
youog men riding past In the daytime,
with shot yiins, but thought nothing
of it. We did not think an attack
would le made on the house in force.
We had fi'ars that some one would
attempt to shoot through the window,
and lor this reason ray brother and 1

nioved our father's bed from the bed
stead down upon the floor, so that he
would be out of the i an of bullets.
While 1 was up stairs I could have
shot several ot the attacking party
very easily, but 1 knew it would only
destroy my chances for escape.

If there had been MB understanding
on the part of all in the house at the
time of the attack, we might have
made a determined and successful re-

sistance.
There were in the house at the time

of the attack, Mr. Klijah B. Cotton,
Mr. Ballard (the Sheriff, and son-in-la-

of Mr. Sargeant ), Mrs. Sargennt's
two sons, an Irishman, whose name I
did not know, aud the mail-ride- r from
Winnsborough. There were also Mrs.
Sargeant and her daughter, Mrs. Bal
lard, and two young ladies whose
names I did not learn.

We had some four or five revolvers
in the party.

My tatlier was not shot in the left
arm from the Uov. Allen, as stated in
the papers. It was through the right
wrist. lie had aln a ball in his right
shoulder, ranging downward, one in
his right thigh aud oae which grazed
hi.--, head. At the aMM time that he
received these wounds six buckshot
pa through his hat.

The last i a' ol my father ho was
standing near the front door with his
pistol pointing toward thedoar. lie
was astanding when 1 went s.

Reporter--W- hy did you abj leave
there before you were attacked?

Mr, ones 'iui. sir, wa were
warned to do so, and 1 wanted at Itrst
to leave, and so did my brother; but
affer my father was shot he could not
travel, and of course we would not
leave him.

Mr. Jones also made a statement to
the rejsrter in reference to the ren-
contre in which Gen. Liddell lost his
life on board of the steamer SU
Mary'i, which will be published in our
evening edition.

may at once resume Its prois-- r and
normal condition w hen chills have
been suddenly applied to it; then the
internal congestions are avoioeu or
removed simulhim-ousl- with the ex
ternal contraction and stagnation.
The habitual use of cold bathini;in
the early morning is one very power-
ful means to this end ; it trains
the vess is of the skin to
rise vigorously into renewed
action altor the application of u chill.
The relax iug influence of over-heate- d

apartmenls should be avoided, be
cause that sajw t lie power of vigorous
reaction: imt, iu cold weather, Uie
utmost tare should tie taken to have
the entire skin etticientiy protected by
warm clolh'ng. The powers of the
system in p riod.s jn-o- te the proj
duction of colds, and most especially
when the temjierrituro of the external
air is between thirty-tw-o and forty
digrees 1'ar.eniieiL's heat stale (lor
that is the condition in which the dan-
ger is found to lie most certainly

ls most carefully main-
tained by the judicious use of sustain-
ing tood, and by tho avoidance of
every kiud of injurious derangement
or excess. When once internal con-
gestion has leen set up, and
the cold ha; l eu "caught," the
thing to be done Ls immediately to
bring back vigorous circulation and
inhalation in the skin. The Turkish
bath is one of the most convenient and
certain of all contrivances for insuring
this object; in its absence the vapor
bath, or hot air bath, may h3 em- -

The action of the liath is toCloyed.
by the administration of

stimulants, first and foremost among
which stands concentrated food.

There is one expedient both for pre-
venting and curing "colds," which
was not alluded te upon this occasion
(says a writer in Katurej, but which
is nevertheless as powerful as any of
the mea-iure- s which were ilescritied,
and it may be drawn upon in circum-
stances when those plans can not be
adopted, in consequence of the sult'erer
being compelled by tho exigencies of
life to continue to meet extmsure to
chilling intiuences. This isabstinence
from drink and liquid of any kind'
until the internal congestion is re-

moved. The remedial action through
the skin does its work, by drawing
away the superabundance of the cir
culating fluid from the overcharged
part, but this desirable result is even
more certainly insured if tho general
bulk of the circulating fluid, or blood,
is diminished by withholding supplies
of the more liquid or w atery ingredi-
ent, which may be done where the
digesti ve power is unimpaired, without
in any way diminishing the riches or
more immediately nourishing portion.
The instant the general bulk of the
circulating blood is diminishvd, the
excess contained in Hie congested
and overcharged membrane t, with-
drawn aud the cold is relieved.

a dwelling; for it is to tndorstood, in
those days of stem republicanism, no-
body thought of Congress furuLsiiing
the President's houe or if perchance
uch a thought did outer into some

aristocratic head, it was too unpopular
to lie uttered.

President Washington, therefore,
rented a house of Mr. Itobert Morris,
in Market street, between Fifth and
Sixth streets, on the south side, aud
furnished it handsomely, but not y.

There he lived with Mrs.
Washington, Mr. Lear, his private
secretary, and his wife, ai?u Mrs.
Washington's grandson, Custft, mak-
ing a part of the fuuiily. Young Cus-ti-s

haa a private tutor, employod by
the President, who was engagv-- to
attend on his pupil one hour m

mornings belore breakfast, and
who then commonly breakfasted w uh
the President ami his family.

The President ate Indian cakes ft

breakfast, after the Virginia lash ion,'
although buckwheat cakes were gen-
erally ou the table. Washington's
dining parties were entertained in a
very handsome style. HLs weekly
dining day, for company, was Thurs-
day, and his dining hour was alw ays
four o'clock iu the afternoon. His
rule was to allow live minutes for the
variation of clocks and watches, and
then go to the table, be present or ab-
sent whoever might. He kept his
own clock in the hail, just within the
outward door, aud always exactly
regulated, When lageintr memliers
of Congress came in, as they often did,
after the guests had sat down to din-
ner, the President's only apology
was, "Gentlemeu (or slr),'we ure too
punet ia! for you. I have a cook who
never asks whether the company has
come, but whether the hour has
come."

The company usually assembled in
the drawing-roo- about nlteeu or
twenty minutes before dinner, and
the President spoke to every guest
personally on enuring the room.

He was always dressed in a suit of
black, his hair powdered, and tied in
a black queue behind, with a very
elegant dress sword, which he wore
with inimitable grace. Mrs. Wash-
ington often, but not always, dined
with the company, sat at the head of
the table, and if, as was occasionally
the case, there were other ladies pres-
ent, they sat each side ot her.

The private secretary sat at the foot
of the table, and was expected to be
quietly attentive to all the gue-i- s.

The President himself sat half way
from the head to the foot of the table,.
and on that side he would place M
Washington, though distant fro
him, ou his right hand. He alway
unless a clergyman were present
his own table, a blessing in a
standing jiosture. If a clergyman
were present, he was requested both
to ask a blessing and to return thanks
after dinner.

They
have at last received a carefully pre-
pared and well-merite- d blow in mid-
winter, tlie thermometer below zro,
when experience had led them to be-

By
this blow one hundred and seventy-thre- e

Indians were killed, thirty
horses captured, and the village and
property of the band totally destroy-
ed. The lieutenant-gener- al cannot
commend too highly the spirit, and
the conduct of the troops aud their
commander under difficulties and
hurd.ships they experienced in in-

clemency of weather, and as one of
the results of this severe, but well
merited punishment of these Indians;
antfthe congratulates the citizens of
Montana upon tbe reasonable pros-
pect bf future security for their prop-
erty ind lives.
