WATER WORKS.

Kditor Appeal: I see In vour issue of
this morning an article on the subject of
water works, which shows the writer not
to be fully posted ; and as it may be a
matter of interest to the public to recapit-
ulate what has actually ueen done toward
the water supply and sewerage of the city,
I give below all the information l have on
tbe subject.

in the year laoT, the then Hoard oi
Mayor and Aldermen appointed seven ot
our citizens, viz: Messrs. W. B. oreeri-lsw- ,

Chas. Junes, J. J. Murphy, H. D.
B.iugu, I'. Paute, John Overton, Jr., and
W. K. Hurt Commissioners of Water
Works aud Sewerage, and authorized
them to employ suitable engineers to
make a survey both for water works and
sewerage. I nderthis authority Mr. Chas.
Hermany, of Louisville, Ky., was em-
ployed as chief, and Mr. Chesssorough,
the eminent hydraulic engineer of Chica-
go, as consulting engineer. Work was
commenced about the 1st of Jul',
1867, and ended about the 1st of
March, 18oct. A full and compre-
hensive survey was undo of the three
proposed sources of water supply, and the
routes by which the water was to be de-
livered to the reservoirs; estimates of
cost of each were also made with a gen-
eral map and maps in detail, necessary to
the construction of each one of the pro-
posed reservoirs and aqueducts. The fol-
lowing were the proposed sources of sup-
ply, surveyed and reported upon:

r im. lading tne water in.ni the Mis-
sissippi river opposite the cotton factory,
in Chelsea, with the pumpiug works and
the receiving reservoirs located in the
immediate neighborhood, and the dis-
tributing reservoir on the Hernando road,
in the vicinity of the residence of Newton
Ford, which was found on survey to be
the highest point witbiu five miles of the
city.

Second. Taking tho water from the
river near to and across the

upper end of Hatchie lake, with the
pumping works and receiving reservoirs
locatod on the bluffs oast of Hatchie lake,
and the distributing reservoir at the same
point, as in No. L

Third. Taking the water from Wolf
river a few miles above Raleigh and at a
point due east of and eleven miles from
Court S i u ire. The receiving reservoirs aud
pumping works to be located at two and a
quarter miles east of Court Square on the
westerly branch of Cypress creek, between
the Memphis and Ohio railroad and the
old Raleigh road; the distributing reser-
voirs for tbis plan the samo as the pre-
ceding plans. The maps, etc., are now
in the office of the City Engineer. There
were also made three surveys for sewer-
age, with maps, etc., whichare also in the
office of the City Engineer.

In a comprehensive and exhaustive re-
port made by tho Engineers to the Com-
missioners, they recommended the adop-
tion of the Wolf river plan, although the
cost was much greater than the other two
pi ins, because of the greater purity of the
Wolf river water, as shown bv the analy-
sis made by the Messrs. Loche. chemists.
This analysis shows that Wolf river wa-
ter stands as No. 3 of purity amongst the
water supplies of the United States
( Luke Cochituali and Long Island alone
supplying better and purer wateri, while
tbe water from the Mississippi stands
No. 16.

This report was adopted by the Com- -
im loners as their own, and made to the
Board ot Mayor a id Aldarmeu in the fall
of . - v It was aud referred to a
Committee, of which Alderman Dyer
was Chairman. This Committee reported
in favor of the Wolf river plan, and re-

commended that the Mayor oe authorized
to advertise for bids to build the works,
reserving the right to reject any or all
bids, as might seem most desirable. His
report was adopted by the Board, but the
Mayor never carried out their wishes,
although it was known that responsible
Northern companies proposed to build
tbe works on thiir own if the
city would give them the privilege for a
term of years. This would not have em-
barrassed the city in the least, as no
money, bonds or anything else was re-
quired, except the privilege for a term of
years.

I received, a few months since, a com-
munication from one of the parties, in-

quiring when the advertisement would be
made and desiring still to build the works,
I am satisfied, if Mayor Johnson would,
under the old order of the Board,
or uodera new one from the present Board,
advenlse for proposals to build these
much nee led works, he would have seve-
ral propositions to build at no other cost
except the privilege for a term ot years.
And as the city cannot build the works,
would it not bo good policy to give the
privilege for thirty to fifty years, reserv-
ing the right to purchase the works when
it may be able to do se, and also reserv-
ing the right to regulate the water rates?
The city has expended on these surveys
about fia.UUO iu scrip, which realized
about I26.0U0 in cash, ail ot which will be
thiowu away unless some such arrange-
ment as above can be made.
