The Pennsylvania Leirislature has
before it u bill appointing the Judges
of their State J udicial Districts an
examining committee, and requiring
them to visit all nunneries, convents
and cathedrals in their Districts twice
a year, and ascertain whether any
persons are detained in these estab-
lishments contrary to their will.

The first American flag, according
to the design and approval of Con-
gress, was made by Mrs. Elizabeth
Ross, of Philadelphia, and the house
where she made it, No. 2W Arch
street, is still standing. The next
one, if we remember right, was made
after an entirely different design, by
one Codding, of Illinois, during the
Fremont campaign.

Now don't let us be afraid to
acknowledge this fact; don't let us
ignore it; it is alive it is before us
we must face it!

It may not be generally known to
those of foreign birth, who have not
become naturalized, that a bill is now
pending in Congress, with every prob-
ability of soon Tbecoming a law, that
will render a further residence of five
years in this country absolutely neces-
sary. Foreigners, therefore, should
naturalize at once, while the matter
rests with the State courts. For all
necessary papers apply to the clerks
of the courts of the county In which
you reside. The naturalization ob-
struction bill is being pushed through
Congress with all possible speed, and
as soon as it becomes a law every for-
eigner not then a citizen will be placed
by its provisions in the position of one
who has just migrated to the coun-
try. He may have resided hero a
score of years, or he umv have de
clared his intentions, but the law of
Congress will require him to renew
his declarations in a United States
court, and live here five years longer
before he can become a citizen.

The Boston Pout says: " We touch
bottom again, in matters of trade and
finance, as soon as we come to a full
crop of cotton. Tlutt ha twice, proved
itself our commercial support andmehr.
Intelligent merchants and the more
comprehensive minds among our
public men so understand it. Strange
as it appears to dispassionate eyes, the
Congress that has been doing its best
to cripple, confuse and restrict all
healthy financial operations by its
jargon of phases,its medley of schemes
and its plots of personal and partisan
profit, is the very s;iuic Congress that
has been revengefully lient on keeping
the cotton producing States in a con-
dition of servile degradation, or re-
pressing every attempt of their property--

holding citizens to establish
order and a well-regulat- industrial
system, and on driving away
capital from their valuable
fields by destroying the growth
of confidence and trust. The
object was nothing less than the abso-
lute degradation of the people that
give those States all the character and
importance which they ever enjoyed.
Mr. Sumner publicly announced that
thirty years, the period of a genera-
tion, was none too long to keep them
suppliants, dependants and servants
outside the Union, His statesman-
ship must havo borrowed the eyes of
a mole when it inspired such an
anathema on an entire section of the
country. It did not reckon the vast
productive capacity of their favored
soil and climate, and the great staple
which they alone can supply for the
resuscitation ol our commerce. It
forgot to allow fortho.se pressing

iu the national finances for
whose instant alleviituou we should
be compelled to turn to tho South as
we had done before. "
