£95,611 Inst yeur, an excess 1his year
of 197,790 bales. The Times says:
“The question of supply involves
such grave consequences that the re-
celpts are notified everywhere with
unususl interest, and an exaggeration
of even a few thousand s, Or a
gimilar error on the other side, be-
comés the subject of & sharp criticism.
The reccipts at all the ports are now,
{n ronmd nambers, 519000, or about
29 per cent. in excess of lust year, and
iy this ratio of incresse coutinus for
the rest of the season it will give 600«
000 bales trom this time out, making
the total 2914 000 bales, It s mani.
fest that there are many chances
against realizing the popular Northern
estimate of 3,000,000, and that the ad-
vocates of 2,000,000 find little in the
situstion to wenken their mith., The
gubject has a deeper significance than
the resalt of 8 lew wagers, or disap-
inting pride of opinion, and may
ve lttde influence on prices, or af-
fect them to the extent of ten or fif
teen dollars per bale. Closaly con-
pected with this matter is the naviga-
tion of the tributiaries, in relation to
whieh Lhe accounts sre rather discour-
