fact, under the load of its own lead-
ers ; a victim to their petty quarrels
ami wrangling, and more than all
their greed and corruption. When
these undeniable facts are well under-
stood, the Republican party of the na-
tion will understand the situation.
Until such facts are realized, there is
no hope of a Republican organization
in Tennessee. Once admitted, how-
ever, and left to itself that its leeches
may die a naturnal death and there
is the material upon wnicn to Dase
hopes of reeonstruction.

Past issues aside, and the Old Line
Whig element in Tennessee to-d-

stands on the same ground as the true
Republicans. The present State Gov-
ern men t is admitted to be a failure.
It represents the extreme Democratic
element. It is therefore extremely
obnoxious to the Old Line Whigs. Its
every act but widens the breach.
More than this, it can but make itself
a disgrace to its party through its
legislation. It has slaughtered the
BcTioolf. It has practically repudiated
the State debt by providing no means
to pay interest on the same. It has,
in lact, done nothing but to the serious
iDjnry of the Suite. In its haste to
undo Republican legislation, it has
undone itself. The old feuds
of the Whigs and Democrats
thus revived, and the Repub-
lican organization procrly cut
loose, as it will be, from its old,
wholly incompetent, and extremely
obnoxious leaders, the Whigs and Re-
publicans may unite upon the liberal
platform of the National party. This,
I know, is the view of the more

ami intelligent Republicans
of Tennessee. Such Republicans are
found, to a man, opposed to any Con-
gressional interference. They look
upon such interference, in feet, as ut-

terly ruinous their hopes, as
suicidal to the party at large.

Surely, they say, if a Itepublican Con-
gress "can interfere in Democratic Ten-
nessee, a Democratic Congress may do
the same in Radical Massachusetts.
