The gteat puaii. :re fast lotting their
arid nature, and through them are
ruuuing st earns in places where,
twsgrty years ago, there was not a
dr ip of water: 'tid where at that
time there were smaii trtii::;s thoy
are now enlarged. In many cai,
this cbgne has boen of great value,
as it has given i tho traveler a sup- -

ply of water that had previously been
denied.

When the first emigrants crossed
the plains to California the great ob-

jection urgtd to the trip wa the scar-
city of water on the route. Within a
few years this has been ail changed,
and iu the bed of the old streams
that were dry w hen first found there
Is pow water lor aJl the purposes re-
quired.

Tho Laramie plains are not now des-

titute ot water, whereas some years
ago there was none, ami the traveler
had to carry water on passing over
them. There cau be no doubt that
for the last ten years there has lieen a
continued iiieres.se of water through-
out the country betweeu the
Missouri and the Sierra Nova-da- .

The Arkansas was dry in
lab2 from the Fawuee Fx totheC'm-aro- u

crossing, aud previous to hat
time the I'ecos was dried up so jjat
at many places the inhabitants were
obliged to dig for water. Aud the
Moro Valley and Plains were at thai
time almost destitute of vegetation.
Now the vegetatiou is luxurious, and
it is one of the very best wheat grow-
ing sections.

Denver was built on the banks of
an extinct creek, which it was sup-
posed would remain dry, but after
the settle meat, to the astonishment
of the people, it became quite a
stream, and Ls now crocked by bridges.
The Huerfano, the Kova Pecos, and
others that were dry during the sum-
mer mouths ten years ago, are now
constantly running in fair streams.
We are satisfied that aloug the whole
line of the Union Pacific Railroad
there is much more moisture in the
earth than there was only a few years
since. Again, Salt Lake is seven feet
higher than it was ten years ago, and
It is constantly rising, anil it has been
urged by those wh have paid attention
to the subject, that the rise of water
there would produce a solution of the
Mormon quostioa before Congress
would act upon it. When the Salt
Like shall rise a few feet higher, we
shall look for its overflow to reach the
Shell Creek rangt as evidently at one
time as water did cover what is now
only an arid valley, not dinvt iu its
course, but cut up with ranges; still,
the continued valley can be traced.
This great increase of water w ill work
a great revolution in the opinion 01

the people as to tho capacity of the
great plains for agricultural purjioses.

Mr. Butler, ot Massachusetts,
Chairman of the Reconstruction Com-
mittee, reported ba'k the Senate
amendment to the bill admitting
Texas, with a recommendation that
the amendment be concurred in. The
amendment is to strike out the pro-
vision that nothing in the bill shall
effect the condition with which Texas
was originally annexed to the Union.

Mr. Butler explained the amend-
ment, showing that a construction
bad been put on the proviso in the
Senate that one of the original condi-
tions was that Texas might be divided
into four States, wherein slavery
should exist. It would
slavery there. He therefore protested
againtt that construction of the bill.
If it contained a direct proviso estab-
lishing slavery in Texas it woald sim-
ply be void and of no effect. How
couhi any man in his senses come to
the conclusion that a proviso In a bill
saying that nothing in it would effect
that question would establish slaver..
which was prohibited by the constitu-
tion? He was not surprised, alter
such an opinion beiug given by the
Judiciary Committee in the Senate,
that the consideration of the Texas
question had been taken away from
that committee,

The Reconstruction Committee ex-
pressed surprise at the facility with
which the gentleman from Massachu-
setts changed his position. Paine,
another member of the Committee,
repudiated the construction put upon
proviso in either end of the capital.
He was w illlng, however, to have the
proviso struck out, lsdieving the law

ould not be efl' ctid, whether in or
out.

Mr. Brooks, of New York, re-
marked that there were three guaran-
tees given to Texas in the original
annexation bill.

Mr. Butler Baked whether these
three guarantees, except, of course, as
to slavery, would stand in rude com-
pact. Mr. Butler gave his opinion
that striking out the proviso would
not alter or affect in any way the ori-
ginal guarantees.

Mr. Brooks said he was glad to hear
that, and suggested the propriety of

in the Senate amend-
ment and having a committee of con-
ference appointed.

Mr.-BuLi- er did not concur in that
suggestion, as the matter really was
of too littie importance, as Texas was
waiting for admission to representa
tion. The idea of reviving slavery
uuder this proviso he regarded as too
preposterous to tind lodgment on this
side of the capitol.
